This coming Saturday the Commif%go of 100 hopes to have the biggest
direct action anti-nucleoar protost yot., If Statoment tho Committoe says that it
necds 50,000 to 'block and immoblise Ruislip, liiddloesex, United States Air Force
Hoadquarters in Britain' and 'Brize Norton, Oxford, Strategic Bomber Jase.! It
also plans to hold 'mass civil disobodiecnce domonstrations in Cardiff, Bristol,
Yorkshire and lianchestori!

This will rcproscnt thoe biggest challonge to state power in Dritain
for nmy decados and as such is bound to provoke the authorities to reprossive
action, Alrcady, the police have visitod tho Cormittco of 100's printors and
tekon statomonts from tho offico and works managors, warning thom that such state-
monts could be used in ovidonco. Tho policc also questioncd individual mombers
of the Committos of 100,

On the othor hand tho Committoo roports a very geod rosponsc to its
appeal pledges to tako part and pledgoes not to co-oporate with tho polico by
rofusing to give onc's name, paying bail cte. Amangomonts have boen made from
nuncrous centres for bus loads of people to go direct to tho demonstrations.

The tromondous rosponsc to the Committoc of 100's activitios shows
what potontial there is any political tondoney whieh has somothing vigourous,
decisive and dynamic to offser in deoaling with tio important quostions of the day.
Wo can, of course, sev many negative foaturos in this phononenon, tho most cloar
of which is that of people turning thoir backs on political action and ospoecially
that through the labour movemont. Howover, we must admit that whilst wo have not-
hing bettor to offor we cannot complaine We must morcover go through the oxpori-
enco with all thesc pseoplo before we can roint out the limitations of this kind
of activity effoctivoly.

On tho positive side, and wo might add, overwholmingly so, lots of
preople are going tc learn lots of lossons about tho role of tho stato, Parliamontary
democracy otc., Thoy ©2% loarn a hell of a lot mors if w» arc thire with thom,

.+ NOTE ON THE JOURNW.L "INTARN..TION..L SOCILALISI"

The short article was written especially for the Dullectin by a member
of the Lditorial Board of the above journal, Whilst not sooking to indulge in
inter-factional warfare it is necessary for us to appraise, in a strictly political
manner, all the tondencies with whom we have to co-exist in the labour movsmont.

We shall in future issues of tho Bulletin publish matorisl on othor tondencios
and journals, (cditor)

"This notes can only bc an extromely abbroviated one bocause of space
considerations, it therefore confines itself to a goneral characterisation of the
Journal; thus the articles mentioned are not answered in dotail.

"Intornational Socialism" was launched in cyclostylcd form in 1958,
with articles on the British oconomy and the general structure of the soviot
econony. Tho objoct of tho journal was to discuss probloms of marxism., The
dovelopmont of ths journal, associated as it is with the Socialist lpview group,
reflects tho activity of that tondoncy which rogards the Boviet state not as a
workers state, transitional to socialism, but as a now social formation, called
Stato Capitalisme Without any doubt both the journal and group have flourinhoed
on tho failurc of a viablc Fourth Intornational socetion to ovolvos Tho irrespon-
siblo broakaway group, ta12 Socialist Labour Lecaguouy, has, by its viecious scctaria-
nism, furthor strongthonod tho Stato Capitalist grouping,

Well producod and freoquontly woll writton tho Jjournal now has on its
oditorial board throc mombors who accept the nocd for a world party = +thoe Fourth
Int_.rnational. Whatovor our disagrocmonts with the intorprotations cast upon
ovonts by the journal, in tho short run at loast, tho vory raising of fundamontal
problems has its valuc and brings marzism, in howovor odd a form, to a widor
publics Futurc articlos which may sorve tho FI arc replics to the editorial on
tho Common IMarkot and an analysis of tho lLusso-Chinese controvorsy from an FI
standpoint, Whore possiblec comrados use tho journals book rovicws as a furthor
moans of oxtonding knowlodgo of tho FI.

