“That a special national convention be held in
the city of Chicago beginning Sunday, the second day
of September, 1917. The representation to the con-
vention shall be on the basis of two hundred delegates
(instead of three hundred as provided in the National
Constitution). The expense of such convention, which
shall include payment of railroad fare and per diem as
provided by the National Constitution, shall be raised
by a per capita assessment of twenty-five cents to be
paid by each member in good standing in the same
manner as the regular party dues. No National Com-
mittee meeting shall be held in the year 1917 if the
proposal to hold a convention is adopted.”
