San Francisco and the Waterfront
Employers.

To have declared open war on
these unions, which waged such
a militant fight in the summer of
1934, will not have becen the most
successful means to accomplish
their end. Too much support and
sympathy would have been forth-
coming from the organized labor
movement and the general public.
It was necessary to conduct a plan
far more qubtle if it was to be
effective.

On Dec. 9, 1935, the final plans
were laid.

FORESTALLED BY UNIONS
On Jan. 20, 1936, the waterfront
unions, knowing of the plan to
disrupt the shipping industry and
create industrial strike mot only
on the Pacific Coast but on a
national scale, appealed to Presi-
dent "Roosevelt and the Depart-
ments of Labor and Commerce
and various representatives at Con-
gress to institute an open con-
gressional investigation of the sec-
ret plans of the emplovers.

BRIDGES REPLIES

Never before in history has any
government pledged itself to dou-
ble the standard of living ‘of its
people in five years as the Soviet
government did at the beginning
of 1933 in making the Second 5-
yvear plan. Already the first three
years of the plan show that the
Soviet will more than redeem their
pledge. *

three  record harvests in 1933,
1934 and 1935, each of which sur-
passcd all previous years.

Morcover,
the harvest surplus, instead of
being exported, is used to in-

crease livestock and improve the
standard of living of the country

generally.

The vyear 1935 showed an 18
per cent increase in cattle, a 25
per cent increase in sheep and
gpats, a 38 per cent increase in
hogs, all increases of a single

vear based upon the surplus grain
harvest. Production of raw cot-
ton was increased 45 per cent and
sugar - heets 43 per cent due to
the rapid improvement in farm
organization and the introduc-
tion of modern methods under col-
lectivization.

Rapid increase in the stan-
dard of living—more food, bet-
ter clothing, expanding art and
science—is evident in all parts
of the country. The consump-
tion of goods, as shown by re-

from 60 billion rubles in 1934
to 80 billion in 1935, The ac-
tual consumption of goods in-
creased even more than this,
since prices marked in rubles
were falling. This indicates that
the standard of living has gone
up by . one-third in a single

year,
