Birt pubiic clpinion in the rvorld and tire opinion of
heads of state. ministers and govelnrnents of big coun-
tries l'rave done rne justice and unanimousll' cr:ndemneci
tire Lon Nol "government."

In this regard, alloq' me to pr::ent 1-or-r ,,r.ith sorrre
evidence:

According to a Reuter dispatch oi XIav 3, Fresidi:ni
Tito said in a speech: "Prince Nor-odom Sihanouli has
done ail he could to prevent his countrl'being d:.agged
into a catastrophe."

According to an AIIP dispatch of April 28, l1r.
l\'laurice Schumann, lVlinister of Foreigu Affairs oi ihe
French R.epublic, iras declared: "tr\re thougt'it of ihe
sufferings of the friendly people . . . of Cam'oodia tvhere
the v,'ise policy of Prince Norodr;rn Sihanor:k . . . had
preser-r,ed peacc and neutlalit.v- euC lr,hcre the receni
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events run the risk of bringing about a new conflict
rvhich has bathed Viet Nam in blood for so many years.',

Again, according to an AFP cable of April 29, the
spokesman of the French Government declared: "The
change in the authorities of Phnorn Penh has resulted
in compromising and damaging the image of neutrality
presented by Cambodia for so long."

It is not to put myself in the limeiight that I have
presented these evidence to you. In this hour, our
eompatriots, especially the people in certain provinces
and ke;r cities, are plunged into indescribable sorrov;s
and miseries; consequently it would be put of place for
me to make propaganda for myself.

But the torn,ering crimes of the Lon NoI gang must
be denounced; and all the people in the world have
done so.

They have not hesitated to express their deep dis-
gust at this Phnom Penh "governlTreri,t," murderer of
i.ts oli'n people and grave-digger of its own nation to
u,hich, alas, the usurpers of the c<lnstitutional porver
have brought disgrace of unpardonable savagery.

Senator Jacob Javits, though an American, had to
declare (in Washington last April 2B): "The methods
cf ihe nerv Cambodian governmei-rt in seeking support
is rvorrisome. The r,vhipping L1p of racial chauvinistic
emotions, culminaling in mass slaughter among, . .
civiiians, is repugnantl"

The Wasl.zrttgton Post. a big papei', shorved pro-
fouud contempt for its country's fiunkeys in Phnom
Penh 'with these lines in its April 20 editorial: "A
govclnment rl.i-rich invites batties lt ca-nnot fight, siirs
community tension into civil 'war and acts in a \lray
to shame those vr,ho stippor:t ii is a poor bet."

Swnday Telegrayh, a big British paper, deseribed
or-r April 19 the poli.cy oI the Lon Nol regime rvith sucir
terms as "hystelica1." "ftonstrcus" and "savage."

Tlze Guard.irr.a, another important British paper,
ciescribed on Apr'ii 17 this polic;r as "brutal and danger-
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ous." It added: "The Americans... thus cause the
final death of Cambodian neutrality. . . for the United
States, to arm the Cambodians would be to put weapons
in reckless and bloody hands."

This undoubtedly is the . "honour, good name and
prestige" that Lon Nol, Sirik Matak and company have
promised to bring to the Cambodian motherland and
historY!

This gang has boasted of being the "defender" of
independence, neutrality, territorial integrity of our
Kampuchea. And at the same time, it asserted that it
would not become the flunkey of U.S. imperialism.

But today, the Khmer nation and the whole world
have seen clearly that Cambodia has become a real
colony oi the Americans.

The U.S. forces (tens of thousands of Yankees and
mercenaries) have shamelessly invaded our national
territory. They are killing the peaceable population
there, particularly in Svay Rieng, Kompong Cham,
Kratie (Snoul) and Ratanakiri. They have even the
insolence to proclaim that they reserve the right to
occupy and oppress other provinces, Kompong Som in
particular.

The Lon Nol gang had incited the young people
and intellectuals of Phnom Penh to accuse me of "selling
out the motherland to the Vietnamese."

Today the truth is out: It is this very gang which
has allowed more than 60,000 troops of Thieu-Ky to
violate the sovereignty of our country and occupy the
province of Svay Rieng which the Saigonese had al-
ways dreamt of annexing.

It is this very gang which has allowed the American
and mercenary armed forces to arrest, torture and mur-
der savagely ou! compatriots, including old peasants,
women and children, particularly in the provinces of
Svay Rieng, Kompong Cham, Kratie (Snoul) and Ra-
tanakiri.

