I t has become the 
common desire i n As ian table tennis 
circles to f o r m a new -organization 
t r u l y representative of table tennis i n 
Asia . 

"The three sides unan imous ly po in t 
out t ha t the so-called ex t rao rd ina ry 
general mee t ing of the 'As ian Table 
Tennis Federa t ion ' recently he ld i n 
Bangkok was called b y the t i n y 
number of persons for the sole p u r ­
pose of con t inu ing to obstruct the 
hea l thy development of table tennis 
i n Asia . The number a t tending was 
so smal l they dared no t even make 
publ ic the l i s t of par t ic ipants . A t the 
meet ing they procla imed tha t they 
w o u l d comply w i t h the cons t i tu t ion 
of the In t e rna t iona l Table Tennis 
Federat ion. This is an out-and-out 
deception.

N a m , i n Cambodia and i n Laos. As far as Cambodia 
i n pa r t i cu la r is concerned, China w i l l r e m a i n a lways 
and completely u n i t e d w i t h the N.U.F.C. and the 
R.G.N.U.C. i n t he i r jus t re jec t ion o f a l l compromise w i t h 
the cl ique of P h n o m Penh t ra i to r s (mercenaries and 
puppets of U.S. i m p e r i a l i s m ) ; re jec t ion of the so-called 
"po l i t i c a l so lu t ion" p u t f o r w a r d b y cer ta in powers w i t h 
the a i m of obs t ruc t ing the N.U.F.C. and the R.G.N.U.C. 
f r o m a complete m i l i t a r y v i c t o r y i n Cambodia w h i c h 
w i l l - n o t f a i l t o mater ia l ize i n the m e d i u m or long r u n ; 
refusal to negotiate w i t h a so-called " K h m e r t h i r d 
force," w h i c h is the creation of cer ta in fore ign powers 
host i le to the r e v o l u t i o n of the K h m e r people and-to the 
establishment o f the K h m e r people's power i n P h n o m 
Penh; , and f i n a l l y , re jec t ion of a new "1954 Geneva" 
type conference, whose preconceived results w o u l d t u r n 
Cambodia i n t o a l a n d d iv ided in to t w o "states" and 
where U.S. i m p e r i a l i s m could perpetuate i ts neo­
colonia l ism .on a pa r t of our na t iona l t e r r i t o r y . 

Con t r a ry to the P.R.C. and 27 other countries, w h i c h 
have j u s t l y g iven the i r de j u r e recogni t ion to the 
R . G . N . U . C , cer ta in powers c l a iming to " love peace, 
f reedom and jus t ice" are increasing the i r h o s t i l i t y to 
and host i le acts on the in t e rna t iona l plane against the 
N.U.F .C. and R.G.N.U.C. as the People's A r m e d Forces 
of Na t i ona l L i b e r a t i o n of Cambodia and the people's 
power established b y the N .U .F .C . and the R . G . N . U . C 
inside Cambodia develop and consolidate the i r pos i t ion 
on our na t iona l t e r r i t o r y , of w h i c h eight- tenths are 
today complete ly l ibera ted . 

These powers, w h i c h are accomplices of U.S. i m ­
per ia l i sm, are us ing the least honourable po l i t i c a l , 
d ip lomat ic and other means, on the one hand, to dis-

> credi t i n a thousand ways the N . U . F . C , the R . G . N . U . C 
and the P . A . F . N . L . C and, on the other hand, to weave 
crowns of " l a u r e l , " tha t is, (undeserved) praises,,.to 

p u t on the head of the i l l ega l , an t i -cons t i tu t iona l , 
ant i -popular , an t i -na t iona l , p ro- imper ia l i s t , fascist and 
a rch -c r imina l regime of L o n N o l i n P h n o m Penh, deceit­
f u l l y presenting th i s regime as be ing a symbo l of 
" p a t r i o t i s m " i n face of a " fo re ign communis t invas ion" 
and a "model of legal i ty , l eg i t imacy, democracy, na t iona l 
u n i t y and non-cor rup t ion . " 

B u t on the v e r y occasion of the second anniversary 
of t he i r coup d'etat on M a r c h 18, 1970, the P h n o m Penh 
t ra i to r s present to the w o r l d a p ic ture t o t a l l y d i f ferent 
f r o m tha t pa in ted b y the above-mentioned powers, 
d i f fe ren t as black is f r o m w h i t e . 

The best "pa in ter" of the r ea l s i tua t ion of the i l l ega l 
" republ ic" i n P h n o m Penh is w i t h o u t doubt M r . S i m 
Var , one o f the chief authors of the putsch of M a r c h 
18, 1970 and an acknowledged agent of Japanese i m ­
per ia l i sm and m i l i t a r i s m . Here are a f e w extracts f r o m 
his articles publ i shed recent ly i n his j o u r n a l w h i c h is 
called, i ron ica l ly , the Independent Khmer: 

"We should admi t t ha t at present ( in our republ ic) 
anarchy reigns i n a l l f ields. . . d ivers ion of pub l i c funds 
is openly practised, whe ther i n the c i v i l government or 
i n the a rmed forces. Cont raband and co r rup t ion are 
indu lged i n . . . anarchy is developing more and m o r e . . .

Based 
on a l l this , w i l l t he (Lon Nol ) government dare. . . 
cont inue ' to ha rbour the e v i l forces o f gambl ing , cor rup­
t i o n , economic sabotage?" (extract f r o m a U P P cable, 
Februa ry 15, 1972). .. , 

"We are h v i n g I n i l l e g a l i t y " (extract f r o m a U P I 
cable, M a r c h 15, 1972). 

"The present regime has lost a l l r epu ta t i on t h r o u g h • 
the dissolut ion of the assembly (par l iament) . . . . N o t 
on ly the students b u t also I myse l f w i l l deny i t a l l con­
f idence" (extract f r o m an A F P cable, M a r c h 15, 1972). 

O n M a r c h 9, 1972 Reuters gave the f o l l o w i n g i n ­
f o r m a t i o n on the r evo l t of students of w h i c h S i m V a r 
spoke: "Discontent among P h n o m Penh's students f l a red 
again th is m o r n i n g . . . . Speakers accused the (Lon Nol ) 
government of l e t t i n g business considerations enter 
pub l ic l i f e and d i v i d i n g power between a smal l r u l i n g 
clique. Posters outside the h a l l demanded 'don ' t carve 
up power l i k e a cake' and 'we w a n t freedom of 
speech. . . " 

A n d the No. 1 j o u r n a l of P h n o m Penh, called Nokor 
Thorn — the Great City—, j u d g i n g i ts " repub l i c" f r o m 
the po in t of v i e w of i t s decei t ful slogan "just ice-hap­
p iness-equal i ty- f ra te rn i ty ," said: " O n l y the combatants 
and the poor die i n th is w a r . The wea l thy , t he h i g h 
personages are l o o k i n g on w i t h fo lded arms or. i n d i f ­
f e ren t ly at the des t ruct ion of the country."; 
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A n d i t is such a fascist, a r ch -c r imina l and a rch-
cor rup t " republ ic , " described as i l l ega l b y S i m Var , one 
of i t s founders himself , t ha t cer ta in powers c la iming 
to " love just ice, f reedom and democracy" s t i l l dare to 
consider as be ing the " K h m e r state," a l though i t is t o ­
day rejected b y the m a j o r i t y of i t s o w n supporters of 
M a r c h 18, 1970! 

