T e n years ago, i n response to 
Cha i rman Mao's eaR, the y o u n g peo­
ple i n Pek ing rose i n rebe l l ion against 
L i u Shao-chi's bourgeois headquar­
ters. . D u r i n g the s truggle they 
founded the Red Guard organizat ion. 
Our grea t leader Cha i rman Mao 
wro te a le t ter g i v i n g t h e m w a r m 
support , po in ted out the o r i en ta t ion 
and l a i d d o w n the policies fo r the 
vic tor ious advance of the Red Guard 
movement .

the Chinese youth ' s s t ruggle against 
the bourgeoisie i n the Par ty . The 
broad masses of. Red Guards and 
r evo lu t iona ry young people have 
made inde l ib le -contributions i n the 
Great C u l t u r a l Revo lu t ion . Unde r 
the guidance o f . C h a i r m a n Mao's 
r evo lu t iona ry l ine , m i l l i o n s upon 
mi l l ions of educated y o u t h have 
settled i n the countryside, do ing the i r 
best to temper themselves in to 
rel iable successors to the p ro l e t a r i an 
r evo lu t iona ry cause.

China reaped another r i c h summer 
harvest th is year, w i t h b o t h t o t a l , 
ou tpu t and pe r -un i t y i e l d h i t t i n g an 
a l l - t ime h i g h . The- r u r a l cadres and 
commune members v i e d wi th , each 
other i n de l i ve r ing pub l ic g r a i n and 
selling, surpluses to the state. B y the 
end of Ju ly , the amount of g r a i n 
garnered had outs t r ipped the state. 
p l a n fo r collect ing t a x i n k i n d and 
purchas ing surplus g r a i n b y 10 per 
cent. 

A m o n g the summer g ra in -produc­
i n g areas, Shantung, Honan, Hopei , 
Kiangsu , A n h w e i , H u p e h and Sze-
chuan Provinces and the three m u ­
nicipalit ies, of Peking, T i en t s in and 
Shanghai a l l ove r fu l f i l l ed t h e state 
p lan , w i t h more g r a i n s tored i n t he 
graneries t h a n last year. Shan tung re­
por ted a b ig increase i n i t s summer 
g r a i n o u t p u t W i t h immense j o y the 
poor a n d . l o w e r - m i d d l e peasants en­
thus ias t ica l ly del ivered and sold g r a i n 
to the state, m a k i n g Shan tung one of 
the provinces w h i c h had garnered the 
greatest amount of g r a i n th is summer . 

Last year some areas i n H o n a n 
Province were h i t b y a serious f lood . 
W i t h the sol ic i tude and -support f r o m 
the P a r t y and state, they q u i c k l y r e ­
stored p roduc t ion and gathered i n a 
r i c h summer harvest th is year. As 

an expression of t he i r g ra t i tude f o r 
the P a r t y and state,' the commune-
members launched a mass campaign 
for de l ive r ing g r a i n to the state and 
f u l f i l l e d the task ahead of schedule. 

. A t present, the people's communes 
i n m a n y parts of . the coun t ry are 
s t i l l de l ive r ing and sel l ing g r a i n to 
the state. 

Normalization of Relations 
Between China and Central 
African Republic 

K u n g Ta-fe i , Representative of the 
G o v e r n m e n t . of the People's Re­
pub l i c of China -and Ambassador E x ­
t r a o r d i n a r y and P len ipo ten t ia ry o f 
China to the Republic of Zaire, and 

.Jean-Bedel Bokassa, Representative 
of the Gove rnmen t of the Cen t ra l 
A f r i c a n Republ ic and L i f e President 
and M a r s h a l of the Republic , signed 
a j o i n t communique on normal iza ­
t i o n of relat ions be tween the t w o 
countries on A u g u s t 20 i n Bangu i , 
eapital of the Cen t ra l A f r i c a n Re­
publ ic . 

The communique said: " I n con­
f o r m i t y w i t h the pr inciples of m u t u a l 
respect fo r sovereignty and t e r r i t o r i a l 
i n t e g r i t y , non-interference i n each 
other's i n t e r n a l affairs , equal i ty and 
m u t u a l benefi t and peaceful coexis­
tence, the Governmen t of the Peo­
ple's Republ ic of China and the Gov­
ernment of the Cent ra l A f r i c a n Re­
pub l ic have decided after f r i end ly 
consultations to realize, as f r o m 
A u g u s t 20, 1976, the normal iza t ion 
of the relat ions between the t w o 
countries, re-establish the d iplomat ic 
relat ions between the t w o countries 
and exchange d ip lomat ic represent­
atives at ambassadorial l eve l . " 

Strong- Earthquake in 
Northern Szechuan 

A s t rong ear thquake s t ruck the 
Sungpan-P ingwu area i n no r the rn 
Szechuan Province at 22:06 hours on 
Augus t 16. S t rong shocks were fe l t 
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i n Chengtu, the p r o v i n c i a l capi ta l , 
and the W u t u area i n ne ighbour ing 
Kansu Province. 

Accord ing to China's n e t w o r k 
of seismological observatories, the 
magni tude of the quake was 7.2, w i t h 
the epicentre at 32.7 degrees n o r t h 
l a t i tude and 104.1 degrees east l o n ­
gi tude. • 

Our great leader C h a i r m a n Mao, 
the Pa r ty Centra l Commit tee and the 
State Counci l showed great concern 
for the people i n the s t r i cken area. 
Immed ia t e ly after the quake, the 
Szechuan - P rov inc ia l Commit tee of 
the Communis t Pa r ty of China and 
the Par ty organizations at var ious 
levels i n the af f l ic ted area took 
emergency measures and l ed the 
masses i n ca r ry ing out an t i -quake 
struggle and re l ie f w o r k . Leading

head of a contingent of lead ing m e m ­
bers of departments concerned to 
direct ant i -quake, and re l ie f w o r k . 
Medica l teams organized b y the 
Chengtu Uni t s of. the Chinese Peo­
ple's L ibe ra t i on A r m y and loca l 
publ ic heal th .depar tment were rushed 
to the scene. 

Thanks to forecasts made b y the 
Chinese. seismological depar tment 
and the precaut ionary measures t aken 
beforehand b y the Szechuan p r o v i n ­
c ia l Pa r ty commit tee , the damage 
done was ve ry s l ight . 

Under the l o v i n g concern of Cha i r ­
m a n Mao and the P a r t y Cent ra l C o m ­
mi t tee and i n the excellent s i tua t ion -
marked b y the great victor ies w o n 
i n the struggle to deepen the c r i t i c i sm

I n add i t ion , 
i t donated articles va lued at Ren­
m i n b i 200,000 y u a n to help the quake 
v i c t ims to t ide over then- t empora ry 
d i f f icu l t ies .

Teng Hsiao-ping and beat back the R igh t deviat ionis t 
a t tempt at revers ing correct verdicts is s teadily 
developing i n depth. The broad masses .of cadres and 
people have conscientiously s tudied the series, of i m ­
por tan t instruct ions b y Cha i rman Mao, pene t ra t ing ly 
cri t icized Teng Hsiao-ping's counte r - revolu t ionary 

.revisionist l i ne and grea t ly raised the i r consciousness 
of class struggle and the two- l i ne struggle and of con­
t i n u i n g the r evo lu t ion . This has consolidated and 
developed the achievements of the Great P ro le ta r i an 
C u l t u r a l Revolu t ion , p romoted the development of 
various socialist under takings, and g iven impetus to 
the ant i -quake struggle and re l i e f w o r k . The s i tua t ion 
i n bo th r e v o l u t i o n and p roduc t ion is excellent 
t h roughou t the country . 

