(2) Upon the completion of the memorial hall,
the crystal coffin containing the body of Chairman
Mao Tsetung will be placed in the hall so that the
broad masses of the people will be able to pay their
respeets to his remains.

We want to do this in such a way as to make friends
with all and enemies of none. We will seek friendship
with all couniries regardless of idcology, creed or cco-
nomic system. The only exception to this is that we
will not have any dealings with countries which practise
apartheid or carry out racist policies totally unaceepiable
to us.

Papua New Guinea is not in any bloc or polifical
group. We stand on our own. We are a peace-loving
people. As a small and new nation we have little in-
fluence on the world situoiion. We therefore look 1o
major powers such as China to do everything possible
to maintain world peace so that our birthright of in-
dependence is preserved.

— Speech by Chairman of the Chinese Delegation Chiao Kuzn-hua
At the U.N. Genera! Assembly Session

The 31st Session of the United Nations General As-
sembly opened on September 21 in New York. Chico
Kuan-hua, Cheirman of the Delegation of the Pee-
ple’s Republic of China and Minister of Foreign Affairs,
made a speech at the plenary meeting on the morning
of October 5. Following is the full text of the speech.

Mr. President,

We, the Delegalion of the People’s Republic of
China, have come to altend the present session of the
United Nalions General Assembly today at a time of
immense gricl for the people of all nationalities in China.
Chairman Mao Tsetung, the most esteemed and beloved
great leader and teacher of the Chinese people, passed
away on Scpiember 9. The passing of Chairman Mao
Tsetung is a loss beyond measure to the 800 million
Chinese people. But for Chairman Mao, there would
have been no victory of the Chinese revolufion. But
for Chairman Mao, there would have been no New
China of today. Without the victory of the Chinese rev-
olution under the leadership of Chairman Mao, the
world would not have changed so vastly as it has. The
_exlremely sorrow-stricken Chinese people are determined
to turn griel into strength, carry out Chairman Mao's
behests and carry through to the end the cause of the
proletarian revolution in China which Chairman Mao
pioneered. The Chinese peoplie’s revolutionary cause
has worthy successors. Chairman Mao Tsetung has left
us for ever. but the magnificent contributions he made
in revolutionary theory and practice are immortal. The
radiance ol Mao Tscetung Thought will always illuminate
our road ol advance.

Here T wish fo express once again on behalf of the
Chinese Government and people our deep gralitude to
the representalives of many countries who have ten-
dered condolences on the passing away of Chairman
Mao Tsetung at various meetings of the United Nations.
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Chairman Mao Tsetung drew a whole series of pl’()‘, ~

found conclusions on the contemporary international
situation. The complete correctness of these conclusions
is being more and more corroborated by the developing
situation.

Back in the early 60s, Chairman Mao Tsetung
vividly porirayed the contemporary world situation in
these verses:

“The Four Seas are rising, clouds and waters raging.

The Five Continents are rocking, wind and thunder
roaring.”

The world situation has been in a state of great tur-
moil. All the political forces in the world have under-
gone drastic division and realignment as a result of
prolonged contesls ol sirengih and struggles. On the
one hand, there is the rise ol the third world; on the
other hand. there is the rivalry for hegemony between
the 1wo superpowers — the Soviet Union and the United
States. Counlries wanl independence, nations want
liberation, and the pcople want revolulion — this has
become an irresistible frend of history. Looking around
the globe, one cannot find a single place of {ranquillity.
“The wind sweeping through the tower heralds a rising
storm in the mountains.” The factors for both revolu-
tion and war are increasing. As Chairman Mao Tselung
pointed out, the current infernational situation is charac-
terized by great disorder under heaven, and it is ex-
cellent, This great disorder is a good thing and not
a bad thing for the people. It throws the enemies into
disarray and divides them, while awakening and tem-
pering the pecople, thus pushing the international sit-
uation to develop further in a direction favourable to
the people and unfavourable to imperialism and social-
imperialism.