Tho charactoristic viows = anti Trotskyito ones — of tho State
Capitalist tondency can be scon from a random choico of articles, Tho 1960
fAutumn issuc contained, for oxamplo, an articlc which implicd that tho rovolut—
ionary party on Bolshovik lincs is inovitabloy a !'substituto! for tho autonomous
activity of tho massos, This viow is usually associated with an ambiguous
attitudo towards Rosa Luxcmburg's viows on spontancity.

On tho question of the Russo-Chinoso conflict, tho fact that tho Chi-
nese Stalinist lecadership ropudiatos sharply tho rovisionist nush of the Xhrush-
ovitos is to thom of no concoquencey "thoy aro both uttorly alion to intornatio=-
nal socialism" - yct again, thoy cannot sco tho pulsating powor of the .siatic
Ruvolution, distorted as it is through tho burcaucratic apparntus. From this
standpoint popular rovolutions would scom not to announce tho road to socialism
but tho inauguration of a now stato capitalist cral Ionce this group cannot
take advantago of the split and rovoal tho storility of thoir approach,

On tho Cuban Rovolution, "Inturnational Socialism" is similarly
confusod. JApparcntly Cuba has passod "beyond privato proporty" but it is doniod
that thore is an "offoctive industrial working class." Tho oriontation of Cuba
to tho Soviet Union is not sccn dialcoctically but as strongthoning tho burcau—
cratic tondency only., (Tho quotntions in this and the provious para arc both
from the Wintor 1960-61 issuo)

On the quostion of CND thoro has boon a tondcncy to accopt CND pacif-
icism and ignoro complotoly any difforoncc in tho rolos of tho U3L and the USHL.

Porhaps tho most significant cnbiguity has boon that ovor tho Comron -
Markots Aftor quite rightly oxposing tho rotrograde dofonce of tho Commonwealth
a la Tribunc, the final conclusion roads, "For us the move to Gurope oxtonds
the scope of class struggle in which wo arc dirvetly involveds it worsons ita
conditions for tho prosont. DBut it nakos ultimato vietory morc sccurec." (iutumn
1?61). Vo may agroo, of coursc, that socialism is brought about by tondencics
within Capitalism, but it doos not follow that thoreforo wo wolcomo a move which
can only strongthon capitalism in Buropo at tho prosont timo - at a time whon
politically tho strongthoning of NATO means strongthoning thoso forcos constantly
bringing the world to tho odge of tho third world war. Noithor tactically would
tho workors approciate it if told in duo courso when the offocts bogins to mako
thomsolvos folt, that "eritical support" was givon to the Common Ilarkot bocauso
ovontually it spellod tho downfall of capitalism, somotime in tho futuro. Clecarly
soclalists must say no to tho Comrmon liarkot, although certainly this involvos us
in difficult cxplanations of a compleox situations Dut tho webbling of "Intornat-—
ional Socialism" holps no onc and fails to sco sinistor olcments in tho situation.

In conclusion, "Intcrnational Socialism" can influonce valuablc comrados
and its role in tho presont period should not bo ignorod. Its basic idoas should
bo combattod, but its positivo usos should not bo undorratod.



T 'TRAITAG AFFAIR!

Comrades may have scen the 'Newslottor'of 25/11/61 which carried a
somewhat hystorical articlo by Gerry Healoy, ontitled 'Ulbricht prerares a frame-up',.
From the article it onerged that one Otto Friotag, who 'For sevon yoars...attonded
mootings of the Intornational Gommitteo but did little or no work in Gormany', had
turned up in Zast Derlin, giva a pross confercnce dencuncing West Buropean Trotdc—
Yyists as working with Vest secrot prolice organisations and claiming that hs was a
leader of tho Fourth International,