U.S. imperialism, a
hr-rge monster, is being heavily besieged and badly bat-
iered by the more than 40 million peopie of the three
kido-Chinese countries. The victorious development
of the three Indo-Chinese peoples' war agaiirst U.S.
aggression and for national salvation testifies to the
great rvisdom of the thesis of our great leader Chair-
man Mao that "the people of a srnall eountry e&n cer-
tainiy defeat aggression hy a big country, if only they
dare to rise in struggle, dare to take up arrns and grasp
in their own hands the destiny of their eountry.n'

After being beaten black and blue on the battle-

40 distlicts, hundreds of villages and hamlets and the
capitals of Kratie, Mondolkiri and Stung Treng Prov-
inces, and besieged the enemy troops in the capitals

of Kon-rpong Cham, Prey Veng, Takeo, Kampot and

Ratai-rakiri Provinces. In the battie to liberate Stuug
Treng. the patriotic armed forces annihilated three
eneny battalions at one stroke. he the Jiberated areas,

the people smashed the reactionary political power of
the enem.v and estabiished local comrnittees of the Na-

tional LTnited Front of Kampuchea and people's politicai
po\r,rei:. The pntriotic armed forees openect up nelv
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battlefields in Kcmpong Speu, west of Phnom Penh,
Fud Ehttaxabarg and Siem Reap Provinces in the north-
rs6te! pari oi the country. They even launched re-
peated aturcks on the enemy near Phncm Penh, centre
cf the Rigbdst clique's rule. The patriotic armed forces
aI.<o crrt oif a large number of enemy communication
Li:es, pa.ralysing the enemy's communication and trans-
portation- Under the hammer blows of the patriotic
a:E€d forces, the troops of the Lon Nol-Sirik Matak
ctigue are rapidly disintegrating. Having clearly
realized the situation, many officers and men and
public employees deserted the enemy ranks and came
over to the side of the people to join the struggle against
U.S. imperialism and its lackeys.

fn face of the tottering position of the Lon Nol-
Sirik Matak clique, U.S. imperialism, defying the
people's opposition at home and abroad, brazenly sent
its troops to invade Cambodia, thus expanding the war
of aggression to the whole of Indo-China. But U.S.
imperialism's planes, tanks and artillery pieces cannot
intimidate the heroic Cambodian people who, in de-
fiance of brute force, have attacked the enemy bravely
and resourcefully, wiping out a great number of enemy
effectives. An AP report moaned that "the result of
tU.S.l bombing is also little," that the tanks were
"starting to bog down" and that the U.S. aggressor
troops "have been sucked into fighting amongst the
civilian population in Cambodia." The U.S. aggressors
are sinking in the ocean of people's war. The patriotic
armed forces wiped out more than 1,300 U.S. aggres-
sor troops from May 1 to 8 in Memot area of Kompong
Cham Province alone.

On the battlefields in Laos and south Viet
Nam, in co-ordination with the armed struggle of
the patriotic Cambodian armed forces and people,
the heroic Laotian and south Vietnamese armed
forces and people have fiercely struck the U.S.-puppet
troops, scoring one victory after another. The Lao-
tian patriotic armed forces and people have more
firmly grasped the initiative on the battlefield. After
recovering the strategic liberated area of the Plain
of Jars-Xieng Khoang, they continued their advance and
captured many strategic strongholds on the Plateau-
des-Bolovens of Lower Laos and liberated the im-
portant city of Attopeu and adjacent areas in late
April. The patriotic armed forces are now tightly
besieging Saravane, another important city in Lower
Laos, throwing the enerny into panic. The valiant and
hard-hitting south Vietnamese people lvho persist in
a protracted war have seriously battered U.S. impe-
rialism. Recently, the South Viet Nam People's Libera-
tion Armed Forces have launched successive attacks
on the enemy from south of the demilitarized zone to Ca
Mau in the southernmost part of the country, dealing
heavy blows to the U.S. aggressor troops. In particular,
those U.S. military bases which are being used for ag-
gression against Cambodia have become the targets of
continuous attack of the People's Liberation Armed
Forces. On May 6, the liberation armed forces attacked
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a base of the U.S.-puppet forces south of the demiii-
tarized zone, killing and wounding a large number of
U.S. and puppet troops. An AP report admitted that
this attack infticted on the U.S. forces "the heaviest
casualties in nearly tlo years."

Ihe armed forces and people of Laos and south
Viet Nam, by meting out severe punishment to the
U.S. aggressors, have given pou,erfui support to the
Cambodian people's patriotic struggle against U.S. ag-
gression.

Developments in Indo-China show that U.S. im-
perialism has always miscalculated the situation.
It always overestimates its own strength and under-
estimates the strength of the people. Therefore, it is
always knocking its head against the wall everywhere.
The Nixon government's new military adventure in
Indo-China, like lifting a rock only to drop it on its own
feet, only serves to arouse raging resistance from the
three Indo-Chinese peoples and ever stronger opposition
from the American people and the people all over the
world, thus creating new grave political crisis for itself.
Even some Western bourgeois papers have admitted
that in Indo-China, U.S. imperialism "has entered into
a dark tunnel in which not a single ray of light can be
seen ahead."