H o w can the L o n N o l c l ique s t i l l embody the state 
of Cambodia w h e n : 

— F i r s t l y , after t w o years of "absolute power" i t 
has p roved incapable, of coming out of P h n o m Penh 
to organize the least semblance of "publ ic expression 
of op in ion" after the fashion of the election farces r e ­
cent ly p u t up b y the other t w o puppet regimes of the 
U.S.A., t ha t is to say, those of Saigon and Vien t iane . 

—• Secondly, i t is no t even capable of "ge t t ing out" 
of i t s o w n "const i tuent assembly" a " republ ican const i­
t u t i o n " a n d has to has t i ly dissolve th i s "assembly" on 
the charge of too m u c h independence w i t h regard to 
the supreme dic ta tor L o n N o l . 

— T h i r d l y , of the fou r "great" putschists of M a r c h 
18, 1970, three have been po l i t i c a l l y "beheaded," tha t 
is, "head of state" Cheng Heng, "president of pa r l i a ­
men t " I n Tarn, and " p r i m e min i s t e r ' delegate" S i r i k 
M a t a k . 

—• F o u r t h l y , the " K h m e r state" created b y U.S. i m ­
per ia l i sm has today ne i the r a cons t i tu t ion nor a head 
of state, L o n N o l h a v i n g conferred upon h imse l f the 
t i t l e of "president of the r epub l i c " at a t i m e w h e n there 
is no poss ib i l i ty to consult the people nor h o l d a "plebis­
ci te," no ma t t e r h o w t r u m p e d up, and no par l i ament 
or even a government . 

A characteristic fact is t ha t on ly the puppet Chiang 
Kai -shek dared r id i cu lous ly to extend congratulat ions to 
L o n N o l on the occasion of his self-appointment as 
"president of the r epub l i c " ! 

•—• F i f t h l y , even the patrons of L o n N o l i n Saigon 
admi t tha t "80 per cent of the t e r r i t o r y of Cambodia 
is under the cont ro l of the enemy," tha t is to say, the 
N . U . F . C , the R.G.N.U.C. and the P .A .F .N .L .C . I n fact, 
an A P dispatch f r o m . Saigon dated December 10, 1971 
signed b y R icha rd Blystone reads as fo l lows : " H i g h l y 
placed of f ic ia l sources i n Saigon estimated tha t enemy 
forces n o w cont ro l as m u c h as 80 per cent of Cambodia ."

H o w the. " P l a n " W a s Put Together 

Accord ing to A m m a n reports , Hussein announced 
the p lan at a special meet ing i n his palace. Under i t , the 
" region .of Palestine," w h i c h consists o f the west bank 
of the Jordan Rive r and some other Palestine te r r i to r ies 
now under I s rae l i occupation, w i l l f o r m w i t h the reg ion 
of Jordan, w h i c h comprises the east bank area, in to a 
"un i t ed A r a b k i n g d o m " w i t h Jordan's A m m a n as the 
capital . Hussein w i l l t ake p o l i t i c a l and m i l i t a r y au­
t h o r i t y i n t o his o w n hands as the k i n g of the " u n i t e d 
k i n g d o m " and supreme commander of the un i f i ed armed 
forces. 

Hussein's p l an was w o r k e d out after the t w o 
large-scale b loody suppressions of the Palest inian guer­
r i l l as i n Jordan i n September 1970 and i n J u l y 1971. I t 
was f i n a l l y b r o u g h t f o r t h i n the wake of Israel's recent 
incurs ion i n t o Lebanon to at tack the Pales t in ian guer­
r i l l as . Reports revealed t h a t w h i l e the p l an was be ing 
hatched, Hussein had secretly conspired w i t h Israel . The 
Egyp t i an press repor ted on M a r c h 15 tha t Jo rdan and 
Israe l had reached a secret "peace accord" before the 
p lan was made pub l i c and tha t the Jordanian k i n g a n d 
a number of his special envoys had had contacts w i t h 
I s rae l i officials on th is . 

Big Consp i racy 

The "Hussein p l a n " was s t rong ly condemned b y 
the Palest inian guerr i l las and A r a b pub l i c op in ion as 
soon as i t was announced. A r a b op in ion po in ted ou t 

t ha t the p l an is a b i g conspiracy a imed at sabotaging 
the jus t cause of the A r a b countries and the Palest inian 
people fo r u n i t y against aggression and at l i q u i d a t i n g 
the Palest inian resistance movement . 

The Execut ive Commit tee of the Palestine L i b e r a ­
t i o n Organiza t ion said i n a statement on M a r c h 16: 
"The proposed k i n g d o m is A r a b i n name and Is rae l i I n 
fac t . " I t said: "The Palest inian r e v o l u t i o n is commi t t ed 
to resist Hussein's p ro jec t . " 

A spokesman of the Palestine N a t i o n a l L i b e r a t i o n 
Movemen t (Fateh) po in ted out on M a r c h 15 t h a t 
Hussein's p l a n is a imed at " l i q u i d a t i n g the Pales t in ian 
cause." He stressed t h a t Hussein has no a u t h o r i t y to 
determine the dest iny of the Palest inian people. I n a 
statement the same day, the Popular F r o n t fo r the 
L i b e r a t i o n of Palestine denounced the p l a n as be ing 
w o r k e d out i n a "secret conspiracy w i t h Wash ing ton 
and T e l A v i v . " The statement called on the Pales t in ian 
resistance movement and the pataiotie and progressive 
A r a b forces to f i r m l y h i t back at th is imper i a l i s t -
Zion is t conspiracy. A spokesman of the Democrat ic 
Popular F r o n t fo r the L i b e r a t i o n of Palestine said tha t 
the f ro n t w i l l use " r evo lu t i ona ry violence and every 
means to destroy tha t conspiracy." 

I n the i r statements issued i n Cairo on M a r c h 16, 
s ix Palest inian organizations of workers , lawyers , 
teachers, students, y o u t h and w o m e n s t rongly con­
demned the Hussein p l an . They made i t clear t h a t the 
Palest inian masses w i l l react s t rongly to Hussein's 
conspiracy. ' 

Some A r a b governments also have shown s t rong 
opposi t ion to Hussein's p l an .

Housewives Get Out of the House 

"Un i t e and take pa r t i n p roduc t ion 
and po l i t i ca l a c t i v i t y to i m p r o v e the 
economic and po l i t i ca l status of 
w o m e n . " Th is teaching of Cha i rman 
Mao's has insp i red housewives to 
w a l k out of the i r houses and do t h e i r 
b i t i n socialist construct ion. 