" ? We must continue to advance i n the mids t of 
victories already w o n and b r i n g about a n e w upsurge 
i n the c r i t i c i sm of Teng Hsiao-ping b y f u r t h e r r epud ia t ­
i n g his counter - revolu t ionary revis ionis t l i ne ideological­
l y and po l i t i ca l ly . We must be clear t ha t t he collapse of 
Teng Hsiao-ping does no t mean the end of the struggle. 
Cr i t i c i sm of his revis ionis t l ine and eradicat ion of i ts 
pernicious influence are of cardinal impor tance to the 
fu tu re and the destiny of our Pa r ty and state and are 
a great m i l i t a n t task i n combat ing and p reven t ing 
revis ionism and consolidat ing the dic ta torship of the 
proletar ia t . M u c h remains to be done i n th is respect, 
and we must never slacken our f i g h t i n g w i l l . 

" O n the General Programme for A l l W o r k of the 
Par ty and the C o u n t r y , " "Some Problems Concerning 
the W o r k of Science and Technology" ( " A n , O u t l i n e 
Repor t" fo r short) and "Some Problems in- Accelera t ing 
Indus t r i a l Development" ( that is, "Regulat ions fo r I n ­
dus t ry") — documents t ha t were w o r k e d out on i n ­
structions f r o m the arch unrepentant capital is t-roader 
i n ' the Pa r ty Teng Hsiao-ping — are a concentrated 
demonstra t ion of the u l t r a -R igh t i s t essence of his 
counter - revolu t ionary revis ionis t l i ne and. a • systematic 
expression of his revis ionis t v iewpoin t s . These three 
b i g an t i -Pa r ty and a n t i - M a r x i s t poisonous weeds are 
rare mater ia ls f o r l ea rn ing b y negative "example and 

\^y> they are an i ron-c lad p roof tha t " the capitalist-roaders 
are s t i l l on the capital is t road ." .Chai rman M a o has t augh t 
us: " I t is on ly t h r o u g h repeated education b y posi t ive 

. and negative examples and t h r o u g h comparisons and 

contrasts t ha t r evo lu t iona ry parties and the revolu­
t i o n a r y people can temper themselves, become mature 
and make sure o f v i c to ry . Whoever underestimates the 
role of teachers b y negative example is not a 
tho roughgo ing dialectical mater ia l i s t . " The struggle to 
cr i t ic ize Teng Hsiao-ping w i l l . b e fu r the r deepened and. 
pushed f o r w a r d w i t h the issuance . to the masses o f 
these three documents, of negative example and w i t h 
the extensive mob i l i za t ion of the whole Par ty , the whole 
a r m y and the people of the whole count ry to ca r ry-o t i t 
mass cri t icisms concentrat ing on the crucial point , 
namely the revis ionis t ideological and po l i t i ca l l ine . 

" O n the General P rogramme" was Teng Hsiao-ping's 
po l i t i ca l p roc lamat ion for capitalist restoration. E m ­
body ing a series of statements made b y Teng Hsiao-ping 
i n 1975, th is an t i -Pa r ty ar t ic le brazenly negates t ak ing 
class s truggle as the k ey l i n k , opposes the Party 's basic 
p rogramme, tampers w i t h the Party 's basic l ine , 
b l a t a n t l y peddles the revis ionis t p rogramme of " t a k i n g 
the three directives as the k e y l i n k " and preaches the 
theory of the d y i n g ou t of class struggle and the theory 
of p roduct ive forces, amoun t ing to an a l l - round attack 
on Cha i rman Mao's p ro le ta r ian r evo lu t iona ry l ine . "The 
Out l ine Repor t " is a revis ionis t mode l of Teng Hsiao-
ping's a t t empt to "make a w i d e breach" in- the positions 
of science and technology so as to oppose the a l l - round 
dic ta torship of the pro le ta r ia t over the bourgeoisie i n 
the superstructure as a whole . The "Regulations for 
I n d u s t r y " is an agglomerat ion of Teng- Hsiao-ping's 
s lavish comprador economic concepts and his al l-embrac­
i n g revis ionis t l i ne i n r u n n i n g enterprises. I n the name 
of "accelerating i n d u s t r i a l development," i t i n fact aims 
at speeding up capital is t res torat ion. A l l three documents 
are products of the p rogramme of " t a k i n g the three 
directives as the k ey l i n k " and are evidence of Teng 
Hsiao-ping's c r i m i n a l a t t empt to reverse correct ver­
dicts and restore capi tal ism. They are a l l ' sinister 
examples of waving- " r e d f lags" to oppose the red f lag 
and w a v i n g the banner of " M a r x i s m - L e n i n i s m " to 
tamper w i t h and emasculate M a r x i s m - L e n i n i s m . They 
show v e r y clearly t h a t Teng Hsiao-ping's counter­
r evo lu t i ona ry ' revis ionis t l i n e is a cont inua t ion of the 
coun te r - revo lu t ionary revis ionis t l i n e of L i u Shao-chi 
and L i n Piao. A pene t ra t ing c r i t i c i sm of these three 
b i g poisonous weeds, " O h the General P rogramme" in-
par t i cu la r , is of great impor t ance ' t o increasing people's 

-understanding of the reac t ionary and 'decept ive nature 
"of Teng 'Hsiao-ping 's revis ionis t l i ne and to the struggle 
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t o u p h o l d M a r x i s m and combat rev i s ion ism th roughou t 
the h i s tor ica l pe r iod of socialism. 

I n deepening the c r i t i c i sm of Teng Hsiao-ping, i t 
is necessary to conscientiously s tudy the series of i m ­
por tan t ins t ruct ions f r o m C h a i r m a n Mao and his 
i m p o r t a n t directive* concerning the socialist education 
movement , c lear ly unders tand t h a t the bourgeoisie is 
" r i g h t i n the Communis t P a r t y " and tha t the most es­
sential po l i t i ca l characteristic of the bourgeoisie inside 
the P a r t y is to push a revis ionis t l i n e ; i n this w a y w e 
can ga in a p ro found unders tanding of the pro t rac ted and 
complicated na ture of the s t ruggle against the b o u r ­
geoisie inside the P a r t y and forge a f i r m de te rmina t ion 
to cont inue the r e v o l u t i o n under the d ic ta torship of the 
pro le tar ia t . O n l y thus can w e achieve a deeper under ­
s tanding of the impor tance a nd necessity of the c r i t i c i sm 
of Teng Hsiao-ping and raise the c r i t i c i sm to a n e w level . 
We should s tudy C h a i r m a n Mao's ins t ruc t ions 
t h o r o u g h l y and repeatedly; O n l y b y s tudy ing w e l l can 
we make pene t ra t ing cr i t ic isms. 