Making a penelraiing analysis of all the basic con-
tradictions ol our time and the division and realignment
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of all the political forces in the world, Chairman Mao
Tretung advanced his great strategic concepl of the
three worlds. He pointed oul: The United States and
the Soviet Union make up the first world; the develep-
ing countries in  Asia, Africa, Latin America and
clsewhere constitute the third world; and in between
the two is the second world coemposed of Europe, Japan,
Cuanada and other couniries. Lenin once said: Im-
perialism is the progressing oppression of the natiens
of the world by a handlul of great powers; it is an
epoch of wars among these powers for the exiension
and consolidation of national oppression. At present,
the Soviet Union and the Uniied Siates, the two super-
powers constituting the first world, are the biggest
infernational oppressors and exploiters of our time and
they are the sources of 2 new world war. While the
developed countries of the second world oppress and
exploit third world couniries, they themselves are at
the same time subjected to superpower oppression, cx-
ploitatien. control or threat. The numerous third world
< _countrips are most heavily oppressed and exploited by
N;'cnlrmialism and imperialism; they are the main force in
the fight against imperialism, and particularly against
superpower hegemonism.

Chairman Mao Tselung pointed out: “Whe are our
enemies? Who are our friends? This is a question cof
the first importance for the revolution.” Chairman Mao’s
concept of the three worlds provides orientation for the
workers and oppressed nations and oppressed peoples
of the world in their fight in the realm of international
class struggle.

In the past year. the siruggle against colonialism.
imperialism and hegemonism waged by the people of
the third world couniries has made great progress,
though it suffered temporary setbacks in individual
places. They have further awakened and have strength-
ened their unity in struggle. The heroic pecple of
Egypt. unable to bear social-imperialist bullying and
. oppression any longer, resolutely abrogated the Egyp-
Jtian-Soviet (reaty. The Filth Summit Conference of

the Non-Aligned Countries withstood outside preasure
and maintained the position of opposing imperialism.
and partlicularly superpower hegemonism. The people
of Asia, Africa and Latin America have come o seo
more and more clearly the true colouvrs ol social-im-
perialism. The great African people are now launching
an offensive on barbarvous racism, and the handful of
colonialists have been cornered in southern Africa.
The situalicn there is complicated owing 1o the
meddling of the two supcrpowers. But the long-
tempered African people are clear-headed. They do
not believe the nice words of imperialism and social-
imperialism nor are they intimidated by their bluster.
They will surely win their liberation by relying on {heir
own armed struggle, strengthening their unity and per-
sisting in this course. Chairman Mao Tselung said:
“The ¢vil system of colonialism and imperialism arose
and throve with the enslavement of Negroes and the
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trade in Negroes, and it will surely come to its end
with the complete emancipatien of the black people.”
The future of Africa is infinitely bright.

Strategically, Europe is the focus of contention
between the Soviet Union and the United States for
world hegemony. The so-called “European security
conference” was in fact a “Eurcpean insecurity con-
ference.” There are always some people in the West
who want to urge social-imperialism eastward and di-
vert this peril towards China, thinking it best if all is
quiet in the West. The “European security conference”
reflected such a Munich line of thinking. After the
conference concluded last year, these pecople thought
that henceforth there would be peace and tranquillity
in Lurcepe. But since that conlerence the military threat
posed by the Soviet Union against Western Europe and
ite political subversion there have been on the increase,
and Europe is not more secure but in greater danger.
The desire of the European people for peace is under-
standable. Bul the Soviet Union has played up the
“European securily conference” with ulterior molives.
I attempis thereby to pul Western Europe ofi guard,
divide and crush it piecemeal and uliimately seize the
whole of Western Europe. The fact that strategically
Furope is the focus of contention between the twe he-
gemonic powers. the Soviet Union and the United States.
is determined by their [undamenial inierests. Some
people take the lead in appeasing and making conces-
sions to the expansioniste, attempting to shift this stra-
tegic focus by recognizing their sphere of influence and
giving them small [avours. Bul such an aftemptl cannot
be realized. The continued pursuit of such a policy will
recuit in lifting a rock conly to drop it on one's cwn
teet. Forces opposing appeasement are now ricing in the
West.  The unity of the West Eurcpean countries has
made new progress. We support the unity of Western
Europe and wish to sce Western Europe grow streng.