Just how much crodonce can be given to this kind of thing is adequately
domonstrated when one romenbirs the casc of Otto John, who shuttlod back and forth
over tho Bast/West bordor altornately denouncing the activities of Tast and West.
That at this stage Ulbricht should como forward with this kind of gthing indicates
that he is troubled with an intornal opposition., But thosoc mothods long to a poriod
which is now finishing and no onc can troat thoso claims scriously in any form
whatsoover, However, it has becn suggoestod, this affair is tiod up with tho
disappearancce of the left-~wing loader of tho Gorman Motal Vorkors! Union, Heinz
Brandt, who is an old mombor of tho Gorman C.P., who wont into opposition to Ulbricht
aftor tho 1953 Hast Gorman uprising, Aftor leaving Jast Gormany in 1957, ho
bocame onc of the leading left wing trade unionists in the Weste Should a show
trial be attempted it would ba nocessary to wage a campaign of bprotests Wo produce
here a statcment by thoe Intornational Scerotariat of the Fourth International
on this affairs

GUEVERA MEETS URUGUAYAN TROTSKYISTS 4

We include the following article, whichk is bascd upen a roport in the
latest issue of Quatriocme Internationale, French language theorotical journal of
the Fourth International, dospito tho time lag becausc of its importance. It is
of importance in assessing tho position of tho leadership of the Cuban Revolution
and its likely evolution. Guevara is in charge of oconomic affairs in Cuba and,
as such, isvirtually No, 2 in the rovolutionary lcadorship.

On Sunday, 13th August, a dolegation of Uruguayan comrades had an inte-
rview with Guovara, at Punta dol Esto, reprosonting Trotskyists tho world over and
thosce of Latin America in porticular. The Uruguayan Communist Party had lod a
campaiyn of insults and calumnios against the Trotskyists in its journal "ol Popular"
for onc wock prior to the intorviow wilh +iic intoniion of proventing ise un tho
day of the interviow itsclf it published a furious anti-Trotskyist oditorial.

Guevara wantod vory much to have the intorviow and it took placo,
despite the sabotage of tho loadorship of the Uruguayan C¢.P. and the Cuban C.Pay
both of which worc proscent at Punta dol dste. Ton membors of those partics spiod
on and controlled the movoments of Guovara. Tho Trotskyists wore vory ko:n to
discuss with Gueovara thc real problems and futurc of the Cuban Rovolution as woll

as tho situation of the Cuban Trotskyists aft.r tho supprossion of their publica-
tions,

Our comrados, in saying what thoy thought about tho porspectivos of
tho Cuban Rdvolution, said that the imporialists arc orgonising a new intorvention
and that onc could not rely upon the Latin American bourgeoisie, which only wanted
to profit from the Cuban Revolution by improving its bargaining position with
imperialism, the solution is in the doveolopmont of the Latin Amorican Revolution,
Thoy said it was noccessary to have political and trade union . intorvontion by the
masses to instal workers! control.

The a2lliance with tho workors! states should not takce the place of an
alliance with tho Latin Amorican Rovolution and this alliance must be forged in a
living and vital way. Our comradcs told Guovara that tho Trotskyists unconditionally
support the Cuban Revolution and the Cuban workors statc. They also asksd him to

onsurc that Trotskyists in Cuba had the right and logality to carry on their activ—
itics publically.

Guovera listoned to thom and discusscd with thom going over the publie
position of the Cuban Government. It was an cxchango of opinions and judgzcments
on the problems and porspoctivos of the Cuban Rovolution. On the quostion of tho
situation of the Cuban Trotskyists he said that the moasurcs taoken woro purcly
adninistrative. 4t the end of the interview CGuovara personally accompanied our
comradcs as far as the door of tho hotel to provent anothor police attack against
thome The parting was cordial. Tho interview with Guovara is ovidonce that tho
Cuban Rovolution is not under the thumb of the stalinists and that it is moving
on the way to socialism,

The
suropoans 'Ultras' acted with tho aim of provonting nogotiations botwoen the FLN
and the Fronch Governmont, hec statod. "Theoso fascists, those bolated colonialists
who attack liberal Jows and Buropcans in Algeria and Fronch domocrats in Franceo,'
he said, wore in lcaguc with the Fronch armed forcese !'Tlo can fastually say that

the action of the 0.A.S. has bocore a form of somi~official action by the French
army in Algeria."