The new adventure and defeat oI U.S. imperialism
in Indo-China fully expose its paper-tiger nature and
signify the speedy decline of this so-called "super-
po$,er" which is brandishing its atom and hydrogen
bombs. Nixon said that he would rather be a one-term
president and act recklessly in Cambodia than "see
America become a Second-rate power." This is precise-
ly a confession that he is at the end of his tether and
indicates that, panic-stricken in face of the great
strength of unity and militancy on the part of Indo-
Chinese people, he has no scruple in staking his pres-
idency in a vain attempt to save U.S. imperialism and
its lackeys from their doom.

Extremely Powerfut Revolutionory Force
Lotent in Americcn People

As socn as U.S. imperialism's chieftain Nixon
blatantly announced on April 30 the sending of troops
to invade Cambodia, thus expandlng the rvar of aggres-
sion in Indo-China, the American people's protest strug-
gle erupted like a volcano and swiftly swept the whole
country. T'tris fact shows that an extremely power{ul
revolutionary force is latent in the American people.
American students were the first to raise the banner of
revolt. Student organizations at different schools is-
sued militant statements pointing out that today, "class-
room education becomes a hollow, meaningless cxercise"
and caliing on the students of the entire count4r to
make "a massive, unprecedented display of dissent'' to
strike hard at the Nixon government's new war ventuie.
Within a felr days, an unprecedented nationwide strike
was held by millions of students at ovei tjC0 universi-
ties and eolleges and more than 360 high schools from
Washington, New York and Boston along the Atlantic
on the east coast of the United States to San Franeisco
and Los Angeles along the Pacific on the west coast,
and from the states bordering on Canada in the north
to various cities along the Gulf of Mexico in the south.
The protest slogans 'oU.S. get out of Cambodia imme-
diately!" "Nixon is an assassin!" and "Down with
Nixon!" resounded all over the country. Many U.S.
flags and effigies of Nixon were burnt, and many
buiidings housing the Reserve Officers' Training Corps
(R.O.T.C.) which forces the students to take fascist
military training were set on fire. Leaving their ciass-
rooms, the students took to the streets and held huge
proiest meetings and denronstrations in front of local
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state capitols or in downtown areas of many .clties.
Strikes also took place at universities in southern and
Midwest states, as well as in smaller and private
universities, where political movements had been re-
latively quiet. On May g, an impressive demonstration
of more than a hundred thousand people was held be-
fore the White House in Washington, the den of U.S.
imperialism. Western news agencies and the press had
cried out in alarm: This was a "swift and explosive
reaction"; "rebellion spread through leading U.S. edu-
cation academies"; schools were "boiling with student
fury," the developments in the situation even forced
some bigshots in the Nixon administration to admit that
the masses' reaction to Nixon's aggression on Cambodia
was so strong that it was quite "unexpected."

The angry protest and valiant struggle of the
American people have dealt a head-on blow to the
Nixon government in widening the rvar of aggression
in Indo-China, and have opened up a new battlefield
agai:rst U.S. imperialism in its owrr den. This struggle
has thrown the Nixon government in a state of hopeless
chaos. A British newspaper said: Nixon "is losing an
important batil,.. at home."

Bonkruntcy of Nixon's Politicol Froud; U.S.
Foscist Feotures Fully Exposed

The terrified Nixon government flagrantly sent
reactionary troops and police to suppress the demon-
strators in a savage fascist manner. In barely two
ureeks, 12 white and black students and other people
were gunned down to death, something that has seldom
happened in American history. To repress a demon-
stration by Kent State University students on May 4,

the Nixon government even called out the 107th armor-
ed cavalry regiment, the 145th infantry regiment and
large contingents of National Guardsmen, their
fingers on the trigger. A4 eye-witness account
said: In the streets of Kent there weie so "many
troops and tanks that it could have been the
battlefields of Viet Nam." The campus was turned into
a virtual battlefield acrid with smoke. The reaction-
ary troops and police opened fire in formation with the
first row dropping to one knee and the second on their
feet, all pointing their rifles at the students "like a

firing squad." In addition, students were arrestgd "by
truck-loads." These atrocities by the reactionary U.S.
authorities have fully exposed the fascist features of
the Nixon government and have deelared the total
bankruptcy of the political fraud carried out by Nixon
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since he came to power. It has shown that ln order to
pursue its policy of aggression and expansion abroad,
U.S. imperialisrn lnqsf inevitably intensify its fascist
suppression of the people at home.