Mo r e t h a n 10 years ago over 900 
of the housewives n o w l i v i n g i n th i s 
worker s ' new vi l lage j o ined i n the 
v o l u n t a r y l abour to expand i t . Then 
they set u p teams to process products 
for the nearby factories and service 
centres to serve the workers , peas­
ants and soldiers i n the v i c i n i t y . W i t h 
the expansion of wel fa re services 
such as nurseries, kindergartens, 
canteens, more housewives jo ined i n 
socialist construct ion.

Last year, the 
eldest boy began to w o r k i n 
a f ac to ry and soon af ter­
wards became a member 
of the Communis t Y o u t h 
League. A boa rd ing s t u ­
dent, the second is s tudy ing 
i n the m i d d l e school a t tach­
ed to Chiao tung U n i v e r s i t y 
after f i n i s h i n g pr imary , 
school ear ly th i s year. I n 
p r i m a r y school the y o u n g ­
est has become a member 
of t he L i t t l e Red Soldiers (a 
mass organizat ion of y o u n g 
chi ldren) . 

There was an accident i n the ne igh­
bourhood i n the summer of 1970. 
W h i l e the f ive -year -o ld daughter of 
L i Shang-wen, a w o r k e r i n the Shang­
h a i No . 1 Steel P lant , was p l ay ing , an 
8-year-old boy inadve r t en t ly h i t her 
w i t h a stone, i n j u r i n g her r i g h t eye. 
The g i r l was rushed to a hospi ta l i m ­
media te ly . 

The boy was the son of veteran 
w o r k e r Hsu . W h e n the parents heard 
w h a t t h e i r son h a d done, t hey were 
v e r y w o r r i e d and h u r r i e d out to see 
the g i r l . 

W h e n the g i r l ' s mothe r l ea rn t 
t ha t he r daughter was h u r t , she f e l t 
v e r y sad. A f t e r L i Shang-wen got 
home and lea rn t h o w the accident 
t ook place he remained calm. He 
t h o u g h t : The boy i n j u r e d our 
daughter b y accident; w e ' l l never le t 
th i s affect class feelings between 
neighbours. T h e n he soothed h is 
w i f e . I t was at th i s momen t tha t 
the Hsus a r r i v e d to offer t h e i r apo­
logy. The w i f e and husband w a r m l y 
received the v i s i to rs and said: "We 

. are a l l w o r k e r s and th i s ma t t e r 
should no t affect our u n i t y . " The 
Hsus were v e r y m u c h moved . A f t e r 
careful t r ea tment b y the doctors, the 
g i r l ' s eye soon healed. F o r m e r l y 
strangers, the t w o famil ies have since 
then become good fr iends. 

A New Generation Growing Up 

B o t h parents i n most of the f a m i ­
l ies are w o r k i n g . To help the schools 
and famil ies educate the chi ldren , 
ne ighbourhood cadres, r e t i r e d w o r k ­
ers and school teachers f o r me d 
"three- in-one" educational teams 
w h i c h g ive youngsters after-school 
education. The ch i ld ren are organ­
ized in to over 800 after-school self-
s tudy groups fo r c a r r y i n g out useful 
act ivi t ies such as r e v i e w i n g lessons, 
reading newspapers, s inging r e v o l u ­
t i o n a r y songs, and l ea rn ing to per­
f o r m mode l r evo lu t iona ry thea t r i ca l 
i tems. 

Insp i red b y Mao Tsetung Thought , 
the L i t t l e Red Soldiers i n th i s res i ­
den t ia l area enthusiast ical ly serve the 
people and take an active pa r t i n 
collective labour . Whatever useful 
th ings they p i ck up on the way , they 
r e t u r n to the owners. There are 
m a n y m o v i n g stories about this . 

O n his w a y home the day before 
the Sp r ing Fes t iva l last year, p r i m a r y 
school p u p i l T u Pen- l ing saw one end 
of a b lack leather s t r ip s t i ck ing out 
of a p i le of ear th. P i c k i n g i t up, he 
found i t to be a Shanghai b r a n d 
wa tch . He immed ia t e ly gave i t to 
a nearby police s tat ion. The owner 
was m u c h moved on rega in ing his 
lost w a t c h and w r o t e a le t te r of 

thanks to T u Pen- l ing care of the 
people's police. O n rece iv ing the 
let ter , the boy said: " I jus t d i d w h a t 
I should do." 

The educated y o u t h , w h o are 
s l igh t ly older t ha n the L i t t l e Red 
Soldiers, are also g r o w i n g up s t u r d i l y 
under the guidance of Mao Tsetung 
Thought . L u H a i - m i n g is an example. 
H i s father, an o ld w o r k e r w h o suf­
fered grea t ly i n the o ld society^ 
a lways t o l d h i m about the f ami ly ' s 
miserable l i f e i n the past, and th is 
helped h i m raise his po l i t i ca l con­
sciousness. E a r l y i n Feb rua ry 1970, 
he volunteered to settle i n the coun­
t rys ide i n response to Cha i rman 
Mao's call , "It is h i g h l y necessary fo r 
young people with education to go to 
the countryside to be re-educated by 
the poor and l ow e r - mi dd l e peasants."

Thanks to t he i r efforts, the p e r - m u 
y i e l d of w i n t e r whea t — the local i ty 's 
major g r a i n c rop—-topped 800 .jin, 
ten t imes w h a t i t was before l i be ra ­
t i o n , i n three years between 1967 and 
1971. I n another year d u r i n g the 
same per iod, the per- rou y i e l d reached 
770 jin despite an unusual ly long d r y 
spell . 

K n o w l e d g e Comes From Pract ice 

Fleeing a famine, L i Ch ih -ch i le f t 
Honan Province and settled i n K a n s u 
before l i be ra t ion .

W h e n wheat seeds were sowed i n a l ­
kal i -sa l ine soil , m a n y became r o t t o n . 
I n some places, the red clay layer 
under the topsoi l prevented i r r i ga t ed 
wate r f r o m ge t t ing t h r o u g h . I n other 
places, i r r i ga t ed wate r seeped out o f 
the sandy layer under the topsoi l . 
These three k inds of soi l seriously 
affected g r a i n yields. 

Organiz ing a scientific exper iment 
group, L i Ch ih -ch i and several expe­
rienced o ld peasants g radua l ly w o r k ­
ed out t h r o u g h experiments measures 

L i Ch ih -ch i pondered th is mat te r 

again and again. He got clues f r o m 

the group's experience i n t r i a l p l an t ­

i n g sesame a f e w years earl ier . The 

local peasants used to broadcast the 

sesame seeds and appl ied no manure 

at a l l . He t r i e d sowing the seeds i n 

1964 b u t the seedlings fa i led to come 

up. H e t hen t r i e d out t w o methods 

— deep sowing and shal low sowing . ^ 

The f i r s t me thod fa i led w h i l e the sec­

ond ensured seedlings. This helped 

h i m unders tand tha t sesame could be

Breeding and Popularizing Fine Sorghum and Maize Strains 
' Working together with the poor and lower-middle 

peasants, China's agricultural scientific and technical 
personnel have been active in scientific experiments 
and breeding hybrid crop strains. Notable results 
have been achieved in breeding and popularizing hy­
brid sorghum and maize in the last few years. These 
have contributed to changing low yields in north 
China and raising yields on hills, slopes and dry land 
in the south. 