P a r t y committees at var ious levels must s t rengthen 
the i r leadership over the movemen t to cr i t ic ize Teng 
Hsiao-ping, concentrate the f i r e of c r i t i c i sm on h i m and, 
w i t h th is as the general goal, un i t e more t h an 95 per 
cent of the cadres and masses. S t u d y and the c r i t i c i sm 
o f Teng Hsiao-ping should be l i n k e d w i t h the actual 
condit ions of class s t raggle and t he t w o - l i n e s t ruggle 
on the var ious f ronts . I n a l l w o r k , i n c l u d i n g the a n t i -

quake and re l i e f w o r k , earnest efforts must be made 
to grasp class s truggle as the key l i n k . Leading cadres 
should t ake the .lead i n s tudy, exposure and cri t icism.-, 
Comrades w h o have; 'made mistakes should j o i n . t h e ^ y 
masses of cadres and people i n s tudy and i n c r i t i c i z ing 
Teng Hsiao-ping i n order to raise t he i r unders tanding 
and consciousness- and correct t he i r errors. Our Party 's 
consistent po l i cy towards such comrades is : "Lea rn 
f r o m past mistakes to avo id fu tu r e ones and cure the 
sickness to save the pat ient ." We should continue to 
f o l l o w th is po l i cy i n the s t ruggle to repulse the R igh t 
devia t ionis t a t t empt at revers ing correct verdicts . The 
r evo lu t i ona ry masses should s t rengthen the i r un i ty and 
w o r k together i n c r i t i c i z ing Teng Hsiao-ping. They 
should no t f o r m factions, organize f i g h t i n g groups or 
squabble endlessly over o ld scores. We should heighten 
our v ig i lance against the class enemy's sabotage a c t i v i ­
ties and deal resolute b lows at them. I t is impera t ive 
to pers is t i n grasping r ev o lu t i o n , p r o m o t i n g p roduc t ion 
and o the r . w o r k and preparedness against wa r , and 
s t r ive to f u l f i l the var ious tasks p u t f o r w a r d by the .

Cen t r a l Commit tee headed b y Cha i rman "Mao an eco­
nomic admin i s t r a t i on system of "d i rec t and exclusive 
con t ro l of enterprises b y the m i n i s t r y concerned." This 
means a f e w top persons i n the centra l minis t r ies con­
cerned could d i r ec t ly issue orders to enterprises i n a l l 
parts of the- coun t ry and exercise leadership over them. 
Enterprises of the same t rade thus f o rmed i n t o a sep­
arate system operat ing b y themselves, thereby l i q u i d a t ­
i n g the. con t ro l l i ng p o wer of the P a r t y Cent ra l Com­
mi t t ee and the local P a r t y committees over the economy 
and negat ing the u n i f i e d leadership of the P a r t y com­
mittees at var ious levels.

"Major Policy" of Capitulation and 
National Betrayal 

C h a i r m a n M a o has. po in ted out t ha t under China 's 
h i s to r i ca l condi t ion , those w h o s tubborn ly choose to 
take the capi ta l is t r oad are i n . f a c t " ready to capitulate 
to i m p e r i a l i s m , feuda l i sm and bureaucra t -capi ta l i sm." 
This was the case w i t h Teng Hsiao-ping. I n his eyes, 
the Chinese people w e r e no good at ca r ry ing out eco­
nomic const ruct ion or b r i n g i n g about the moderniza­
tions of agr icu l tu re , i ndus t ry , na t iona l defence and 
science a n d technology, nor , fo r t ha t mat ter , was the 
socialist system of any help. The on ly feasible way. to 
"speed up the technical t r ans fo rma t ion of indus t ry , and 
raise l abour p r o d u c t i v i t y " is to " i m p o r t fo re ign tech­
niques and equipment ." For this purpose he p u t 
f o r w a r d a so-called "ma jo r p o l i c y " . u n d e r w h i c h China 
w o u l d s ign " l o n g - t e r m contracts" w i t h fo re ign coun­
tries, w i t h the fo re ign capitalists supp ly ing the "most 
up-to-date and the best equ ipmen t " to be " p a i d f o r " b y 
China w i t h its m i n e r a l products . This "ma jo r p o l i c y " 
was p u r e l y a po l i cy of out-and-out cap i tu la t ion and 
na t iona l be t raya l . 

I n economic construct ion, whe the r t o r e ly on the 
s t rength of our o w n people or to wor sh ip eve ry th ing 
fo re ign and. r e l y on fo re ign .countries represents t w o 
d iamet r i ca l ly opposed lines. C h a i r m a n Mao has taught 
us: "Re ly m a i n l y on our o w n efforts w h i l e m a k i n g 
ex te rna l assistance subsidiary, break d o w n b l i n d f a i t h , 
go i n for i n d u s t r y , ag r i cu l tu re and technical and cu l ­
t u r a l revolu t ions independent ly , do away w i t h slavish-
ness, b u r y dogmat ism, l ea rn f r o m the good experience 
of other countries conscientiously, and be sure to s tudy 
the i r bad experience too, so as to d r aw lessons, f r o m 
i t . Th i s is our l i n e . " Teng Hs iao-p ing completely ;be-
t r ayed th is l i ne advanced b y C h a i r m a n Mao. His so-
called "ma jo r p o l i c y " ac tual ly opposed p u t t i n g China's 
economic const ruct ion on the basis of the s t rength; of 
the Chinese people, and advocated instead " i m p o r t i n g 
fo re ign techniques and equipment ." . -. 

, Whether , or "not to adhere to the p r inc ip le of ; i n ­
dependence and self-reliance is no t on ly an economic 
quest ion bu t , f i r s t ' a n d foremost, a po l i t i c a l one. A n 
i m p o r t a n t means employed b y i m p e r i a l i s m and social-
i m p e r i a l i s m t o con t ro l and p lunder other countries is to 
monopolize advanced techniques and equipment and use^ 
the i r economic s t rength to check the other countries ' 
development and car ry ou t ex to r t ion , i n f i l t r a t i o n and 
expansion. I n the w o r l d today, i f a coun t ry is no t inde­
pendent and sel f - re l iant economically, i t cannot become 
p o l i t i c a l l y independent or cannot consolidate its inde­
pendence and is l i ab le to f a l l under the cont ro l of ohe 
or the other, superpower. 

W e h o l d that , under the guidance of the p r inc ip le 
of independence and self-reliance, i t is necessary t o i m ­
p o r t some fo re ign techniques and equipment on the 
basis of equa l i ty and m u t u a l benefi t and i n accordance 
w i t h the needs of our country ' s socialist r e v o l u t i o n and 
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construction. B u t we absolutely cannot place our. hopes 
for rea l iz ing the f o u r , modernizat ions on imports . , i f 
w e do not r e l y m a i n l y on our o w n efforts bu t , as Teng 
Hsiao-ping advocated, r e l y solely on i m p o r t i n g fo re ign 
techniques, copying f o r e i g n designs and technological 
processes and pa t t e rn ing our equ ipment on fo r e ign 
models, w e w i l l f o r ever t r a i l b e h i n d foreigners and our 
country 's development of technology and even i ts en t i r e 
na t iona l economy w i l l f a l l under the con t ro l of fo re ign 
monopoly capi tal . 

Some economists of the monopo ly capitalists allege 
t h a t i n d u s t r i a l l y b a c k w a r d countries can on ly " t ake o f f " 
b y r e l y i n g on the techniques of impe r i a l i sm . T h a t Teng 
Hsiao-ping, w i t h .the ' l abe l of -a Communis t P a r t y 
member,, shou ld chime i n w i t h such nonsense was a b i g 
i r o n y indeed! This of . course was no t a mere co in ­
cidence. I t showed tha t Teng Hsiao-ping's economic 
concepts f u l l y met the needs of imper i a l i sm. 