The rivalry between the twe superpewers, the Scviet
Union and the United Siates, extends to all parts of
the globe. The Uniled States has vested interests to
vreleet around the werld, and the Soviet Union secks
cvpansion. This state of affairs is unalterable. In this
worldwide rivalry. the expansionist activities of the
Soviet Unien arve all-pervasive. A Soviet leader has
opznly declared that thece is no corner of the earth that
is not taken into account by them. Now more and more
ioople have come to realize thal the so-called “irre-
versible process of detente™ constantly peddled by So-
viet social-impevialism is but a fraudulent and hollow
phrase. Every day it talks “peace™ but prociises ex-
ponsicn; every day il talks “disarmament” bul prac-
tices arms expansion. Scviet social-imperialism 1s the
Liggest peace swindler and the most dangercus source
ol war today. The continued fierce rivalry betweon the
twe superpowers is bound to lead to war soine day.
This is independent of man's will. The so-zalled “bal-
ance of power” is only a temporary, superficial and
cven deceptive thing. It cannot be relied upon to main-
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tain peace. As Chairman Mao Tsetung pointed out. in
an era when classes exist. war is a phenomenon between
two periods of peace. The danger of a new woild war
is visibly growing, and the people of all couniries must
get prepared.

There is now a strange phenomenon in the world.
Some people are terrified at the mention of the Soviet
Union, thinking that it cannot be touched. This is
superstition. Soviet social-imperialism is nothing to be
alraid of. It is outwardly strong but inwardly weak.
Alicnated from the people, it is essenlially {ceble. It
faces cconomic difficulties and ever sharpening class
contradictions and coniradictions among its nationalities.
Carrying oul expansion everywhere and commiiting ail
soris ol evils, it has alfronted the people of the East
European countries and of the world. Its offensive
posture bears the seed of defeat. Chairman Mao Tsetung
pointed out long ago: “All reactionaries are paper
tigers.” “The revisionist Soviet Unien is a paper tiger
too.” All ihe countries that are subjecied {o superpower
aggression, subversion, interference, control or threat
should unite and wage a tit-for-tat struggle against it.
“The people, and the people alone, are the motive force
in the making of world histery.” The desliny of mankind
is definitely not to be decided by any superpower.
“People of the world, be courageous, dare to fight, defy
diificaltics and advance wave upon wave.

We firmly
support the people of Zimbabwe in their armed struggle
against the Smith white minority regime. We firmly
support the people of Namibia in their armed struggle
against forcible occupation by the reactionary auihori-
ties of South Africa and for national independence.
We warmly hail the powerful mass movementis of the
people of Azania against racial discriminaticn and apart-
heid. We strongly condemn the Soviet Union for dis-
rupling the unity of the Angolan national-liberation
movements and carrying out armed inlervenlion in
Angola. We are {irmly opposed to the vivairy between
the two superpowers in southern Africa, and especially
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to social-imperialist attempts to seize the opportunity
to sow discord and carry out armed interveniion while
pretfending to support the national-liberation movements,

We firmly support the Palestinian and other Arab
peoples in their just struggle for the restoration of
their national rights and the recovery of their lost
territories and against the rivalry belween the super-
powers for hegemony in the Middle East. We sincerely
hope that the various political forces in Lebanon, to-
gelher with the Arab staies concerned and the Pales-
tinian pcople, will set store by the national interests of
Lebanen and the militant unity of the Arab countries
and find a reasonable solution to their temporary dif-
ferences through pruceiul consultations free from su-
perpower interference,

We firmly meoinfain that the independence, sov-
ercignty and territorial intcgrity of Cypirus shculd be
respected. We earnestly hope that the Greek and Turkish
communities of Cyprus and the couniries directly con-

cerned will guard against superpower meddling and

gradusally eliminate their diffcrences through patie\cz -

consuliaiions on the basis of equalily and in the spirit
of mutual understanding and mutual accommodation,

We firmly support the Korean people in their just
struggle for the independent and peaceful reunification
of their fatherland. U.S. aggression and interference
in Korea are the main cause for recurrent tensions in
Korea and for the failure to achieve an indcpendent
and peaceful reunification. The United Nations com-
mand must be dissolved, and the U.S. armed forces must
be withdrawn from south Korea. The division of Kaorea
must end, and the independent and peaceful reunifica-
tion of Korea must be realized. This is not te be hinder-
ed by any fcrce cn earth.