U.S. imperialism's monstrous crime of slaughtering
American students and masses with rifles and bayonets
has aroused the utmost indignation of the American
people. They have used revolutionary violence to op-
pose counter-revolutionary violence and fought back
heroically and tenaciously in self-defence. After the
news of the brutal killing of the four Kent State Uni-
versity students by the Nixon government became
known, Ameriean students issued the gallant militant
call: "Four more dead and many more to go!" Upon
learning the news, 1,500 students in San Francisco
angrily shouted "Oust Nixon" and broke into the city
hall. Several thousand students ai Northwestern
University in Illinois surrounded the administration
building and hoisted a red flag on the,roof. They also
set fire to the Traffic Institute of the university. About
2,000 students of the Unlversity of Wisconsin fought
the reactionary troops and police rvith cobblestones for
four nights on end and burnt two campus Suildings.
At dozens of universities inclu<iing the Uiriversity of
Kentucky, the iUniversity of Utah, the University of
Idaho, Case Westerln Re.serve University and the
Uni.versity of Nevada, students burnt down the R.O.T.C.
buildings with home-made lncendiary bornbs. In
Washington, the demonetrators stormed into the na-
tional headquarters of the "peace corps" near the
White House, which serves the U.S. imperialist poiicy
of aggression. They occupied the Asian regional office
of the "peace corps" and'took over ihe Cambodian desk,
They hung a large national flag of the Democratic Re-
publia of Viet Nam from a window. The heroism
manifesfed by the American youth in the faee of coun-
ter-revolutionary violence marks the new awakening
of the American people and augurs that their revolu-
tionary struggle will develop more vigorously and
deeply.

Nixon Government Besieged Ring
Upon Ring by People

The student movement is part of the entire people,s
movement in the United States and its upsurge is pro-
moting the latter. As the variotis seetions of the Ameri-
can people were vigorously protesting against the Nixon
government's aggression ln Cambodia, the Afro-Ameri-
cans, who are suffering harshly from ruthless oppres-
sion and exploitation, launched a new struggle against
violent repression. T'his struggle became all the more
furious after tho killing by the Nixon government on
May 11 of six Afro-Amerlcans ln Augusta, in the State
of Georgia who took part ln the struggle against violent
repression, and the killing of two Afro-American
students oI Jackson State College on May 1b. Black
people in Augusta took up arms and fought "a night of
guerrilla warfare" with the reactionary army and police
suppressors and left them in a state of fear, They set
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fire to 50 buildtngs causilag the entlre downtown area
to beeome dense with smoke. Afro-Americans in
Jaekson held a huge demonstration ln protest against the
killing ol black students. The revolutionary mass move-
ment against the U.S. imperialist aggression against
Cambodia is merging s"ith the Afro-American struggle
against violent repression, dealing harder blows to U.S.
ruling clrcles.

More and more American pecple of all strata are
joining the ranks of the proteSt struggle. Some univer-
sity presidents, women's organizations, lauryers, urban
communities, artists, religious cirdes and even govern-
ment employees have issued statements against the
Nixon government's aggression in Cambodia. In New
York, 60,000 people signed a protest. Thirty university
presidents sent a Joint protest letter to Nixon. Y/omen's
organizations in Washington, Indianapolis and other
eitles held protest meetings. Even 250 officials and ern-
ployees of the State Department wrote an open letter
protesting against the Nixon government's aggression in
Cambodia. In Washington, 700 government employees
calLed a meeting fur front of the Congress on lvtay 15 to
demand that the Nixon goverament immediately end
its war of aggressicn in Indc-China, a rare €vent in
American history.

Battered by the angry waves ol the people's strong
protest, U.S. ruling eircles are torrr by internal strife
and endless quarrels. The Nixon government has
landed itself in an awhrvard tight spot, rqith the masses
rising in rebellion and its f+llowers deserting it. Vr'hen
he eame to power at the heginning'of last year, Nixon
had cried out in dismay that ahead of U.S. imperialism
was a "valley of turmoil"; today it is siirking deeper
and deeper in this "valley of turmoil." Describing the
current situation in the United States and Nixon's plight,
the Amertcan bourgeois press pointed out recently that
"America was a nation in anguish. Her capital
shaken, her government confused, her president per-
plexed," that Nixon rrhss losf a great deal of sleep,"
that "increasingly, Nixoff 54s isolated himself," and
that he is "facing the most serious cr{sis since taking
office."

The great leader Chairman Mao has taught us: "It
will be proved that the U"S. reactionaries, like all the
reactionaries in history, do not havo much strength.
In ths United States there are others who aro really
strong - the American people." The new upsurge of the
American people's revolutionary mass movement has
eloquently borne out the brilliant thesis made by C-hair-
man Mao 24 years ago.