The breeding of a variety of hybrid sorghum be­
gan in China in 1958. First planted on a trial basis 
in 1962, it has yielded much more than ordinary 
strains. Since the start of the Great Proletarian Cul­
tural Revolution, the poor and lower-middle peasants, 
cadres and scientific and technical personnel have 
experimented with, multiplied and improved good 
strains and simultaneously popularized them. Scien­
tific research units in different places have bred more 
than 40 new outstanding strains in a few years. A l l -
round development has also taken place in breeding 
hybrid maize. A number of newly-bred strains of such 
maize have been planted in Heilungkiang, Kirin and 
Sinkiang. 

As a result of the popularization and planting of 
hybrid sorghum over large areas, the per-mu yield of 
sorghum which had been considered a low-yielding 
crop has jumped from 200 or 300 jin to 600 or 700 jin. 
In some cases i t went up to 1,500 jin and even ex­
ceeded 2,000 jin. For instance, the per-mu yield on 
890,000 mu of hybrid sorghum in the Hsinhsien area, 
Shansi Province, averaged more than 500 jin. Ten 
thousand mu of such sorghum in Hsiyang County 
averaged 892 jin per mu. One brigade in Tinghsiang 
County planted hybrid sorghum on 101 mu and got an 
average of 2,025 jin per mu. Apart from giving high 

and stable yields, this sorghum is resistant to drought, 
waterlogging arid saline and alkali elements, and 
adaptable to poor soil and many other conditions. A 
fairly high yield is maintained even i f there is drought 
or waterlogging. A brigade in Chucheng County in 
Shantung Province sowed hybrid sorghum on 650 mu 
last summer. Despite four floods during the growing 
period, the per-mu yield still reached 390 jin. 

Hybrid maize generally produces 25-30 per cent 
higher than ordinary strains, and with good manage­
ment i t can even double the latter's yields. In the Tung-
fanghung Brigade in Chihfeng County, Liaoning Prov­
ince, the 38 mu sown to a hybrid maize strain aver­
aged 1,450 jin per mu. The 60 mu of such maize in 
the Tungchai Brigade, Chinhsien County, Shansi Prov­
ince, yielded more than 1,670 jin per mu. 

Many places have changed their cultivation sys­
tem in popularizing hybrid sorghum and maize. A 
number of places in the north sowed maize and sor­
ghum in summer, instead of in spring, or intercropped 
them. This changed the one-crop farming system into 
a two-crop one. The method of planting one crop of 
spring, wheat before sowing hybrid sorghum or maize 
not only increased the per-mu yield by large margins/ 
but produced both coarse and fine grain crops. In the 
Hsuliang People's Commune in Poai County, Honan 
Province, the poor and lower-middle peasants adopted 
the method of nursing maize seedlings and transplant­
ing them to the fields, which raised the per-mu yield 
of summer-sown hybrid maize to 1,216 jin. 

Hybrid sorghum and maize give high and stable 
yields and most stems and leaves are fresh and green 
when their grain ripens. This provides good substance 
for fresh, preserved or saccharified green fodder. 

sowed b u t seedlings came out o n l y 
w h e n the seeds h a d been sowed at 
the proper depth . A f t e r grasping 
this l aw , they sowed sesame i n the 
fields and thus boosted yields f r o m 
100 jin t o 350 jin per mu. 

Recal l ing h o w the sesame had been 
sowed, L i Ch i h - ch i was encouraged 
to t r y out the A h p o whea t again. 
Since this s t ra in could y i e l d 800 jin 
a m u , he thought , i t mus t have a 
h i g h - y i e l d i n g na ture . L o w e r e d yields 
over large areas mus t be affected b y 

. ex te rna l condit ions. I n other words , 
the laws of p l a n t i n g th is s t r a in had 

«s^" not ye t been f u l l y 'mastered. B y 
continuous exper iment and careful 

observation and comparison, he f i ­
n a l l y concluded tha t ' th is strain's 
s t rong points were resistance to l o d g ­
i n g , w i n d and rust . However , he 
also found out its weaknesses •—• the 
seedlings had l i t t l e a b i l i t y to get 
t h r o u g h the topsoi l and were u n ­
adaptable to deep sowing . W i t h 
these features i n m i n d , they p lan ted 
90 mu of A h p o whea t i n 1968 and 
harvested 800 per mu. 

Masses ' W i s d o m 

E v e r y scientif ic exper iment car­
r i e d out b y L i Chih-chi's" g roup is i n ­
tegrated w i t h the efforts of the 
masses. 

The No. 4 team's wheat f i e ld had 
had qui te a large number of w i l d oats. 
Sometimes they were four or f i ve 
t imes tha t of the wheat on a m u . B y 
compet ing w i t h whea t fo r water , fe r ­
t i l i ze r and sunl ight , t hey seriously 
affected i ts g r o w t h . O n a dozen or 
so mu of the team's whea t fields i n 
a cer ta in year, the w i l d oats o u t n u m ­
bered whea t and p e r - m u y i e l d was 
mere ly 200 jin. 

L i Ch ih -ch i w e n t to the masses to 
make his invest igat ions. He found 
out t h a t w i l d oats general ly sprout 
and come out of the soi l ear ly every 
M a y and the i r seeds cannot sprout 
and g r o w i f they are b u r i e d f a i r l y 
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deep, or too shal low or do no t get 
adequate tempera ture and h u m i d i t y . 

Keep ing these characteristics of 
the w i l d oats i n m i n d , they concen­
t r a t ed t he i r efforts to w i p i n g t h e m 
out i n ear ly M a y and then sowed 
wheat . A f t e r the wheat emerged 
f r o m the soil , they hoed and weeded 
t h e m out i n t i m e and thus overcame 
the effects caused b y the w i l d oats. 

A commune member once t o l d L i 
Ch ih -ch i t ha t i n whea t fields h i t b y 
disease there were also whea t plants 
w i t h b i g ears. This r eminded h i m 
tha t wheat plants w h i c h g rew w e l l 
i n such fields should be able to resist 
the pa r t i cu la r disease. He selected 
some of the grains f r o m these plants 
and t r i e d t h e m out. The exper iment 
was successful, y i e l d i n g 1,080 jin per 
mu. Such wheat became a f ine 
s t ra in resistant to bo th viruses and 
insects. 