The Soviet revisionists ' newspaper Pravda had 
advocated mor tgag ing Soviet resources to b r i n g i n 
fore ign capi ta l and experience and using pa r t of the 
products t u r n e d out b y the factories to be b u i l t to pay 
back the debts some t i m e i n the fu tu re . Teng Hsiao-
ping's " m a j o r po l i cy" is of the same s tu f f as t ha t o f the 
Soviet revisionists . The essence, of this " p o l i c y " is to 
ask fo r fo re ign loans b y sel l ing out China's n a t u r a l 
resources and state sovereignty. 

Teng Hs iao-p ing shamelessly asserted tha t his 
"ma jo r p o l i c y " had three "advantages," namely, the 
po l icy made i t possible -for China to expor t , to p romote 
technical t r ans fo rma t ion and to absorb labour power . 
W h a t k i n d of "advantages" are these? They mean no­
t h i n g b u t this': the fo re ign monopo ly capitalists w o u l d 
cont r ibu te money and equ ipment w h i l e China w o u l d 
supply the necessary labour power , thus the doors 
w o u l d be" t h r o w n w i d e open fo r t he imper ia l i s t s t o 
p lunder China's n a t u r a l resources and bleed i ts people. 
The Chinese people had more t h a n enough of such 
"advantages" before l i be ra t i on . I f th is capi tu la t ionis t 
"ma jo r p o l i c y " of Teng Hsiao-ping's were fo l lowed , 

' China w o u l d be reduced step b y step to a r a w mater ia ls 
supp ly ing base for i m p e r i a l i s m and socia l - imper ia l i sm, 
a ma rke t for t he i r commodit ies and an ou t le t f o r t h e i r 
investments. A n d no t on ly w o u l d the f ru i t s of socialist 
r e v o l u t i o n be fo r fe i t ed b u t those of the democrat ic 
r e v o l u t i o n w o u l d also be b r o u g h t to naught . This f u l l y 
reveals the u g l y features of Teng Hsiao-p ing w h o w o r k ­
ed as a comprador f o r the imper ia l i s t s and represented 
the interests of b i g fo re ign capitalists. 

Historical Experience Merits Attention 

- !• H i s to r i ca l experience over the past h u n d r e d yeai-s 
tells us t ha t i t is b u t an i l l u s i o n to. t h i n k tha t China 
can become s t rong and prosperous b y depending on 
i m p e r i a l i s m fo r techniques and loans to develop i ts 

s c _ y economy. I n t he l a t t e r h a l f of the 19th century , 
advocates of the "Wes te rn iza t ion M o v e m e n t " of the la te 
Ching Dynas ty stressed the need to "accept loans to 
develop the country.'^. T h e y considered t h a t China's 

o n l y . " c h a n c e of . , .making.progress" . and . "way of sur r. 
v i v a l " . was to use the coun^r^'s n a t u r a l resources .as 
mor tgage to b o r r o w large amounts q | money f r o m the 
imper ia l i s t countries and to " copy" fore ign techniques 
to b u i l d up an indus t ry . Things t u r n e d out to be j u s t 
the opposite. " I t was these capi tu la t ionis t ideas w h i c h 
sui ted the imper ia l i s t s perfec t ly to dump the i r surplus 
goods, expor t capi ta l and carve up China . The "Western­
iza t ion M o v e m e n t " dra ined China's resources day b y 
day and deepened her na t iona l crisis. 

I n the semi-feudal and semi-colonial o ld China," 
there were some people enthusiast ical ly advocat ing 
"saving the coun t ry b y indus t r i a l i za t ion . " They deemed 
tha t the roo t cause of China's pove r ty and b a c k w a r d ­
ness was her underdeveloped indus t ry , and they be­
l ieved t h a t China w o u l d become s t rong and prosperous 
b y developing i n d u s t r y and commerce on a large scale. 
They d i d no t have the courage to l aunch a t h o r o u g h ­
go ing s t ruggle against i m p e r i a l i s m and feudal ism b u t 
ha rboured the i l l u s i on tha t China could develop a capi­
ta l i s t i n d u s t r y w i t h o u t o v e r t h r o w i n g imper ia l i s t ru le . 
However , under the dua l oppression 'of the imper ia l is ts 
and the i r lackeys, the dest iny a w a i t i n g those advocates 
of "saving the coun t ry b y indus t r i a l i za t ion" was either 
f a i lu re w i t h a l l t he i r i l lus ions r i s i ng i n bubbles or 
t h r o w i n g themselves into* the embrace of the i m p e r i a l ­
ists and ending u p i n the same w a y as comprador 
capitalists. D u r i n g his y o u t h , Teng Hsiao-ping had 
cherished the idea of "saving the coun t ry b y i n d u s t r i a l ­
i za t ion . " I n t he decades t h a t fo l lowed , his bourgeois 
s tand and w o r l d ou t look had no t changed a b i t . As 
the r e v o l u t i o n develops i n depth, his reac t ionary bour ­
geois na tu re became more and more exposed. F r o m 
opposing the socialist r e v o l u t i o n and a t t empt ing to 
restore capi ta l i sm t o t a k i n g over the mant le of the 
comprador capitalists and prac t i s ing capi tulat ions and 
na t iona l be t raya l , Teng Hsiao-p ing could no t b u t end 
up i n the same ignomin ious w a y as compradors i n 
China's h i s to ry . 

C h a i r m a n Mao has po in ted ou t : " O n l y socialism 
can save China ." Th is is the h i s to r ica l conclusion 
a r r i v e d at b y the Chinese people after p ro t rac ted r ev ­

i ndus t ry , na t iona l defence and science and technology 
before the end of this cen tu ry and cont inue to advance 
towards the great goal of communism.

Tangshan-Fengnan area ear ly i n the ' m o r n i n g o f 

J u l y 28, Communis t P a r t y members, r evo lu t iona ry 
cadres, commanders and f ighters o f the People's L i b e r a ­
t i o n A r m y and the masses there , w h o have been t e m ­
pered i n the Great P ro le ta r i an C u l t u r a l Revolu t ion , 
f l u n g themselves in to the ant i -quake and re l ief w o r k 
w i t h a l o f t y men ta l ou t look never seen before. T a k i n g 
class struggle as the key l i n k and spur red o n b y t he 
struggle to cr i t ic ize Teng Hsiao-ping and repulse the 
R igh t deviat ionis t a t t empt to reverse correct verdicts,, 
t hey displayed dauntless heroism i n the face o f the 
disaster.

Chia Pang-yu, s tanding commit tee member o f the

Mine , was w o r k i n g alongside the miners w h e n the 
quake struck. F o l l o w i n g a thunderous peal a t 03:42 
hours tha t m o r n i n g , a l l electric l ights w e n t out and the 
a i r ven t i l a to r stopped w o r k i n g . The p i t rocked and 
stones c rumbled . Someone shouted: "Ear thquake!" 

"Comrades, keep ca lm!" said Chia Pang-yu in. a 
steady voice as he r a n to a, b a t t e r y telephone. T h rough 
the earphone he received the f o l l o w i n g order f r o m the 
an t i -quake and re l i e f command post above: E lec t r i c i ty 
is off, the service shaft impassable, evacuate - the 600 
mine r s and staff members be low v i a the air shaft 
immedia te ly . 