We firmly support the admission of the Socialict
Republic of Viet Nam to membership in the Uniled
Nations. The U.S. threal to use the veto is utferlv un-
justiliable. We firmly support the just slruggle carried

on by the people of East Timor under the leadershin e -

the Revoluticnary Front [or Independent East Timor
(FRETILIN) in dcefence of the independence  and
territorial integrity of theiv country  against lorcian
aggression. We hold thit ihe pesitien of the Associalion
of Scutheast Asian Nations (ASEAN) ter the estublishi-
ment of a zone of peace. lreedem and neutrality [ree
from intcrierence by powers should be
respected.

We firmly support the proposal of the Government
of Sri Lanka ito declare the Indian Ocean a zone of
poace. W livmly cupport the proposal of the Govern-
ment of Pakiztan {o cstablish o nuclear-free zone in
South Asia. We {irmly support the solemn statement
of the King ol Nepal declaving Nepal a zone of peace.
We linmly support the rveason:able position taken by
Bangladesh on the guestion of sharing the water of the
Ganges River.
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We [irmly support the just struggle of the third
world countries for the establishment of the new inter-
national cconomiic order. To attain this aim, the third
world countries have, since the Sixth Special Session of
the U.N. General Assembly, made manyv efforts at
various international conferences. But owing {o ob-
struction by the superpowers, these efforts have so far
not achiecved the progress they ought to have. Facts
prove that the superpowers will never lightly give up
their prevogative of exploiting and plundering the devel-
oping counirics. We approve of dialogue, but first of
all one must be sirong. The develaping countries can
wrest back step by step positions on the economic front
occupied by the supcrpowers only if they maintain inde-
pendence and self-reliance, fully exercise their state
sovereignty. take firm hold ol their national resources,
develop and expand iheir national economics, consoli-
date and expand the associations of raw material-pro-
ducing couniries and strengthen their muiual help and
co-operation.

As for the question of disarmament, our consistent
position and views are known to all. The Soviet repre-
sentative puis forward at this forum every year a sham
disarmament proposal of one description or another to
It is not worthwhile here

Chinese Export Commodities Fair

In Kwangchow

HE 1976 (autumn) Chinese Expori Commodities Fair

in Kwangchow which opened October 15 and closes
November 15 is the 40th t{o be held since 1957 when
this lwice-a-year fair, in spring and autumn, was
inaugurated.

Over the past 19 years this fair has grown larger
and larger, in both number of visitors and number and
variely of commodilies exhibited. It enjoys increasing
influence in international trade and serves as an im-
portant channel for friendly exchanges beiween the
Chinese people and the people of other countries, par-
ticularly people in economic and trade circles. Besides
displaying samples of commodities for export, the fair
also shows China’s economic achievements.

A Marker of China's Economic Development

These bustling Kwangchow spring and autumn fairs
clearly reveal the development of China's forcign trade
as well as reflect the country’s flourishing socialist
cconomy. We saw many vivid illustrations of this at
the 39th (spring) fair.

The first such fair only had a tolal of some 12,000
export items on display in the spring of 1957. The 39th
fair had over 40,000 samples. Total floorspace at that
first fair was 12,000 square metres while the 39th had
110,000 square metres, housed in new buildings.

The variety of commodities at each fair has in-
creased progressively. Petroleum products were ex-
hibited for the first time at the autumn fair of 1963. On
display last spring in the chemical industry section were
more than 150 samples of erude oil and petroleum
products, 300 items of chemicals and 2,000 chemical
products.

Another example is steel. China is now producing’

more than 20,000 kinds of rolled steel and more than
1,300 types of steel. Powder metallurgy products first
appeared at the fair in spring 1976 and attracted much
altention. Powder metallurgy has been in existence only
in the last 20 or 30 years. The Soviet revisionists tried
to prevent us from adopting this process and the im-
perialist countries refused to sell us technical data and
equipment for it. But at the 39th fair China was show-
ing more than 1,500 products turned out by this process
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which our country had mastered through its own efforts
and was cxporting some of these products.