K n o w l e d g e is Never End ing 

A young w o m a n commune member 
discovered and label led a whea t 

p lan t w i t h a s t rong stalk and a b i g 
ear i n 1965. I n the summer harvest 
the exper iment g roup stored the 62 
grains of this p lan t and la ter c u l t i ­
vated a new s t ra in f r o m them. The 
s t ra in gave a h i g h and stable y i e l d 
of more t h a n 800 jin per mu and was 
named Y u m en No. 1. 

I n the f o l l o w i n g f ive years, th is 
f ine s t ra in was popular ized i n m a n y 
places. I t took root , b loomed and 
gave good results wherever used, 
y i e l d i n g over 1,000 jin per mu. 

This encouraging news f r o m other 
places raised a question i n L i C h i h -
chi's m i n d : W h y d i d the s t ra in give 
no more t han 800 jin per mu i n its 
na t ive place? Comrades f r o m the ex­
per iment group t o l d h i m : "We've 
had some success i n our experiments 
over the last f ew years, b u t do w e 
t h i n k our knowledge has come to 
the end?" These words gave h i m 
m u c h to t h i n k about. I n the past 
few years, he recalled, they had on ly 
t r i e d to prevent s t ra in degeneration, 
b u t had not made fu r the r progress 

and used n e w practice to break w i t h 
o ld knowledge . D i d n ' t th is ref lect 
self-complacency i n t he i r minds? 

L i Ch ih -ch i was de te rmined to 
make n e w experiments and f i n d 
way's to raise Y u m e n No. 1 whea t 
yie lds . 

To get th is s t r a in u p to 1,000 jin 
per mu, i t was necessary to increase 
the number of good ears. This called 
for appropr ia te increases i n wa te r 
and fe r t i l i ze r and more soi l i m p r o v e ­
ment . So they carr ied ea r th to r e ­
place sandy soi l i n the slack f a r m ­
i n g seasons and added adequate or­
ganic fe r t i l i ze r and i r r i g a t e d the 
fields r a t i o n a l l y after sowing . As a 
resul t of these measures, the p e r - m u 
y i e l d of the 30 mu sowed to Y u m e n 
No. 1 whea t averaged 1,025 jin. 

W h e n people congratula ted L i 
Ch ih -ch i and the g roup he l ed on 
the i r success, they sa id : "We've on ly 
t aken the f i r s t step i n the l ong m a r c h 
of k n o w i n g the t ruth."-

Albania Achieves National Electrification 

THE rea l iza t ion of e lect r i f icat ion 
i n A l b a n i a is a g rand epic of 

heroism, w h i c h demonstrates i n a 
concentrated w a y the fearless r e v o l u ­
t i o n a r y sp i r i t of the A l b a n i a n people 
and the great m i g h t o f the socialist 
system. 

A l b a n i a was one of the most 
b a c k w a r d countries i n Europe before 
i t was l ibera ted . O n l y a f ew cities i n 
the coun t ry i n 1938 had smal l diesel 
generators w i t h a t o t a l capacity of 
more t h a n 3,000 k i lowa t t s . P lundered 
and ravaged b y the I t a l i a n and Ger­
m a n fascists, the smal l power 
stations were out of commission i n 
1944, some i n ru ins . 

Br igh t Road 

I n 1947 w h e n the w a r wounds had 
not been • completely healed, the 
P a r t y of Labour of A l b a n i a — t h e n 
called the Communis t P a r t y of 

A l b a n i a — to speed u p the establish­
ment of socialist indus t ry , decided to 
construct Albania ' s f i r s t hydroelectr ic 
power s ta t ion — the L e n i n H y d r o ­
electric Power Stat ion. There were 
t remendous dif f icul t ies to overcome. 
O n l y about a dozen of a l l the s taff 
members of the construct ion depart­
ments were engineers and t echn i ­
cians. Needed machines and equ ip ­
ment were lack ing . B u t the P a r t y 
remained confident t ha t i t was i n ­
v inc ib le as l ong as i t re l ied on the 
people w h o were r a l l y i n g closely 
round i t . Coming f r o m m a n y parts 
of the country , the bui lders of the 
s tat ion l ea rn t the i r ski l ls w h i l e do ing 
the i r j ob . They got explosives b y 
searching h i l l s and fields f o r unex-
ploded shells and bombs l e f t b y the 
German and I t a l i a n hordes. I n the 
absence of pneumat ic d r i l l s , they used 
hammers and chisels to bore holes i n 

excavat ing a seven-ki lometre- long 
tunne l . The s ta t ion was thus com­
pleted i n 1951, the f i r s t year o f the 
F i r s t F ive-Year P lan . Th is was 
fo l lowed b y the complet ion - o f the 
M a r x Hydroe lec t r ic Power S ta t ion 
and some heat and power stations 
d u r i n g the F i r s t and Second F i v e -
Year Plans, f u r t he r increasing the 
power-genera t ing capacity. 

W h e n the A l b a n i a n people were 
advancing f r o m v i c t o r y to v i c t o r y and 
cons t ruc t ing the Engels Hydroe lec t r ic 
Power Sta t ion on the M a t i R ive r and 
the S ta l in Hydroe lec t r ic Power 
S ta t ion i n the Saranda Region i n 
southern A lban i a , the Soviet r e v i ­
sionist renegade cl ique i n 1960 tore 
up the agreements f o r supp ly ing pa r t 
of the equipment and w i t h d r e w -al l 
i t s experts i n an effor t t o b r i n g the 
A l b a n i a n people to t h e i r knees. The 
Cent ra l Commit tee of the P a r t y of 
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Labour and the A l b a n i a n G o v e r n ­
men t issued a ca l l t o the bu i lders 
and technical personnel to cont inue 
the projects b y self-reliance and 

. - never stop h a l f w a y . The ca l l w o n 
the enthusiastic response o f the peo­
ple th roughou t the count ry . Group 
after g roup of w o r k e r s and youths 
came t o the construct ion sites to take 
pa r t i n the ba t t le . A t the site of the 
S ta l in Hydroe lec t r i c Power Sta t ion, 
a t u n n e l under construct ion was 
f i l l e d w i t h gushing unde rg round 
wate r t en t imes because of the 
lack of pumps. I g n o r i n g the b i t i n g 
cold, worke r s j u m p e d in to the 
wa te r to repa i r equipment and move 
mater ia ls . Di f f i cu l t i e s were thus 
overcome one after another. A t a 
t i m e w h e n the Soviet revisionists 
were repeatedly asserting over the 
radio the i n a b i l i t y of the A l b a n i a n 
people to b u i l d the t w o projects they 
were completed i n 1963 and 1965 
respectively. Th i s was fo l l owed no t 
long after b y the commission of t he 
F i e r i Heat and Power Sta t ion whose 
genera t ing capacity was tw ice as 
m u c h as p lanned. G i v i n g the Soviet 
revisionists a resounding slap on the 
face, the heroic A l b a n i a n people w o n 
b y t h e i r o w n efforts the sp lendid 
v i c t o r y of the T h i r d F ive-Year P lan .