A f t e r p u t t i n g d o w n the receiver, he pondered fo r a 
second. The t u n n e l lead ing t o the air shaft head is 
several k i lomet res long . I t i s dark, steep, s l ippery and 
waterlogged.. A m o n g the 600-odd people are worke r s , 
cadres and w o m e n as w e l l as n e w recru i t s w h o have 
come to w o r k unde rg round for only several days and 
are no t f a m i l i a r w i t h t h e p i t . I f poo r ly organized, there 
is the danger o f a panic. W h a t is t o be done? A t tha t 
c r i t i ca l moment , Chia Pang-yu was confronted w i t h a 
severe t r i a l .

A n emergency mee t ing o f the leading cadres was. 
called. I t was short a n d to t h e po in t . The s i tua t ion 
was sized up and suggestions were made, w i t h everyone 
expressing t h e de t e rmina t ion to overcome a l l d i f f i c u l ­
ties. I n s u m m i n g up Chia Pang-yu w h o presided over 
the mee t ing made the f o l l o w i n g decisions: 1. set up a 
provis iona l P a r t y b ranch and command post i n the p i t 
w i t h h imsel f se rv ing as secretary and commander ; 2. 
call on everybody to see the b r i g h t side of th ings and 
be courageous; w o r k i n u n i t y , help one another and 
observe discipl ine i n the course o f evacuation; 3. t he 
worke r s are to evacuate f i r s t , f o l lowed b y Communis t 
P a r t y members and cadres, w i t h leading cadres b r i n g ­
i n g up the rear. 

Sh in ing w i t h t he splendour o f Mao Tsetung 
Thought , these decisions gave expression to the s te r l ing 
quali t ies o f the Communis ts who , selfless and fearless, 
always pu t the interests o f others before t h e i r o w n ; they 
demonstrated the new men ta l ou t look of the r e v o l u ­
t i ona ry cadres w h o have tempered themselves i n the 
Great C u l t u r a l Revo lu t ion and the s truggle to cr i t ic ize 
Teng Hsiao-ping and beat back the R igh t deviat ionis t 
a t t empt at revers ing correct verdicts . 

L i k e a call t o batt le , the decisions gave added con­
fidence and s t rength t o the miners . Communis t P a r t y 
members volunteered to shoulder the heaviest tasks,

Everyone t r i e d his best ' 
t o give some help and encourage­
men t to others. W h e n they reached 
the n a r r o w m e t a l ladder at the ai r 
shaft head, they c l imbed up one 
after another i n good order. 

H a v i n g a r r ived at the shaft 
head, they f o u n d one w o r k e r miss­
ing . Communis t P a r t y member C h u 
Yu-shan w e n t back and searched the 
t u n n e l and the w o r k face u n t i l he found the w o r k e r 
and helped h i m out. 

. . A f t e r more than fou r hours ' bat t le , a l l the worke r s 
and mos t o f the cadres t r apped i n the p i t r e tu rned to the 
surface safe and sound. Though they were ou t o f 
danger, none le f t the a i r shaft head. Ga the r ing a round 

- _ i t , t h e y r i v e t e d t he i r eyes "on the opening. "Why aren ' t 
old- Chia and the others out yet?". They were s t i l l 
w o r r y i n g about t he safety of those cadres w h o b rough t 
u p the rear w h e n someone suddenly" shouted i n a 
del ighted voice: " L o o k ! They are coming u p " ! The 
l i g h t of miner ' s lamps f l i cke red t h r o u g h the opening 
and came nearer and nearer to the g round . I n one 
voice, a l l cheered: " O l d Chia and the other,cadres have 
come ou t ! "

A flash suddenly r ipped, the sky. The ear th 
shuddered and bui ld ings began t o sway and topple . 
A t t ha t c r i t i c a l m o m e n t w h e n the v io l en t ea r th ­
quake s t ruck, W u Tung- l i ang , a Communis t P a r t y m e m ­
ber a nd operator i n a r ad io company of a u n i t o f the 
Chinese People's L i b e r a t i o n A r m y stat ioned i n T a n g -
Shan, was on du ty . T w e n t y - t w o years o ld , he has been 
w i t h this u n i t since he j o ined the P .L .A . i n 1973 and has 
loved his r ad io set dearly. The sudden quake swayed 
the t ransmit ter - receiver , w h i c h threatened to f a l l and 
crash - at any minu t e . If- i t should be damaged, he 
thought , communicat ions w o u l d be cut off, and tha t 
w o u l d be catastrophic! 

A h igh sense o f respons ib i l i ty to the r e v o l u t i o n 
p r o m p t e d h i m to make a lunge fo r the rad io set on the 
table. B u t he could no t even r e m a i n o n h is feet. The 
violence o f the quake t h r e w h i m f l a t o n the g round . 

The ce i l ing began t o crumble , the sound insu la t ing 
board .crashed a n d t h e vo l tage regula tor t u m b l e d o f f

the table. The swi tch-board f e l l and s t ruck W u T u n g -
l i a n g on t he head. Seeing tha t the radio was s t i l l -
t ee ter ing o n the table, W u Tung- l i ang g r i t t e d his teeth, 
t h r e w h imse l f f o r w a r d and he ld i t ' t i g h t i n his arms.-
The b u i l d i n g looked as i f i t was abput t o come d o w n 
on h i m . I t was c r i t i ca l . " I mus t save, t h e radio. I mus t 
get i t out. at once!" W u Tung-hang p icked his route o f 
escape at a glance and k i cked open a w i n d o w . W i t h 
one hand o n the w i n d o w and the other hugging the 
radio , he leapt out . 

Outside, he found tha t the p o w e r source had become 
disconnected. W i t h o u t A C cur ren t the radio was useless. 
He' immedia te ly decided: " I mus t go back and take a 
smal l D C t ransmi t t e r . " The ea r th was heaving and 
br icks and.t i les were f l y i n g i n a l l directions. The b u i l d ­
i n g h o l d i n g equipment and .parts ad jo in ing the opera­
t ions r o o m was dis in tegrat ing, before his eyes. W u 
Tung- l i ang , whose one though t was t o establish l ia ison 
w i t h the h igher command, dashed i n and grabbed the 
smal l radio- set and leapt out again t h rough the w i n d o w . 

He had the smal l radio , b u t the board, earphones, 
the connecting . p l u g and code books were s t i l l inside. 
There was .another v io len t t r emor . The bui ld ings rocked 
and the trees swayed. W h a t was to be done? I f he 
were t o wa i t , the parts m i g h t be b u r i e d under the co l ­
lapsing b u i l d i n g . I f ' h e were to enter the b u i l d i n g again, 
there was the i m m i n e n t danger of being bu r i ed a l ive . 
Should he dash i n fo r t h e m or should he w a i t ? 

W u Tung- l i ang , son of a poor peasant and deputy 
secretary of the Communis t Y o u t h League branch ' (of 
his company, always d r ew s t rength f r o m M a r x ­
i sm-Len in i sm-Mao Tsetung Though t whenever he 
came up against d i f f icul t ies . A t tha t j unc tu re , he 
immed ia t e ly remembered Cha i rman Mao's teaching 
w h i c h he had commi t t ed to m e m o r y : "Th i s a r m y ' h a s 

• am indomi t ab l e sp i r i t and is de termined to vanquish all 
enemies and never .to y i e l d . No mat t e r w h a t the d i f f i -
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cutties and hardships, so l ong as a-single m a n remains, 
he w i l l f i g h t on . " Wff f iou t a second's hes i ta t ion he 
decided to f i g h t on. H e b i t h is l ips and sprang f o r w a r d 
to make his t h i r d t r i p i n t o the d i s in tegra t ing b u i l d i n g . 
I t was dark inside. He crouched and fe l t w i t h his hands 
for the equipment and parts he needed and got t h e m arid 
then j u m p e d out of the b u i l d i n g t h r o u g h the w i n d o w . 