There has been an obvious change in the composi-
tion of the list of export commodities. Industrial pro-
ducts and minerals, processed agricultural and farm
sideline products new make up abeul 65 per cent of the
total exports.
export in 1957. But more than 200 {ypes of machine
tools making up a rather comprehensive ranve are ox-
ported today. Hardware, instrumenis and meters,
bearings, diesel engines, textile machinery, farm
machinery, and medical equipment and apparatuses are
also exported to many countries. The amount of com-
plete sets of equipment exported also have risen in
recent years.

Light industrial export commodities run into
five figures. Last year's exports of these were
500 per cent over that of 1965, the year before the start
of the Great Proletarian Cultural Revolution, and were
45 {imes that of 1952. More than 7,000 kinds of light
industrial products were shown at the previous fair and
the textile industry itself displayed nearly 6,000
varieties of new textiles, most of them of new design.

A big change has also taken place in traditional
export items like farm, forestry, fishery products,

animal byproducts and native produce. Canned foods

in the grain and edible oils section, for example, came
to more than a thousand varieties, a 100 per cent increase
over that of 1965, and 81 times more than {here
were at fairs in the early years after liberation.

The development of trade relations with other coun-
tries and regions can be seen [rom the number of visitors
who came and where they came from. Only about 1,200
from over a score of countries and regions came by
invitation in 1957. Last spring, however, there were
more Lhan 24,000, a 20-fold increase.

Formerly a Parasitic Siphon

Vast changes have taken place in China’s foreign
trade. This is readily observable by looking back at
past fairs. But if a comparison is made with China’s
foreign trade before liberation, then post-liberation and
pre-liberalion foreign trade are as diflerent as day and
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night.  We interviewed some foreign trade personnel
familier with external trade in ¢ld China and from what
we heard it was quite clear that foreign trade in semi-
feudal, semi-cclonial old China was simply a siphon
through which the imperialists bled the Chinese people.

Old China'’s economy was backward and had few
exports — tea, raw silk, tung oil, bristles, soya beans
and o on, plus several kinds of minerals such as
tungsten, antimony and tin. Foreign trade in those days
was entirely in the hands of the imperialists. China had
no say at all in it. It was just as Engels had incisively
pointed out: “...it also became evident that trade, like
rocbbery, is based on the law of the strong hand.”
(Outlines of a Critique of Political Economy.)

Using the various privileges they had exacted, the
imperialists turned China into a dumping ground for
their commodities and a base for extracting raw
materials for their industries. They directly controlled
the customs, as well as banking and foreign exchange,
commodity inspection and other organs in China con-
nected with foreign trade. The imperialists determined
what and how much was to be imported and exported.
Exports in those days consisted mainly of primary prod-
ucts. Imports were “surplus” consumer goods dumped
by the imperialist countries and luxuries for the ox-
ploiting classes. Here is a partial 1946 list from Shang-
hai, China’s largest port. Exotic foodstulfs like shark’s
fin, 190,000 kgs.; butter 80.000 kgs.; milk powder
2,350,000 kgs.: botiled brandy 43,000 kgs.; oranges 10.000
tons. ... This is how the foreign currency earned by the
sweal and blood of the Chinese working people was
squandered by a handful of parasites. No more than
10 per cent of the imports were machinery and cther
means of production. More than 90 per cent of the
imports were consumer goods. Even the tiny fraction
of the imports — machines and means of production —
was paid for by selling out the country’s resources and
used by imperialist monopoly capital to build railways,
open mines and start factories to facilitate their using
cheap labour to more brutally exploit and squeeze the
Chinese people, and for the expanded reproduction o¢f
the enierprises owned by the Kuomintang bureaucrats
and compradors.

Because of the imperialist pelicy of unresirained
dumping, industries cwned by the national bowrgevisie
languished and many of their faclories were lerced to
shut dewn. A country’s foreign trade should help pro-
mole its economic development, but belore liberation
the reverse was true. Foreign trade hampercd the
development of preduction.