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Report From Chile 

A Visit to Chuquicamoto 

TH I S correspondent has v i s i t ed the 
wor ld ' s largest open copper 

mine , the Chuquicamata M i n e i n 
Chi le . I t was nat ional ized by the 
Chi lean Government last year. 

"The copper n o w belongs to 
Ch i l e ! " inscr ibed on a large banner 
at the top of one of the bu i ld ings is 
w h a t f i r s t caught m y eye w h e n I 
a r r i v e d at the m i n e area. Despite 
the heat of the Chi lean summer, 
miners i n the area were w o r k i n g 
indus t r ious ly . Ore-loaded lorr ies 
w e n t by cont inuously, and t he noise 
of the d igg ing machines could be 
heard everywhere . 

"The Copper Now Belongs 
To Chile" 

The miners t o l d m e tha t the U.S. 
bosses d i d the i r best to make "a sick 
g ian t" out of Chuquicamata before 
they lef t . A f t e r na t ional iza t ion the 
Chi lean copper miners w o r k e d h a r d 
to overcome. the d i f f icu l t ies the i m ­
perial is ts made fo r them. 

Shor t ly before na t ional iza t ion the 
U.S. copper company in tens i f ied i t s 
p lunder and also sabotaged the mine . 
I t fever ish ly w o r k e d the h i g h copper 
content seams. A t the same t i m e 
36.000 tons of r o c k ' w e r e p i l e d up i n 
the m ine gangways so tha t the w o r k -
face became na r rower and na r rower 
and n o r m a l w o r k was impossible. 
A l l th is waste h a d t o be moved out 
fo r n o r m a l p roduc t ion t o be restored. 

- I t was est imated t h a t i t w o u l d cost 
30 m i l l i o n U.S. dollars t o clear away 
the rocks. De te rmined to defend 
the i r national, resources, the Chi lean 
miners made up t h e i r m i n d s to over­
come the d i f f icu l t ies created b y the 
U.S. capitalists. They t i m e and again 
organized v o l u n t a r y labour t o move 
the rocks. V a l d i v i a , w h o has w o r k e d 
at Chuquicamata. f o r 28 . .years,-told 

me he took p a r t i n v o l u n t a r y labour 
s ix t imes. W h e n asked w h a t insp i red 
h i m to do this , he pat ted me on the 
shoulder and said: " M y f r iend , the 
copper n o w belongs to Chi le ." 

O n the plateau i n the Atacama 
desert 2,800 meters above sea-level i n 
no r the rn Chile, the Chuquicamata 
M i n e consists of m i n i n g , ore dressing, 
f i r e r e f i n ing , e lectrolyt ic r e f i n i n g and 
other departments. Over 9,000 w o r k ­
ers and staff members are employed 
at Chuquicamata w h i c h produces 
more t h a n 250,000 tons of copper a 
year. I t was fo rc ib ly occupied b y 
the U.S. Anaconda Copper Company 
i n 1923. The company car r ied ou t a 
pol icy of ruthless exp lo i t a t i on and 
p lunder . P ro f i t s f r o m Chi le com­
prised 80 per* cent of i t s t o t a l p rof i t s 
f r o m investments abroad, b u t actual 
inves tment i n Chi le was on ly 17 per 
cent of i ts t o t a l fo re ign investments . 
Th i s company and another U.S. 
company, the Kennecot t Copper C o m ­
pany, control led 90 per cent of 
Chile 's copper p roduc t ion and had a 
monopoly i n exports of copper f r o m 
Chile . I n the last 60 years, U.S. 
copper companies acquired a t o t a l of 
10,800 m i l l i o n U.S. dollars t h r o u g h 
p lunder of Chilean copper m i n e 
resources. Th i s was more t han the 
to t a l value of capi ta l accumulated b y 
Chi le d u r i n g the last 400 years. 

O n J u l y 11 last year, the Chi lean 
Government nat ional ized Chuquica­
mata and f o u r other b i g copper 
mines owned b y U.S. capital . This 

. act ion i n defence of Chile 's na t iona l 
interests is supported b y the copper 
miners as w e l l as other sections of 
the Chi lean people. The day the 
copper mines were t aken over is 
called "The D a y of Na t i ona l D i g n i t y / ' 

Not Forgetting the Past 

Chuquicamata i s , n o w nat ional ized, 
b u t the miners have no t fo rgo t ten 

h o w the U.S. copper company ex­
p lo i t ed and enslaved them. I n the 
past, the Chuquicamata m i n i n g area 
was called "a state w i t h i n a state" 
governed b y the U.S. capitalists. The 
res ident ia l area f o r m e r l y occupied b y 
the U.S. exploi ters was where they 
w a l l o w e d i n l u x u r y and dissipation. 
A special s t r ic t "gua rd" operated 
a round the area. Mine r s l i v i n g i n 
the v i c i n i t y were depr ived of per­
sonal freedom. Even to celebrate a 
w e d d i n g or arrange a funera l , w o r k ­
ers' famil ies h a d . to get the com­
pany's permission. 

The Chi lean people have fought a 
l ong u n r e m i t t i n g struggle against 
p lunder by U.S. monopoly capi ta l 
and fo r the recovery of the i r na t iona l 
resources. Ve te ran mine r Torres 
t o l d m e the heroic s tory of the 
s truggle of the Chuquicamata miners . 
One n i g h t i n 1948, there were large-
scale arrests of worke r s b y the U.S. 
capitalists w h o hoped t h a t th i s w o u l d 
p u t ou t the sparks of s t r ike. Over 
400 worke r s w e r e sent t o concentra­
t i o n camps and the i r famil ies c rue l ly 
d r i v e n ou t of the m i n i n g area. B u t 
t he Chi lean copper miners , said the 
o l d m i n e r emot ional ly , d i d no t sub­
m i t t o th i s b loody suppression, they 
instead car r ied on the s truggle m ore 
hero ica l ly t h a n before. I n 1966 
there was a na t i onwide s t r ike i n ­
v o l v i n g tens of thousands of copper 
miners . Las t ing oyer a m o n t h , i t 
dealt the U.S. . capital is ts a serious 
b l o w . 

Struggle Still Going On 

The copper mine r s i n Chuquica­
mata are deeply aware t h a t na­
t iona l i za t ion of copper i s a v i c t o r y 
r esu l t ing f r o m the Chi lean people's 
l ong struggle! B u t th i s struggle is 
no t y e t ended. A Chi lean f r i e n d 
said w h e n w e pa r t ed : " W e have h a d 
some achievements, b u t there are 
s t i l l d i f f icu l t ies . W e w i l l persist i n 
struggle."-

Expanding in Latin America 

Japanese monopo ly capi ta l is step­
p i n g up economic i n f i l t r a t i o n and 
expansion i n L a t i n Amer ica , seeking 
to seize the abundant n a t u r a l 
resources and vast marke ts there. 