Then Chang Chun-ch ing o f W u ' s company managed 
to free h imse l f f r o m the debris. Together, t hey move d 
the radio over to a f i x e d aer ia l used fo r t r a i n i n g p u r ­
poses and q u i c k l y began establishing contact w i t h the 
h igher command. I t was exact ly 04:00 hours. 

Three minutes la ter W u Tung- l i ang established con­
tact after repeated calls. Lives depended on speed and 
speed meant v i c t o r y ! The qu icker C h a i r m a n M a o a nd 
the P a r t y Cen t ra l Commit tee l ea rn t of the s i tua t ion i n 
Tangshan, the less w o u l d be the loss i n h u m a n l ives 
and proper ty . 

The radio waves flashed out t h r o u g h the a i r to 
Pek ing at W u Tung- l iang ' s touch . The f i r s t message 
f r o m the h igher command reached Tangshan at 04:15. 
I t was a mob i l i z a t i on order, a c a l l to act ion. F o l l o w i n g 
this , Tangshan became a vast scene of sw i f t , ef f ic ient 
rescue operat ion. 

Th roughou t t ha t day, the t r ansmi t t e r W u T u n g 4 i a n g 
had salvaged never stopped operat ing. M a n y P a r t y and 
government organs i n Tangshan used i t to send out 
messages, so d i d a P .L .A. u n i t s ta t ioned there. The 
waves sent t h r o u g h the a i r l i n k e d Tangshan and 
Pek ing w i t h o u t i n t e r r u p t i o n . 

The Train That Withstood the Quake 
O n J u l y 27, the Pek ing-Ta l i en Express N o . 129 p u l l e d 

out of the P e k i n g R a i l w a y S ta t ion on t i m e at 23:44 
hours. A t 03:41 hours the n e x t m o r n i n g , as t he t r a i n 
was heading east f o r K u y e h near Tangshan c i t y a t a

speed of 93 k i lomet res per hour , y o u n g locomot ive 
dr ivers Chang Y a o - w u and L i u Chen-pang saw three 
flashes of dazzl ing l i g h t suddenly shoot u p before, t h e m 
l i k e f l ash ing l i g h t n i n g . T h e l i g h t vanished as suddenly 
as i t had appeared, and three palls of smoke i n the shape 
of a m u s h r o o m rose to the sky. The s ignal l ights b y 
the t r ack s w i f t l y changed, f r o m green t o r e d b u t w e n t 
off i n no t i m e . They at once real ized t h a t these pres­
aged an i m m i n e n t v i o l e n t quake. The s i tua t ion was 
c r i t i ca l . F ive k i lomet res ahead was a r a i l w a y br idge ' 
w h i l e beh ind t h e m was another. W i t h o u t a moment 's 
hesi ta t ion, Chang Y a o - w u appl ied the emergency brake. 
As the t r a i n was s l o w i n g down, the quake s t ruck, shak­
i n g and sway ing the carriages v i o l e n t l y . T o reduce 
the danger of ove r tu rn ing , Chang Y a o - w u s lowly r e ­
laxed his h o l d on the m a i n b rake a nd pu l l ed instead 
the. secondary brake. The v i b r a t i n g t r a i n . was thus 
s teadi ly b rough t t o a stop. Dera i lmen t was averted, 
and a l l the passengers were safe a nd sound. 

H a v i n g lea rn t of w h a t had happened, the passen-. 
gers got d o w n f r o m the t r a i n , w a r m l y shook hands 
w i t h Chang Y a o - w u and praised h i m f o r his resource­
fulness and courage and h i g h sense of respons ib i l i ty to 
the people a n d r e vo l u t i on . 

The locomot ive dr ivers and maintenance worke r s 
i m m e d i a t e l y set about e xa mi n i ng the engine and the 
t r a i n and f o u n d t h a t e ve r y t h i ng was a l l r i g h t . B u t the 
t r a i n could no t move on as the t r ack ahead was damaged. 

The P a r t y b ranch commit tee of the t r a i n i m m e ­
dia te ly he ld an emergency meet ing . I t called on the 
crew t o take class s truggle as the ke y l i n k and ensure, 
the safety of everybody aboard and keep the t r a i n i n ; 
w o r k i n g order. A command post was set up t o f i g h t 
the aftereffects of t he quake and do re l i e f . w o r k , headed 
b y the P a r t y b ranch secretary L a n g Y u - h u a n and com­
pr i s ing representatives f r o m among the passengers. 
Members of the Communis t P a r t y a n d Communis t 

Y o u t h League, and r evo lu t iona ry 
cadres and P .L .A. commanders and 
f ighters on board were exhor ted t o 
display the r e vo l u t i ona ry s p i r i t of 
t he prole tar ia t , w o r k ha rd , un i t e 
and help one another, and do t h e i r 
best i n lead ing the passengers t o 
overcome a l l d i f f icul t ies . 

The crew and passengers r e ­
sponded t o the cal l of the P a r t y 
branch. Communis t P a r t y .member 
L i u C h i u - l i n , a w o r k e r f r o m the 
electric meter fac tory i n Haicheng, 
L i a o n i n g Province, was the f i r s t t o 
vo lunteer f o r service, saying: -T

There 
is n o t h i n g t o be afraid" of. Please 
assign, m e any w o r k . " I n carriage 
No. 11, t e n P a r t y members of <an

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group commander W u H s i n - t i n g . " They sa id : " W e are 
people ' s .soldiers. W e m u s t be i n the" fo re f ron t of the 
ant i -quake - and re l ie f w o r k . " T h e y asked to be g iven 

0 ^ the toughest job . I n carriage N o . 8, the 48 cadres and 
educated y o u t h of the Chenghsipao People's Commune 
i n T i e h l i n g Coun ty of L i a o n i n g Province, w h o were on 
the i r w a y home after a v i s i t t o t he Tachai P roduc t ion 
Br igade i n Shansi, organized themselves i n t o a shock 
brigade headed b y . their P a r t y commit tee secretary. 

~" Under the leadership of t he P a r t y b ranch of the 
t r a i n , the 1,400 passengers and crew members j o ined 
forces to f o r m a f i g h t i n g u n i t to combat the aftereffects 
of the quake. 

O n the m o r n i n g of J u l y 29, the message of s y m ­
pa thy f r o m the Cent ra l Commit tee o f the Communis t 
P a r t y of China to the people i n the a f f l i c t ed area was 
broadcast over the loudspeakers on the t r a i n .