The nature of China’s foreign irade before libera-
tion was completely semi-feudal and semi-colonial and
facilitated the imperialists, through exchanges of
unequal values, to plunder as they pleased. Take im-
ported petrel for example. The 1944 price of petrol was
estimated at 1,481 times that of 1925, whereas the price
of tung oil China exported went up only 360 times. The
price of imporied artificial silk rose €26-fold during
this period while raw silk went up a mere 129-fold.

There was a chronic unfavourable trade balance in
China’s foreign trade throughout those years. Accord-
ing to the records, China had trade deficits for 73
straight years, from 1877 until the country was literated
in 1949. The reactionary governments’ deficits were
made up by selling out the country’s sovereignty to get
foreign loans. This put China even deeper into the im-
perialists’ political and economic cluiches.

Socialist Foreign Trade

Under the leadership of Chairman Mao and the
Chinese Communist PFarty, the Chinese people used
revolutionary violence to overthrow the rule of the im-
perialists and the reactionaries and won political in-
dependence. Guided by Chairman Mac's principle of
maintaining independence and keeping the initiative in
our own hands and relying on cur cwn eifoits. the
naticnal economy of our couniry developed swiitly.
Agriculiure today can basically meet the nceds ol jeed-
ing and clothing the couniry’s 800 million people. An
independent, fairly comprehensive integreted indu-try
and national economic system have been Hially
established, which provide the cendilions Jor the
thorough transformation of old China’s foreign irade.

Maintain Independence and Rely On Our Cwn Efforts.

maintaining independence and keeping the iniiiative in
our cwn hands and relying on our own efforts. The
state determines what to export and import and in

what quantities. This has put an end to impesialist
dumping, their disrupting of China’s national ceonony,
geiting raw malerials for next to nothing and plunder-
ing the counlry’'s resources. Because both bmporis and
exports are handled by the state in an overall maaner,
the foreign irade delicits which bad plageaed the couniry
before liberation were quickly climinated. And, as the
country the home market
from phe lereign market, the constant price fluctuations
and the cconcmie erises of the capitalist world cannot
adversely alleel the economy. The principle of maintain-
ing independence and self-reliance has enabled toreign

diiterentioies prices on

trade 1o play & uselul role in promeling socialist con-
struction, break the imperialist tlockade and embargo,
counter trade diseriminalion and the sudden economic
onslaughts ol social-imperizlists. trade hos
continually expanded following the steady development
of China’s national economy.

Through the fair we can see sume other characioris-
tics of China's new-type socialist lorcign liade.

State Centrol. China’s foreign trade is completely con-
trolled by the stale. As early as on the eve of the {ound-
ing of the People’s Republic of China, Chairman Muo
pointed oul: “The restoraticn and devclopment of the
naticnai cconomy of the peeple’s republic would be im-
possible withcul a policy of contrelling Yureign {rade.”
(Report to the Sccond Plenary Sessicn of the Seventh
Central Committee of the Commanist Farty of China.)
After the founding of the People's Republic of China
the statz immediately set up special departments and

organizations to control foreign trade and abolished all
imperialist  privileges in  China. All [foreign trade
en{erprises owned and run by bureaucrat-capitalists
were confiscated. Al ihe same time state-owned forcign
trade enterprises in various trades were scl up. Private
capitalist impert-export enterprises were transformed in
the 1950s into state-private enterpriscs and finally in-
corporated into the slate socialisl [oreign trade system.
The export commodities fair, for example, was started
by seven slate specialisi companies as a trading body for
discussing trade wilh visiting business people.

Egauality, Mutual Benetit, Supplying Each Other's Needs.
China's foreign trade is conducted on the principle of
equality, mutual benelit and supplying each other's
needs. Its socialist economy is based on its domestic
market, no reliance being pul on foreign markets and
foreign products. However, the principle of maintain-
ing independence and through self-reliance does not
preclude developing trade with other countries.  Cn
the contrary, trade. cconomic and technical exchanges
vith other countries are koth necessary and helpiul
in promoting the economic development of the trading
partners.