B ig inves tment 

Descr ib ing th i s Japanese monopoly 
capi ta l t r end , the paper La Estrella 
de Panama sa id : L a t i n A m e r i c a n 
countries "have been t u r n e d i n t o p re ­
ferable targets of Japanese i n f i l t r a ­
t i o n . Bankers , m ine owners, t echn i ­
cians of g ian t electronic equipment 
factories and f i shery f i rms have 
m o v e d i n t o the i n d u s t r i a l and inves t ­
m e n t circles. A t the outset, t hey on ly 
made investments of a smal l amount , 
b u t n o w one m a y see t h a t under the 
s ignboard of ' i n t e rna t iona l co-opera­
t i on , ' t h ey are ca r ry ing out a g ian t 
p rogramme and some governments 
have openly cal led i t an offensive of 
impe r i a l i s t expansion." 

A c c o r d i n g t o o f f i c i a l Japanese 
statistics,, p r i va t e direct inves tment 
i n L a t i n A m e r i c a i n f iscal 1969 was 
more t h a n e igh t t imes t h a t o f fiscal 
1960. I n those t e n years, i t rose f r o m 
over 62 m i l l i o n to 513 m i l l i o n U.S. 
dollars. The 1969 f igure was about 
one- f i f th of Japan's t o t a l overseas 
inves tment and close to Br i t a in ' s or 
West Germany's investments i n L a t i n 
Amer ica . N e w Japanese p r iva te i n ­
vestment i n 1969 was over 100 m i l l i o n 
U*'S. dollars.

systems as w e l l as the I sh ik awa j ima 
H a r i m a heavy industr ies , t he Nissan 
and Toyota m o t o r companies -and 
H i t a c h i , L t d . , n o w have subsidiary 
companies or set-ups w i t h s taff m e m ­
bers t o t a l l i n g more t h a n 3,500 i n 
L a t i n Amer ica . The n u m b e r of such 
organizations is fou r t imes as m a n y 
as i n 1965. The N e w Y o r k Times 
News Service quoted an Ecuadorian 
as saying tha t " there are an a w f u l 
l o t of Japanese around. They are 
v e r y ac t ive ly l o o k i n g fo r business." 

From Single Trade to 
"Regional Development" 

These Japanese monopoly f i r m s 
are p roduc ing i n m a n y L a t i n A m e r i ­
can countries ships, mo to r cars, 
ro l l ed steel, machines, semi-conductor 
radios, watches, t ex t i l e fabrics, grease 
and m a n y other commodities, thus 
s t r i k i n g at local na t iona l enterprises. 
I n recent years, they have stretched 
t h e i r claws f r o m m a n u f a c t u r i n g i n ­
dustries to exp lo i ta t ion of o i l an d 
me ta l m i n i n g and other basic indus ­
tries and even t o agr icu l ture , f r o m 
single t rade t o so-called "regional 
development programmes" compris­
i n g m a n y economic sectors. Th i s 
marks a n e w stage i n the economic 
i n f i l t r a t i o n and expansion b y Japa­
nese monopoly capi ta l i n L a t i n A m e r ­
ica. For example, i n Colombia, f o u r 
Japanese o i l companies and the U.S. . 
G u l f O i l Co. have j o i n t l y explo i ted 
off-shore o i l . I n Braz i l , the biggest 
cot ton-producing coun t ry i n L a t i n 
Amer ica , the Japanese I to Chu 
Co. has begun p l a n t i n g cot ton on 
2,370,000 acres of "selected" l a n d i n 
Minas Gerais State. Accord ing t o an 
agreement reached between the com­
pany and the state authori t ies , a l l 
product's w i l l belong t q the company 
and w i l l be t ranspor ted to Japan and 

exported to other countries. Japa­
nese enterprises are m a k i n g vigorous 
efforts to set u p an a lumina fac tory 
i n Puer to Rico and go in to m i n i n g 
operations i n Argen t ina . 

B r a z i l is t he L a t i n A m e r i c a n coun­
t r y Japan is inves t ing i n most heavi ly . 
Japanese monopo ly capi ta l has i n f i l ­
t r a t ed m a n y i m p o r t a n t economic sec­
tors of the count ry . Japan's direct 
p r iva t e inves tment there i n 1969, i t 
was repor ted, to ta l led . 213.5 m i l l i o n 
U.S. dollars, and rose to 360.6 m i l l i o n 
i n 1970. Japan controls 33 per cent of 
the to ta l shares of the Minas Steel 
Company, one of Brazi l ' s three i m ­
por tan t steel f i rms , w h i c h is n o w 
one of Japan's th ree m a i n overseas 
investments . Japanese monopo ly capi­
t a l is r u n n i n g automobi le factories,' 
chemical fe r t i l i ze r plants and t ex ­
t i l e engineer ing factories i n B r a z i l , 
and has even incorpora ted one of 
Brazi l ' s m i n i n g companies. Three i m ­
por t an t B r a z i l i a n f i r m s i n the elec­
t r i c a l an d electronic equ ipment sector 
and a t ex t i l e fac tory have fa l l en in to 
Japanese hands. 

Plundering Strategic Materials 

W h i l e m a k i n g direct inves tment to 
exp lo i t the L a t i n A m e r i c a n people by 
us ing the cheap loca l r a w mater ia ls 
and l abou r power , Japan's monopo ly 
capitalists, t h r o u g h expanding t rade 
w i t h L a t i n A m e r i c a n countries, are 
sel l ing i n d u s t r i a l goods at h i g h prices 
a n d b u y i n g r a w mater ia ls , p a r t i c u ­
l a r l y strategic mater ia l s w h i c h they 
lack, at l o w prices.

Address ing 
the r a l l y , Masashi Ishibashi , Secre­
t a r y General of the Japanese Social­
is t Par ty , s t rongly denounced the 
Sato government for ca r ry ing out i n 
advance the f o u r t h "defence b u i l d - u p 
programme," sending "self-defence 
forces" to the Tach ikawa base, ship­
p i n g equipment to O k i n a w a for the 
"self-defence forces," and sending 

Cha i rman of the Jo in t Chiefs of Staf f 
Hayao Kinugasa to v i s i t south V i e t 
N a m . 

I n his speech, Mako to I ch ikawa , 
Cha i rman of the General Counci l of 
Trade Unions of Japan, opposed the 
Sato government ' s m i l i t a r i s t pol icy 
and demanded the immedia te re ­
sumpt ion of d ip lomat ic relat ions w i t h 
China.

Weather i n the desert changes qu ick ­
l y . The members sweated profusely 
w h e n t hey star ted on the i r journey , 
bu t a f e w hours later they began 

sh iver ing w i t h cold. A t d a w n they 
were caught i n a downpour . I n spite 
of the h o w l i n g w i n d and lashing r a i n , 
t hey doggedly wen t towards t he i r 
dest ination. W h e n the t roupe a r r i ved 
at t he brigade, the poor and lower -
m i d d l e herdsmen were moved to 
tears as they clutched the members ' 
hands, unable to f i n d words to ex­
press the i r g ra t i tude for the troupe's 
wholehear ted service to the poor and 
l o w e r - m i d d l e herdsmen.