M a n y state leaders i n t h e i r 
speeches denounced the superpowers ' r i v a l r y w h i c h 
constitutes a grave th rea t against t he independence, 
sovereignty ,and securi ty of var ious countries. T h e y 
voiced t he i r resolute opposi t ion t o the superpowers ' 
hegemonic behaviour of i n t e r f e r i n g i n other countries ' 
i n t e rna l a f f a i r s - and a t t e m p t i n g t o r ed iv ide the w o r l d 
in to spheres of Influence. The adopted Po l i t i c a l 
Declara t ion po in ted out t h a t " the u n d e r l y i n g cause 
of In te rna t iona l tensions, w h i c h . i m p e r i l e d w o r l d peace 
and securi ty was a t t r i bu t ab le m a i n l y to t he forces o f 
imper ia l i sm, colonial ism, neo-colonial ism, Z ion i sm, 
racism and other forms of a l ien domina t ion w h i c h 

• endeavour b y pressure or th rea t or the use of force to 
h inder the po l i t i ca l a nd economic emanc ipa t i on of 
nations denying the i r ina l ienable r igh t s to f reedom a n d 
se l f -determinat ion and m a i n t a i n t h e ex i s t ing pa t t e rn 
of unjus t and unequa l relat ionships i n the i n t e rna t iona l 
communi ty . " The declarat ion po in ted out t h a t as i m p e ­
r ia l i sm, colonial ism and "hegemonic re la t ions" s t i l l exist, 
" the non-a l igned countries should redouble t he i r e f for t s 
and be on t h e i r g u a r d to resist the po l i t i ca l , economic 
and ideological pressures o f the great powers ." A l l 
these r ighteous words issued f r o m the p l a t f o r m 
of the non-al igned movement expressed the aspirations 
of the t h i r d w o r l d and t he people a l l over the w o r l d . 
Th i s shows tha t t he t r e n d of the an t i - imper ia l i s t , a n t i -
colonial is t and ' ant i -hegemonic s t ruggle i s i r res is t ib le . 
The superpowers, especially socia l - imper ia l i sm w h i c h 
claims to be the " n a t u r a l -ally" o f the t h i r d w o r l d coun­
tries, t r i e d eve ry means to cont ro l the non-a l igned 
movement and deflect i t f r o m the s truggle against i m ­
per ia l i sm, colonial ism and hegemonism. B u t t h e i r 
p l o t was foi led . 

One of t he s t rong demands o f t he non-a l igned an d 
t h i r d w o r l d countries and the i r people i n the i n t e r n a ­
t iona l economic f i e ld is to oppose b ig-power hegemon­
i s m and the unequal economic relat ions and to establish 
a new Inter-national economic order. The Economic 
Declara t ion and other documents adopted' at the s u m ­
m i t conference stressed t h a t " the struggle fo r po l i t i c a l 
independence -and the exercise of t he i r sovereignty 
•cannot be disassociated f r o m the s truggle fo r the at­
t a inment --of economic emancipat ion," and t h a t " the 

; non-a l igned -. countr ies . once more r e a f f i r m e d the 

inal ienable r i g h t o f a l l countries t o exercisfe f u l l .per­
manent sovere ignty over then* .na tura l a n d h u m a n r e ­
sources a n d their , economic ac t iv i t ies ." The declara- •' 
t i o n denounced t he a t tempts to "preserve the ex i s t i ng \tj/ 
relat ions o f i n e q u a l i t y , dependence an d exploi tat ion," ' • 
and he ld t h a t the developing countries should practise 
self-reliance, s t rengthen the i r m u t u a l economic co- : 
operat ion a n d u n i t y , co-ordinate t h e i r act ivi t ies , and 
persist i n the s t rugg le f o r t h e establishment of a new 
in t e rna t i ona l economic order. This f u l l y ref lected the 
f i r m w i l l " of the t h i r d w o r l d countries and people to 
safeguard t he i r economic r igh t s an d interests, develop . 
t he i r na t iona l economies and d is rup t t he o ld order and 
establish a n e w one i n the i n t e r n a t i ona l economic 
f i e ld . ' 

I t is of great prac t ica l impor tance t h a t t he 5 th 
S u m m i t Conference p a r t i c u l a r l y stressed the need t o 
s t rengthen t he u n i t y of t he non-a l igned movemen t and 
the t h i r d w o r l d . S t e m m i n g f r o m t h e i r i n t e n t i o n t o d o m ­
inate the w o r l d , t he superpowers have been t r y i n g 
h a r d to sabotage the u n i t y of non-a l igned countr ies . . 
Especially t h a t superpower f l a u n t i n g the banner of 
"socia l ism" has resorted t o ins idious means to s o w dis- , 
cord among the non-a l igned countries and spl i t t he i r 
ranks. I t "supported 1 ' some countries a n d . slandered-
and threatened some others I n order to a t t a i n i ts 
u l t e r i o r mot ives . Th e s u m m i t conference called on 
non-a l igned countries to s t rengthen t h e i r u n i t y and 
co-operation. M r s . S i r imav o Bandaranaike , ' P r i m e 
Min i s t e r of S r i Lanka , stressed i n he r i n a u g u r a l speech: . 
" O u r s t r eng th lies i n our steadfast. adherence to our 
pr inciples and i n our -unity." M a n y state leaders i n 
t h e i r speeches exposed the d i r t y schemes of the super­
powers w h i c h "are t r y i n g to p rovoke difference and 
conf l i c t " and "are a t t e m p t i n g to set up spheres of i n ­
fluence among non-a l igned countr ies ." They called 
on the. non-a l igned countr ies to .heighten vigilance,-
preserve the i r u n i t y an d s t rengthen-co-operat ion so as 
to defend the non-a l igned movement . I t can be said 
w i t h ce r ta in ty tha t the superpowers ' plots to sp l i t and 
unde rmine the non-a l igned .movement w i l l never 
succeed. j 

China is a developing social is t count ry . - She and 
the numerous non-a l igned Countries be long to the 
t h i r d w o r l d . W i t h sincere and f r i e n d l y sentiments, the 
Chinese people a t tach great impor tance to the suc­
cesses made b y the non-a l igned movement , f i r m l y sup­
p o r t the po l i cy o f independence, peace and n e u t r a l i t y 
pursued b y the non-a l igned countries, and the i r .just 
s t ruggle against imper i a l i sm, colonial ism, neo-colonial­
i sm, racism, Z i o n i s m and b ig-power hegemonism. W e

fore ign domina t ion , and expressed resolute suppor t f o r 
the struggle of the southern A f r i c a n people against 
racist ru le and rac ia l d i sc r imina t ion , the s truggle of 
the A r a b and Pales t in ian people against Z ion i sm, the 
struggle of the K o r e a n people fo r the independent and 
peaceful reuni f ica t ion , of t he i r count ry , the s truggle of 
the L a t i n A m e r i c a n countries against i m p e r i a l i s m and 
colonial ism, the s truggle of the states bo rde r ing the 
I n d i a n Ocean and the Medi te r ranean fo r conver t ing the 
t w o regions in to zones of peace. This e loquent ly demon­
strated the m i l i t a n t u n i t y of the t h i r d w o r l d countries 
and people and w i l l g ive a b i g push to the i r struggle..