China is a developing socialist country; China
belongs to the third world. Through trade China and
other third world couniries support and help each other,
promote cach other's economic develcpment and work
to oppose monopoly, exploitation and plunder by im-
perialism and colonialism and superpower hegemonism,
Over the years the volume of trade beiween China and
other countries at these fairs has continually increased
and the scope of economic exchanges steadily expanded.
Among the 24,000 visitors to the 39th fair many were
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from third world counfries. Some visiling businessmen
we lalked with told us they found Lhere was no buliy-
ing. no deception, and that new and old business zc-
quaintances and large and small traders were treatoed
alike and integrity was stressed so that the fair pro-
mated both trade and friendship and an atmosphere of
[ricndship permeated the whole fair in Kwangchow.

As in all aspecis of China's foreign trade. the
Chincse Export Commodities Fair, guided by Chairman

" TTOLLOWING their armed intervention in Angola, the
new tsars have gone further in their keen rivalry
with U.S. imperialism to dominate Afvica. With a view
to whitewashing their unabated expansion and infiltra-
tion into the continent. they have advanced one prepos-
terous argument after another, trying to justify their
encroachment upon Africa.

The African people. on the other hand, are alerted
by whal the new tsars have said and done on their con-
tinent. They are standing up to the Kremlin overlards
and exposing their lies and prevarications.

Alter the evenls in Angola. Moscow's mouthpieces
cockily declared that further development of African
events depended to a considerable degree on its
“victory in Angola.” This victory, so they said, had
enabled “lhe freedom train to run full steam toward the
Cape of Good Hope” and had opened up for the future
Afriea “new vistas of progress.” Thus. the new fsars
\i become the benevoient saviour of the African people!

- According to the Soviet revisionist gentlemen, they

alone can deliver the Africans from their distress and
misery for two reasons:

Cne. Africa is backward. Most of the African na-
tions “"ave sadly underdeveloped, with limited manpower
and inadequate natural resources . . . nor are there
competent cadres.”

Twn. The African states are polarizing toward two
extremes — the “progressive” and the “reactionary™ —
and this polarization is “deepening vear after year.”

Conscquently, it was claimed, Afvican development
is to be “determined by external factors.” “(African)
development would be difficult witheut foreign assist-
ance.”  Only by “closely co-operating™ with the Soviet
Union “is it possible for Africa to advance smoothly
towards social progress.”

These insidious assertions flow from the same logic
of the old-run colonialist aggressors. It is only natural
that the African people should rise to challenge and
refufe them.

The new tsars’ “Africa-is-backward™ argument is
a maiicious slander. It serves as a cover [or their ex-
ploitaticn and subjugation of the Alvican people. It is
common knowledge that the African contineni which
abeunds in resources has always been a glittering prize
in the eyss of the competing colonialists and neo-
colonialists. Yect the new tsars, out of ulierior motives,
alleged the continent’s “insufficiency.” I is also com-
mon knowledge that the underdevelopment of the
African economy is the result of wanton plundoer on the
parl of the colonialists and nco-coloniuli~is  Yet the
new tsars, who have a guilty conscience. huave reliained
from mentioning this historical fact. Many African
people have come to see the new tsars [or what they are
and call them “lhe biggest hypocrites” and the “vipers
one must be on guard against.”

Public opinion in Africa has explicitly pointed out:
“The problem of develoepment is in essence a uolitical
problem.” In his arlicle “Backward Eurone and
Advanced Asia” written over 60 years ago. Lenin said:
“Who does not know that Europe is advanced and Asia
backward? But the words taken for this titie contain a
bitter truth.”