Postaf Service in Frontier 
Regions 

Since l i be ra t ion , great progress has 
been made i n postal de l ivery i n the 
t w o regions. U r u m c h i is n o w l i n k e d 
w i t h other parts of the coun t ry b y 
air l ines and r a i l w a y . I n S ink iang 
itself, U r u m c h i is the h u b of a devel­
oping postal service b y air and motor 
routes l i n k i n g U r u m c h i w i t h A l t a i , 
I n i n g , Ho t i en , Kashgar, A k s u , Kuche 
and other places. Mos t of the peo­
ple's communes i n the f a r m i n g and 
pastoral areas n o w have postal serv­
ice centres w i t h , routes to the ma jo r ­
i t y of the p roduc t ion brigades. Last 
year, e ight mo to r postal routes t o t a l ­
l i n g 1,500 k i lomet res were b u i l t i n 
S ink iang . T o t a l postal routes i n the 
reg ion today is 11 t imes tha t of the 

ear ly pos t - l ibera t ion days, and moto r 
postal routes b u i l t w i t h the region's 
o w n investments have increased 25-
f o l d i n l eng th compared w i t h the 
ear ly pos t - l ibera t ion days. 

Postal de l ive ry was poor i n the I n -

cinal herbs and crude drugs made 
f r o m them. Outs tanding successes 
have been achieved i n t h e n o r t h i n 
t r ansp lan t ing medic ina l herbs w h i c h 
o r ig ina l ly g rew i n the south and 
p l a n t i n g i n south China herbs usual ly 
g r o w n i n the n o r t h as w e l l as c u l t i ­
va t i ng w i l d herbs. Compared w i t h 
1965, acreage sown to medic ina l 
herbs i n 1971 was 50. per cent higher, 
t o t a l value of state purchases of crude 
drugs last year increased 60 per cent 
and to t a l value of sales rose 64 per 
cent. 

W i t h p roduc t ion concentrated i n 
cer ta in areas i n the past, some of 
China's med ic ina l herbs could no t 
meet the needs of various provinces. 

The t rade depar tments . i n medicines, 
technical personnel o f hea l th w o r k 
i n various places and local people 
d i d the i r best to t r y to t ransplant 
herbs. N o w H o n a n Province's C h i ­
nese y a m , di huang (Radix Rehman-
niae), niu xi (Radix Achyranthis Bi-
dentatae) and chrysan themum are 
p lan ted i n more t h a n 20 provinces, 
munic ipa l i t i es and autonomous 
regions. 

.Some people bel ieved tha t ginseng, 
w h i c h l ikes to g r o w i n shady, cool 
and moist soil , cou ld on ly g r o w and 
be p lan ted i n northeast China. A f t e r 
m a n y years of experiments , i t n o w 
can be p lan ted i n some counties i n 
Shansi, Hope i and H u p e h Provinces 
and has been reaped. I n the past, i t 
was t hough t t ha t the valuable 
san qi (Radix Pseudoginseng) could 
be g r o w n on ly i n Y u n n a n and 
K w a n g s i . N o w m a n y provinces i n 
central-south, east and southwest 
China p lan t i t and some supply i t to 
the state. 

A p a r t f r o m produc ing medic ina l 
herbs domestical ly, China impor t s 
some crude drugs f r o m southeast 
As ian countries annua l ly . These are 
called "southern drugs." I n the last 
f ew years, various places i n China 
has begun to p lan t these herbs and 
there has been i n i t i a l success. For 
example, mu xiang (Saussurea lappa 
Clarke) is p lan ted over a large area i n 
cer ta in provinces i n southwest China. 

Med ic ina l herbs, 80 per cent of 
w h i c h g r o w w i l d , are subjected to 
the elements and ou tpu t is unstable. 
To ensure h i g h and stable yields, 
m a n y provinces have spared no ef­
f o r t i n cu l t i va t i ng w i l d medic ina l 
herbs. Tian ma (Rhizoma Gastrodiae), 
a valuable w i l d p l an t whose tubers 
are used as a d rug , is no t s tu rdy . 
They were found less and less. I t 
has n o w been successfully t r i a l -
p lan ted i n m a n y provinces. 

I n add i t ion , people i n various areas 
have discovered i n the last f ew years 
a number of n e w medic ina l herbs to 
enlarge China's varieties of crude 
drugs. 

T > O S T A L service i n the S ink iang 
•*• U i g h u r Au tonomous Region and 
the Inne r M o n g o l i a n Autonomous 
Region have progressed r a p i d l y i n 
recent years. M a i l routes i n the vast 
pastoral areas and countryside n o w 
extend everywhere . Herdsmen and 
peasants as w e l l as factories, gove rn ­
ment offices and schools can get 
newspapers, magazines, parcels and 
letters p r o m p t l y . 

Before l ibe ra t ion , postal service i n 
the t w o regions was v e r y backward . 
I n S inkiang , there was an average of 
on ly one b ranch post office i n three 
counties. There was no postal serv­
ice at a l l i n ha l f of the counties and 
i n the vast countryside and pastoral 
areas. Postal bags were del ivered b y 
mo to r vehicle on ly along some m a i n 
h ighways , other postal routes de­
pended on horses, camels and other 
d raught animals for del ivery . A 
le t ter f r o m U r u m c h i , capi ta l of the 
region, to A l t a i , some 450 k i lometres 
away, took nea r ly a m o n t h to reach 
i ts dest inat ion, and 40 to 50 days 
were needed for letters to reach 
U r u m c h i f r o m remote areas i n other 
par ts of the count ry . 

ner Mongo l i an Autonomous Region 
i n the days immed ia t e ly after l i be r a ­
t i o n . M a i l f r o m Paotow c i t y to T u n g -
sheng, the seat of government of the 
Ikhchao League 120 k i lometres away, 
was carr ied en t i re ly on men's 
shoulders. 

A postal service was set u p i n the 
pastoral areas i n I nne r Mongo l i a i n 
1953, thereby ending age-long back­
wardness. N o w postal de l ivery i n 
areas at and above the banner 
(county) l eve l is done b y t ra ins and 
t rucks , w h i l e m a i l f r o m the banners 
to communes and brigades are de­
l ive red mos t ly b y moto r vehicle. 
Over 70 per cent of the communes i n 
the f a r m i n g and pastoral areas have 
postal centres, and m a i l routes ex­
tend to 94 per cent of the "production 
brigades and 63 per cent ,of the p r o ­
duc t ion teams. Inne r Mongo l i a t o ­
day has more t h a n 77,600 ki lometres 
of postal routes and over 21,000 k i l o ­
metres of these are motor postal 
routes.