T h e " t r ea ty on unde rg round nuelear explosions fo r 
peaceful purposes" signed b y the t w o superpowers la te 
last M a y e x p l i c i t l y stipulates tha t the t w o sides "under­
t ake no t t o ca r ry o u t . . . any i n d i v i d u a l explosion hav­
i n g a y i e l d exceeding 150 k i lo tons ." Brezhnev no t on ly 
signed the t r ea ty b u t lauded i t as "another l i n k i n the 
chain of measures to curb the arms d r ive . " However , 
on ly a l i t t l e over a m o n t h later w h e n the i n k on the 
t r ea ty had scarcely d r i ed and the d i n to p lay up the 
t r ea ty had scarcely died away, the ear th was shaken b y 
an explos ion caused b y another Soviet unde rg round 
nuclear test. The Uppsala Seismological Ins t i tu t e of 
Sweden announced on J u l y 29 tha t i t h ad registered on 
the same day an unde rg round nuclear test measur ing 
6.5 on the Rich te r scale conducted b y the Soviet U n i o n . 
" I t was a f a i r l y s t rong nuclear explosion w h i c h has 
been located to -an area n o r t h of the Caspian Sea," said 
t he . Swed i sh ins t i tu te . Acco rd ing to p r e l i m i n a r y es t i ­
mates, made b y U.S. o f f i c i a l circles, the scales of the t w o 
nuelear tests w e r e between 100 and 300 ki lo tons . This

As is w e l l k n o w n , the Soviet b r a n d of "economic 
"co-operation" means di f ferent t h ings , to d i f fe ren t 
countries. I n i ts "economic co-operat ion" w i t h "the 
developing countries, the Soviet U n i o n dumps shoddy 
goods and plunders cheap r a w mater ia ls . I n i t s 
"economic co-operation" w i t h the developed capital is t 
countries, i t contrives to get loans arid" advanced tech-

'niques and equipment. . 

For some years, to get the Western countries to 
-lend money and sell the th ings i t needs, the Sovie t 
U n i o n has stooped low-eve rywhere , t r y i n g to persuade 
capitalists i n the West not to "lose the o p p o r t u n i t y to

a i m of c o m m i t t i n g a p rovoca t ion f r o m 
the outset, far f r o m comply ing w i t h 
the jus t demand of our side, com­
m i t t e d the unbearable i n s u l t i n g act 
of h u r l i n g invectives and sp i t t i ng at 
the securi ty personnel of our side and, 
count ing on the i r numer i ca l super i ­

The 13th Regional Conference fo r 
As ia and. the Far East of the Food 
and A g r i c u l t u r e Organiza t ion of the 
U n i t e d Nat ions met between Augus t 
9 a nd 13 i n M a n i l a . 

A declarat ion was adopted stressing 
the great impor tance of agr icu l ture i n 
the economies of the pa r t i c ipa t ing 
countries. I t sa id : " O u r ag r i cu l tu ra l 
development mus t be achieved la rge ly 
b y our o w n efforts i n the sp i r i t of 
self-reliance." 

Speaking at the opening session, 
President Marcos of the Phi l ippines 
called upon the people of As ian coun­
tries to increase g r a i n p roduc t ion b y 
developing the i r n a t u r a l resources 
w i t h o u t r e l y i n g on the benevolence of 
the alms-givers. . 

The popu la t ion i n As ia accounts for 
more t h a n ha l f of the w o r l d popula­
t i o n , he po in ted out, b u t th is con­
t inen t has become one of the regions 
i n the w o r l d w h i c h suffer a most 
serious shortage of food g r a i n as a 
resul t of long colonial ru le . 

President Marcos stressed tha t the 
A s i an governments have the great 
respons ib i l i ty of e l i m i na t i ng the 
adverse effects caused b y colonia l 
ru le . "The fe rment t ha t has so la te ly 
steered Asia towards independence 
and self-reliance provides the most 
de f in i t ive assurance ye t tha t the 
As ian nations have the w i l l and the 
capacity to meet t he challenge of 
development'," he said. 

. The People's Republ ic of China fo r 
the f i r s t t i m e sent a delegation to 
a t tend the reg iona l conference. 
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Address ing a p lena ry session, H e a d of 
the Chinese Delegat ion L I Y u n g - k a i 
said: "The quest ion of r u r a l devel­
opment is n o t isolated. I t is a c o m ­
ponent pa r t of the s t ruggle of the 
developing countries fo r t he devel ­
opment of the i r na t iona l economies. 
Long years of imper ia l i s t -and colo­
nial is t oppression and exp lo i t a t i on i n 
add i t ion to the exp lo i ta t ion , p lunder 
and cont ro l of the t h i r d w o r l d coun­

t r i e s and peoples b y the superpowers 
i n the domains of agr icu l tu re and 
food have seriously h i n d e r e d the 
g r o w t h of the i r na t iona l economies 
and r u r a l development. Therefore 
we are o f t he v i e w tha t r u r a l devel­
opment i n the developing countries

"We bel ieve t h a t so l o n g as w e 
developing countries get r i d of f o r ­
eign cont ro l and exp lo i ta t ion , t a k e i n 
our o w n hands t h e economic l i f e l i ne , 
extensively mobi l ize the masses and 
r e ly on our o w n efforts, w e w H l 
surely make faster progress i n our 
f-ood p roduc t ion and na t iona l 
economies," h e -declared.

I t w i l l p l ay an i m p o r t a n t 
ro le i n i m p r o v i n g the w o r k i n g con­
di t ions fo r meteorologists, i n r a p i d l y 
developing meteorological w o r k and 
i n meet ing the needs of economic 
construct ion and na t iona l defence. 

Our coun t ry has a vast t e r r i t o r y 
w i t h complicated geographical^ and 
meteorological features. I n the h i g h 
mountains , deserts and i s lands , con­
di t ions are no t favourable fo r the 
permanent s ta t ioning of meteorolog­
ical workers to observe the changes 
i n weather . The al l - t ransis tor au to ­
mat ic meteorological s ta t ion w i l l 
replace men and do automatic 

' surveys of pressure, tempera ture and 
six other major atmospheric condi­
t ions.

Before the Great C u l t u r a l Revo lu ­
t ion ; th is i n s t i t u t e made an automat ic 
meteorological s ta t ion on a t r i a l basis 
b u t i t d i d no t w o r k w h e n field-tested.

E a r l y i n Augus t , the Palest inian 

and other A r a b people l i v i n g i n the 
occupied t e r r i t o r y on the w e s t . b a n k 
of the Jordan R ive r once again closed 
t h e i r shops on s t r ike . Y o u n g people, 
h o l d i n g h i g h the Pales t in ian flags, 
t ook to the streets and, a rmed w i t h 
stones and bottles, fought I s rae l i 
t roops and police w i t h a vengeance. 

The s t r ike was touched off b y an 
announcement made b y the I s rae l i 
occupationists f l a g r a n t l y at the end 
of J u l y on the impos i t i on of a sur tax 
on the A r a b residents. A l t h o u g h 
Is rae l has l ong been notor ious fo r i t s 
heavy t a x a t i o n compared w i t h 
elsewhere i n the w o r l d , i ts reac­
t i o n a r y authori t ies n o w again decided 
to increase t a x levies i n order to 
sh i f t the bu rden of economic crisis 
on to the w o r k i n g people i n the oc­

cupied t e r r i t o r y , where the number 
of the jobless has kep t r i s ing , prices 
are skyrocke t ing and the A r a b 
l a b o u r i n g people are be ing ruthlessly 
exp lo i ted and oppressed. I t is on ly 
n a t u r a l t ha t the flames of-resistance 
w i l l rage ever more f ierce ly . 

The recent s t r ike was a cont inua­
t i o n of. the t w o mass demonstrat ions 
t h a t t ook place i n M a r c h and M a y 
this year against the u n l a w f u l oc­
cupat ion b y the Zionists . Since the 
f i x i n g of M a r c h 30 as the day of the 
l a n d of Palestine, successive struggles 
have been waged b y t he Palest inian 
a n d other A r a b people i n the oc­
cupied l a n d against the confiscation 
of l and , establishment of Jewish 
settlements, expuls ion of Palestinians 
and other racist d i sc r imina to ry 
measures t aken b y the Zionists .