Is it not true that the present relationship between
the Soviet Unien and Africa also contains such a bitter
truth? A handful of rencgades of the Scviet Union, a
self-styled country of “advanced socialism.” are carry-
ing out criminal aggiession and expansicn and purhing
neo-colonialism in  Aflrica; at the same time,
hundreds of millions of awakened people in Afrvica, a
continent they slanderously describe as “backward.”
are secing through the ugly features of the revisionist
new tsars and waging a tit-for-tat struggle against them.
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The Egyptian Government and people tore the mask
ofi the Soviet revisionists who claimed to be their
“natural ally,” boldly declared the abrogation of the
FEgyptian-Soviet “treaty of friendship and co-operation”
«nd cancelled the provision of facilities for the Soviet
navy. Zaire sternly condemned the Soviet interven-
tionist troops for the barbarous crime of bombing its
border city. It solemnly affirmed that “the Zairian
people are ready to meet Soviet subversive menace and
aggressicn.”  Senegal indignantly exposed the Soviet
social-imperialists’ shameless action of providing it with
dilapidated ships so that Senegal’s fishery companies
went bankrupt. The Sudan flatly rejected a despicable
Soviet revisionist proposal which was in fact blackmail
to raise the cost of an “aid” project — a hospital. African
students in their demonstrations shouted: “Soviet
social-imperialism, get out of Africa!” An increasing
number of African countries refuse to take Soviet ag-
gression lying down and dare to confront the ‘“‘colossus”
openly. All these fully demonstrate that Africa of today
is an advanced Africa and an awakened Africa.

“The theory of African polarization” is a reactionary
theory deliberately created by the new tsars for dividing
Africa. They supported one organization and opposed
the other two in Angola. Now they have divided the
African countries into two groups — “progressive” and
“reactionary™ —in accordance with their attitude to-
wards the Soviet revisionists. African public opinion
penetratingly pointed out that Soviet revisionism “is
dividing Africa down the middle.”

Because of their reverse acts, the new tsars find
themselves in a position of acute antagonism to the
African people. Let us unite, act in solidarity and
“fight against those trying to re-celonize Africa” — this
has become a common militant slogan of the numerous
African countrics and their people.

Zambian President Kaunda pointed out: “Africa’s
power lies in the unity of its people and nations,” whose
“supreme principle” is “no intervention by forcign
forces in Africa.” Many African leaders in their state-
ments, public opinion on the’ African continent and
participants in international conferences have openly
denounced the Soviet scheme to sow dissension and
stressed militant unity in Africa. At the Extraordinary
Summit Conference of the Organization of African
Unity held last January, a vast number of African
countries stood up to Soviet pressure and frustrated the
Soviet scheme to break up the. O.A.U. In July, the 13th
0.A.U. Summit Conference ence again demonstrated the
will of African countries to sirengthen their militant
unity, solemnly declaring that “we will never divide.”
Unity and co-operation have been developed in breadth
and depth between African countries and national-
liberation organizations, between African and Arab
countries, and beiween the African countries them-
selves. This is a powerful rebuff to the new t{sars whe
try to break up Africa.

* The theory that “foreign aid decides everything” is
‘an’ out-and-out gangster theory concocted by the new
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tsars who assert that the weak should fall a prey to the
strong. By “foreign aid,” they mean Soviet infiltration
and expansion; and by “deciding everything,” they
mean that the destiny of the Alfrican people must be
decided by them.

From their bitter experience in dealing with the
Soviet Union, many African countries have clearly
understood just what Soviet “aid” is. The Egyptian
people angrily pointed out: “The Russians are coming
with their eyes and pockets wide open and arms stretch-
ing out . .. ,” “they try to colonize other nations in
the name of friendship.” A Kenyan paper said: “Condi-
tions attached to the Soviet aid were even sometimes
worse than Western aid,” “peclitical domination is
precisely what Moscow is seceking.” Zairian public
opinion pointed out: “The present activities of the
Soviets in Africa show that the intentions they publicly
professed are just perfidious talk insulting the people
of the world.”

“The destiny of Africa must be held in the hands
of the Africans,” and *‘Africa’s problems must be solved
by the Africans themselves.”
demands of the 400 million African people. The people
of southern Africa in their struggle for national libera-
tion have put forward their clear-cut slogan
“Let us be freed by ourselves.” The African countries
are fully confident that they can uproot colonialism in
all its forms and completely win their continent’s libera-
tion by relying mainly on the African people’s own cf-
forts. Those African countrics which have won in-
dependence have quickened their tempo in consolidat-
ing political independence and secking economic in-
dependence.
