man Chu Teh of the Standing

Standirrg Committee of the
Fourth National People's
Congress. It elected the Pre-
sidium and the Secretary-
General of the First Session of
the Fifth National People's
Congress and endorsed the fol-
lowing agenda for the first
session:

(1) A report on the work of
the government by Premier
Hua Kuo-feng;

(2) Revision of the Constitu-
tion of the People's Republic of
China, and a report on the revi-
sion of the Constitution by
Vice-Chairman Yeh Chien-ying;
and

(3) Electing and deciding on

the choice of the leading state
personnel.

In'addition, the session will
also examine and approve the
"Outline of the Ten-Year Plan
for the Development of the
National Economy, 1976-1985

(draft)" and discuss the national
anthem of the Peoplet Republic
of China.

The session has 3,497 Deputies
and is marked by its broad rep-
resentation as shown in the
following breakdown: workers,
26.? per cent; peasants, 20.6 per
cent; People's Liberation Army-
men, 14.4 per cent; revolu-
tionary cadres, 13.4 per cent; in-
tellectuals, 15 per cent; patriotic
personages, 8.9 per cent; and r+
turned overseas Chinese, 1 per
cent. All 54 national minorities
of fti?a are represented, and
their Deputies account for 10.9

per cent.

Leading members of depart-

Renmin .Eiboo carried a twc.
page biographical sketeh by the
poet and essayist Hsu Chih on

Chen Ching-jun, an eminent
Chinese mathematician who has

done much towards proving
what is known in rvathematics
as the "Goldbach conjecture."
Earlier, on January'7, Remnin
Riboo had published a long re-
portage by Huang Kang on the
late Li Ssu-kuang, a renowned
Chinese geologist.

Seldom before has Renrnin
Eiboo devoted so much space to
outstanding scientists and pub-
lished so many reportages about
their dedication to the mother-
land. The enthusiastic response

to these articles from the read-

ership is indicative of the keen

interest shown by tt e Chinese

people, after the overthrow of
the "gang of four," in scientific
research and in realizing the
four modernizations. Scientists

and technologists whp have
made contributions are held in
high esteem.

Chen Ching-jun wrote a paper

in 1973 which contributed
enormously towards proving

"Goldbach conjecture." Among

mathematical circles abroad, the
results he obtained are known
as "Chen's theorem."

ht' 1742 the Prussian-born
mathematician Goldbach ad-

vanced the proposition that
every even number larger than
two can be represented as the
sum of two primes. This has yet
to be proved, and over the past

6

two centuries many mathema-
ticians have tried but failed. In
mathematics, theory of numbers
is regarded as a crown and the
'lGoldbach conjecture" a jewel
on the crown.

Hsu Chih has written mov-
ingly about Chen's life and

devoted perseverance to proving

this conjecture. Chen . was

born in 1933 in Fukien Province

where his father worked in a

post office.

' IIsu Chih's article was first
published in the first 1978 issue

of. Renmin Wenrae (People's

Literature). When Rezrnin Ribao
reprinted it, it carried an editor's
note expressing the hope that
more writers will take up writ-
ing on scientific and techno-
logical subjects.

New Results in Function
Theory Research

Chang Kuang-hou, a young

Chinese mathematician, has

obtained.new results of a very
high standard in function the-
ory research by establishing the
relations between deficient
value, asymptotic value and
Julia direction.

In a paper running to 50,000

Chinese characters, Chang
Kuang-hou elaborates his views
systematically, gives concrete
mathematical proof of these re-
lations and' reveals penetrating-
ly the objective laws reflected
by integral functions and mero-
morphic functions.

Deficient value, asymptotic
value and julia direction rep-
resent widely different ideas
which are not obviously related
to one another. Mathematicians .

studying the theory of functions
in other countries have con-
ducted a great deal of re-
searches on the three concepts

with high achievements, but
have not shown fully the rela-
tions between them.

Analysing the differences and

contradictions in nature be-
tween the three concepts,

Chang Kuang-hou proposed

that their relations should be a
kind of di:lssfisal relation3
marked by the unity of op-
posites- He successfully proved

four important theoreths re-
flecting these relationships and
established mathematically the
concrete relations between
deficient value, asymptotic
value and Ju]ia direction.

In addition, Chang Kuang-
hou has made deep research on

the th'eory of as5rmptotic values,

solving four questions and giv-
ing in particular a general

estimate of the length of
asymptotic paths of integral
functions corresponding to in-
finite. This result ha.s received

favourable comment fr<rm

mathematicians at home and
abroad. .

HAT is the key link? Chair4an Mao said:
"As an old saying goes, 'Once the head-

rope of a fishlng net is pulled up, all its meshes
open.' It is only by taking hold of the key link
that everything else will fall into its prolrer
place. The key link means thq main theme."
(Tuto Tatks on Mu,tual Aiit and, Co-'operation in
Agnculture, 1963.) Chairman Mao also pointed
out on several other occasions that the key link
meant the principal coatradiction. lt An CoTt-

tiad,ictian (193?) he said: "In sturtylng dny com-
plex process in which there are two or ryrote Go[-
tradictions, we must devote every effbrt to ftnd-
ing its principal eontradiction. Once thie prin-
cigal contradiction is grasped, all prdblems can
be readily solved."

The basic contradictions in human Bo-

clety ate those between the pfoductlve lorcet
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L€nin said: "Opportunism iloes rwt e*tenil
the rdcognition oI class struggle to whqt lr the
cardtral porat, to the period of troncition ftom
capltelirrn to Communism,.to the period of thg
ooerthrou and tho complete obolttbn of the
bourgeoisie" (The State ond Reaolutton, l9l7,l
- Chairman Mao said: "Clsss etruggle ls the
Ley ltnt and everythlng else hinges on lt." He
also point€d outl "Tho contradlctlon botween
s6gicllr6 end capltallrm and the gradual reeolu-
6on ol thls contradlctlon - that lt the maln
theme, the key link.'

Thus, taking class struggle as the key llnk ls
a basic Marxist prineiple.

Thc linr h thc Kcy linl
Cl,ass struggle, when reflected in the Pariy,

finds ooncentrat€d expresslon in the struggle
between the Marxist line gnd the revleionlst
line. That is why.Chalrman Mao also sald that
"the line is the key link; onco it is grasped,
everything falls iato place."

Tbe Part5r's line, principles and policies in
a specific historical pefiod are formulated on the
basis of analysis ol dass relations in that period.
Therefore, as far as its baslc oontent is ooncern-
ed, the Party's line is the line of class strqggle.
And it points out the o.rientation and method of
struggle in that period.

Following are a few examples. t

Boldly mobilize the masses and expand the
people's forces under the leadership of the Com-
munist Party of China to defeat the Japaneee
aggressors, liberate the people of the whole
country and build a new-democratic China -this was our Pafty's line during the War of Re-
sistance Against Japan (1937-40).

Socialist society covers a considerably long
historlcal period. In this historical period thefe
are still classes, class contrsdictionc and
class struggle, there is the struggle be-
tween the soclalist road and the capitalist
road and there is the danger of capitalist
restoration. It is imperatlve to firmly grasp the
etruggle between the proletariat and the bour-
geoisie and. between the soclalist road and the
capltallst roed as the key llnk. These are the
baslc contentr ol our Party's bastc llne formu-
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tated by Chairrhdn Mao for the entire Nstorical
perlod of soclalism.

Holding htgh the great banner of Cheirman
Mao, adhering to the Party's basic line for the
historical period of socialisili, grasping the key
link of class struggle and bringing about great
order,acrosp the I,and, cdntinuing the revolution
aild strlvlng to build Chtna lntq. a powerful end
modern sociallst, oountry - thls is the line laid
down in 19?? by the llth National Congress of
our Party for the piesent and a perlod of time
ln the future.

Kr; Llnk,ln Sprclfic Firldr
Our Party has not only formulatgd the gen-

eral llne apd general poltcies for different pe-
rlods in the light ol the particular features oI
each period, but also drawn up speclfic lines and
poltcies for various fields of work in the light of
the charactefistics of each field.

In accordance with Chairman Mao's teach-
ing that we must grasp the prineipai contradic-
tion, we should, following the change of the
principal contradiction in a thing in different
periods, set forth the key link of work fot' each
perlbd; Likewise, in different fields of work, it
is essential to find oUt the principril contradic-
tlon that pilays the leading and decisive role, and
make it the key link for'each field. Only thus
can we, carry out in a better way the general
line and genelal policies.

Take for irutance. Chairman Mao formu-
lated ther general line of going all out, aiming
high and achieving greater, faster, better and
more e@nomical results in building socialism.

In industrlal production, Chairman Mao
instprcted that rrre should "take steel as the key
llnk.?'
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In agriculture, he laid down the poligy of
"taking graiu as ths key llnk" and ensuring an
qll-round development of agriculture, forestry,
anlmal husbandry, sidelines and fishery.

AII these formulations ln no way contradict
"taking class struggle as the key link.:'

The Party's general llne ie the key link that
governs aU fietds of work, while the epecifio
lines in varioug fielde of wor.k are the key links
in thelr respective fielde. Whatever we do, if
we should forget the Party's general line, task
and goal, or, in other words, the kef link of
overall work, we would be a blind revolution-
ary and we would go astray and cause damage to
the revolutionary work.

In l9?5 an enlarged meeting of the Military
Comrnisaion of the C.P.C. Central Committee de-
cided that Chairmagr Mao's instructions "It is '
nocqtsary to consolldate the army" and "Be
ready for fighting in a wat'' should be taken
as the key link for work in the army' With
ulterlor inotives, the 'lgang of four" slandered
that this was "against taking dass struggle as

thi key llnk.f', Members ol the gang wantonly
distorted Chairman Maols concept on grasping
the key link. Ilhey indiscriminately opposed
and criticized the key link of work in the mili-
tary and other fields.

A Visit to the $hontung Penin sulo

A CCOMPANYING the delegates to the Third
la. y"1irrr"l Conference on Agricultural Mech-
anization for two weeks, I visited iron and
steel plants, tractor plants, factorles for making
farr.n implements and water conservancy pro-
Jects in 16 counties and cities and four rural pe6-
ple's communes in the eastern part of Shantung
Province. What I saw was very impressive, al-
though I just "looked at the flowers on hbrse-
back," as an old Chinese saying goes.

OId folks often say that most of the ances-
tors of the pqople now living on the r{ch north-
east plain were refugeeg from Shantung. Re-
current and widespread crop failures hnd re-
sultant famines foraed peasants to }eave their
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overcoming all kinds of difficulties while
at the same time making best use of
financial and material help from the state.
For instance, they did not simply wait
for the state to assign them the needed
funds, raw materials or equipment for
building a faetory. In$tead, they mobilized
the masses to accumulate the funds or
manufacture the equipment.

The main farm implements used
before by the peaaants wer€ hoes,
sickles, spafles and mattocks. As
the province has a big ecreage of
cultivated land, farm rnechanization means the
uridespread use ,of tractors and other farm
machines, drainage and irrigation equlp:
ment, chernical fertilizer and insecticides.
It is not feasible to wait for the state to supply
all this. A secretary of the Changwei pretec-
ture Paity Committee once made an account: As
the country's capability in manufacturing farm
mechinery is limited at.present and the needs
of the whole country are so big, Changwei Pre-
feture can only get less than 30,000 h.p. of
mechanical power a year, averaging only two
h.p. for each production brigade in the area.
But basic mechanisatior of tlre main farm work
for each brigade needs a total of 200 h.p. That
means it will take a span of 100 years to
complete the task I

So Shantung people said: "Sit and wait?
Never! It ls self-reliance that counts!"

In the coastal Yentai hefecture, over ?0
per cent of the funds and equipmqnt for a small
iron and steel complex were raised or manu-
factured by the efforts of the.local people. This
prefecture, which embraces 17 counties and
cities with a population of more than I million,
built a small iron and steel complex in 1968. But
it was forced to close down under the influence
of Liu Shao-chi's erroneous line. In 1967, the
Yentai Prefecture Party committee aroused the
masses to rebuild it. The prefecture Party com-
mittee urged the counties and cities to colleet
funds by reducing non-productive expenditures,
repair broken-down equipment and organiae a
technical force. Three years' efforts resulted in
the completion of an iron and steel complex in-
cluding ore-mining, iron-smelting, steel-making
and steel-rolling. Although only some tens of
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thousands of tons of steel were produced an-
nually, the amount was enough to meet.the local
requirements for rolled steel for manufacturing
farm machines.

Traces of their endeavours can still be seen
today. When we went around the iron-smelting
plant, we found that the three hot blast stoves
were welded together with some 1,000 pieces of
sgeel scrap gathered from other factories and
mines, the smallest being the size of a handker-
chief. The seams were still clearly visible. They
remind people of those strenuous days.

Yentai's experience of self-reliance was
soon popularized. The province now has nine
small iron and steel complexes like that, and
over 50 small coal pits. These provide a power-
ful base for the development of the province's
farm machinery industry.

Toke the Roqd of Orgonizotion

China has a weak industrial base. For a
prefecture to produce tractprq and other farm
machihes naturally involves lots of difficulties,
despite the fact that it has steel and coal. Shan-
tung employed the method of organizing an "all-
out campaign" t6 overcome difficulties. The
Changwei Prefecture set up a headquarters and
poofed its labour force, funds and technical per-
sonnel to co-ordinate in the campaign.

The Changwei Tractor Plant was originally
a pmall repair workshbp rryith a payroll of a iit-
tle over 100. In 1975, the prefecture Party com-
mittee decided to expand it into a tractor plant,
taking into consideration of its rather spacious
area and large numbers of skilled workers.
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Ilelp for the expanslon cqme. from 42 enter-
prlses of 1l cotmttes and one clty, each of them
sharing the responsibl'ltty of manufacturing
equipment or parts for the tractor plant. Seven
months later, the workehops and production line
were completed. It produced 800 tractois that
same year, Havlng been,expanded for several"
times, the plant now mass-produoes 00.h.p. trac-
tors. Ip the last three yeare, it producred an
average qf two tractore for each people's com-
mune ln the prefecture.

The merits do not end with the producflon
of tractors. Those' factorles uitrtctr naA oo-
ordlnated in ttrc campalgn ralsed their produc.-
tlon level too. A .omall larm irnplement
workshop whtch produced piston plns for thi .

Changwel Tractor Plant has now automated tts
production. It is now manned by 16 workers
instead of 200 'and ttg output ha$ lncreased
11.4-fold.

"Mutuol.Aid Tcomi,,
Can ell the 13: prefectures and cities in

Shantung'reach the level of Changwei and yen-
tai Prefectures by 1980? During orrr visfi
we saw that development was uneven ln
different area$. The province worked out ways
to narrow the gap foetween the areas so that the
whole province might swiftly realize urechaniza-
tion in farming. In. the early days after the
founding of the People's Republie, the peasants
formed mutual-aid teams and later co-opera-
tives and pooled their draught animals and farm
implements in production to give play to the

s.rperiority of collective farming. Couldn't the
use of fanh machines be organized in thij way
too? The province popularized the experience
of Yelrhslen County; that i8, dwing the bdsy
farming seasorut all the farrr machines of the
production brigedes or teams were put under
the unified commdnil of 

'the people's communes,
including the.,use, maintenance work and the
experuletr involved, 

.

' We went to the Hsiyu Com^mune, whlch was
the flret bommune to cerry out thls method. Of
the 168 tractbrs the commune now u!es, 80 per
crent are owned by.the brlgadee. Some of the
brlgades have rnore farm machlnes, which often
lay tdle alter ploughlng. On the other hand,
wlthout enough tractors, some brigades loot

' flme durtng the busy seasonsi The commirne'e
unlfied cotnmand.over farm maclrltres solves the
problem. Wtthout changlng the ownership of
the ferm machines and in'accordance with the
prlnplple of voluntary exchange of equal value
on a basis of mutual beneflt, all tractors and
othef farm machlnes are put under tJle unified
conrmand of each corunune during the busy
farmlng seasona, and are used in a planned way
by different brigada and teams, while the
brigads whlch us€ the machines pay the bri-
gades which own the machines. Thus, the bver-
age ra'te of utilizatton of the tractors has been
raised by 30 per cent, and the time for harvest-
ing and sowing durirtg the summer and autumn
busy sedsons is shortened by'one-third or one
half.

The Sanshantao Brigade had five tractors
but not enough tractor-drawn farm

' implements. In addifion, its farm-
. .lald lles far away and it does

n1i:: not have enough manpower. During
l busy seasons, it often could not finish

ploughing and sowing on time, there-
fore it failed to increase its grain
production. After employing the
above-rnentloned method, this brigade
has lncreased lts graiq output every
year. Its per-hectare yield of 1970
was 01 per cent higher than that of
1974.

At present, one-fourth of the
2,000 communes in the province
use thls method whlch ts highly
welcomed by the peasanto. It will be
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' popularized throughout the province
and in other parts of the'country as

nrell.

Smolt, but Power{ul

The system of collective owner-
ship in China's people's communes
at the present ntage still generally
takes the forrh of three level

' ownership, that is, ownership by the
communer the production brtgade
and the production teani, with the
production team as the basic accolrnt- i
ing unit. l'rom where, then, {o the'
communes and brigades get funds
for farm machinery?

.Iille made some lnvestigations in the Lotsun '

Commune in the vicinity of 'Tzupo, which ls
about 100 kilometres east of Tsinan, the provin-
cial capital. The commune consists of 82 brl.
gades with a population of 43,O00,culttvating
2,300 hectares of land. As shown in charts be-
low, mechanization in this commune ie of a'
considerably high level.

We learnt from. the secretary of the com-
mune Party committee how the cotnmune
managed to attain such a high level of
mechanization.

exlsting farm ma,chinery repair shops and train
agromechanics, To date it has a'bolliery, a farm
machinery factory and plants turnlng gut phos'.
phate fertilizer, chemical products and plastics.
There are also brick-and-tile and lime kilns as
well as cement plants run by its brlgedes. In
1976, when the total industrial value of the,
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cornmune and the .brigadgs had quadrupleq
over that o{ 19?0, it was in a. popt,
tion to , collect ehough funds for. buylng
machlnery. It has eince 1g?0 apent a totelrof
6.16 million ]ruan, or 43.4 per cent'of its publii
accumulatiorur, on farm machinery. Through
training classes Lotsun has brought up a cqn-
tingent of 1,000 and more agromechanicq, agd
farm maihinery repair factories and wbrkshops
have been set up at the commune artd brigade
levels. :

Farm mechaniiation has saved the commune
a largo amount of mgnpower. But how. does the
commune deploy this manpower? ,

Ccimrade Chin' explained to us: "For
us there will never be such a problem 8s 'e:r,-,
cesgive' labour force, because there are so many
thihgs that remain to be done," pf Lotsun'$
.14,000 able-bodted people, he sald, 4,fi)0 are in
smbll industries run by the cornmurie and bri-
gadas, 2,000 are in,water conservancy and other ,',

farmland capltal constructiorl projetts and 1,000.
are transferred into cultural, educationalland
medical undertakings. Actually only half of the
labour forceis engaged in farm prodrrqtion; and.

munes. At the meetings, they cited local in-
stances of how the "gang of fourf' had wantonly
trampled underfoot these policias. As they dis-
cussed and criticized the gang's crimes in this
field, right and wrong were clarified and rural
economic development was given a big boost.

ls Roiring Chickens o "Copitotist Tendency"?

The economy of the rural people's com-
munes in China since they were qstablished is
one based on socialist collective ownership. And
according to the Party's rural economic policies

at ,the present stage, commune members may
farm small plots for their personal needs and
engage in limited household sideline productioir
grorlided that the development and absolute
predominance of the @mmune's collective
economy are assured. lVhile the collective
vigorously raises pigs and other animals, com-
mune members are encouraged to raise pigs and
chickens.

Howe-rer, when the "gang of four" engaged
in destructive activities under "super-revolu-
tionary" slogans, Party policies were ignored or
distorted. At one stage the gang raised a hue
and cry over legitimate sideline oqcupations
carried on by commune mernbers. Ttre gang
claimed that all these were "vestiges of capital-
ism" which must be "eradicated." In some
places this led to a wholesale slaughter of
ehickens because keeping a few chickens was
described as showing "capitalist tendencies."'

Cadres and commune members of the
Chienhqin Brigade in Hupetr hovince recalled
that not very long ago villagers were prohibited
from keeping chickens in some places of Hupeh.
At one point chicken-killers were sent by cadres
to break into commune members' chicken coops

and science developed. In the process of achiev-
ing the modernization of agriculture, industry,
national defence and science and technology,
more and more manpower will shift from the
rural areas to the cities and industrial and
mining areas, and the percentage of rural pop-
ulation in the nation's total will in the long
run dwindle gradually.

Ours is a developing socialist country. With
the development of farm mechanization, there
will be no problem of excess manpower.

**'t

We sped eastward after our . stay in the
Lotsun Commune. All along the way we saw a
beautiful landscape. Carefully laid out verdant
wheat fields were criss-crossed- by irrigation
ditches and mulberry groves added to its attrac-
tiveness. About 50 kilometres away from
Tzupo, we found ourselves in the Yehyuan
irrigation project of Linchu'County.

The project embrace.s 14,000 hectares of
farmland in six communes. Work on the project
began in 1964. This irrigation system has knit-

I8

ted together a big reservoir and 52 small ones
with 550 power-operated wells and 98 pumping
stations. With these water conservancy facili-
ties, the area has no fear of drought or water-
logging. As a result, grain output has over the
years kept increasing, and an all-round devel-
opment of agriculture, forestr5r, animal hus-
bandry, side-line occupations and fishery hai
been effected. All the six communes achieved
mechanization in 1975 and machines are in use
in 90 per cent of the main work in farm
production.

Scattered and uneven plots have been
levelled and merged into neat rows, zigzag
canals and roads have been straightened, and
one can hardly find any trace of the small-
peasant economy .that formerly prevailed in
the countryside. Agricultural deyelopment has
helped quieken the pace of farm mechanlzation
whieh in turn promotes the development of
agriculture ln even greater strides. All that we
saw and heard in this area, has enabled
us to see the bright prospects for China's
agriculture,
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in the dead of night. In the winter-spring of
19?4-75 the number of privately owned
chickens in the brigade was cut by,one half.

During recent discussions commune mem-
bers pointed out that selling eggs to the state
served urban needs and helped develop agri-
cultural production. For example, last year the
brigade sold eggs to the state worth 90 tons of
dremical fertilizer. Besides raising commune
memb€E' incomes, the chickens contributed
approximately 30 tons of manure last year,
which is estimated to have helped the brigade
bring in about ten tons more rice.

The conclusion they reached was that where
collective production was not in the least af-
fected adversely, it was a good thing for the
state, for the collective and for the individual
to encourage commune members to raise
chickens. I'he "gang of four's" claim that pri-
vately raising chickens was a "vestige of capi-
talism" and had to be "eradicated" was aimed
at sowing confusion and sabotaging production.

With the gang overthrown, the brigade
members increased their chicken population to
almost 5,000 last year and sold the state pur-
ctlasing agency nearly ten tons of eggs.

Should Commune Memben f,eep Pigs?

A production brigade cadre named Huang
Huan-hsin in Tienyang County, Kwangsi
Chuang Autonomous Region, has kept five to
six pigs each year over'the past two years.
When the Party branch of the brigade wanted
to popularize his experience some cadres
demurred. Itrey said that raising pigs privately
was motivated by the desire to make more
money, and this was a capitalist tendency.

But is it? After they restudied Chairman
Mao's instruction of 1955: "Apart from collec-
tive pig-raising by co-operatives, every peasant

household should be advised to raise one or
more pigls," and the Party's economic'policies
for the rural areas, the cadres and commune
members saw that the "gang of four" had pur-
posely cpnfused pig-raising by commirne
members as well as other legitimate household
sidelines with capitalist tendencies. Obviously,
the gang's accusations that commune membets
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engaged in legitimate sidelines were "reviving
Qapitalism" were contrary to Party policies. The
gands influence had to be criticized and people
made clear about the role of sidelines.

They then carefully studied Huang's case

and found that he used only his spare time to
raise pigs, that all able-bodied workers in his
household each year had exceeded their re-
quired number of workdays and that collective
production had not suffered. At the same time,
his family had provided the brigade with a
large quantity of pig manure and all the pigs
his family had raised were sold to the state
purchasing agency.

Thus right and wrong'were clarified in the
courise of analysis. Shirking.collective produc-
tive labour to raise. household pigs and selling
them on the open market is indeed a sign of the
influonce of bourgeois ideology and this should
be criticized. But where collective production
is not impaired, commune members may raise
pigs in their spare time. The non-able-bodied
and the elderly are encouraged to do so at home.
As long as the pigs are sold to the state, this
method of pig-raising is consonant with Party
policies.

When this was made clear to everyone, the
brigade Cet about earnestly raising pigs coltec-
tively and privately, with the stress on the
former. All production teams in the brigade
saw a swift rise in the number of pigS kept col-
lectively and privately.

Why Hcs There Been o Shortoge of
Green Ginger?

Some correspondents of the Hsinhua News
Agency investigated why there has been a short-
age of green ginger in.some eities and published
their findings in newspapers.

At the Honan Provincial Vegetable and
Foodstuffs Company they were told that in 1959

the province grerfir 12 million kg. of ginger, of
which a million kg. were sold outside the prov-
ince. In recent years this popular condiment
had become quite scarce.

Shangchuang Commune in Poai County was
once famous for its ginger. During the 1950s
it grew some 200 hectares of ginger each year.
When Lin Piao and the "garig of four" were
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sebotaging the national economy with their
many high-sounding "revolutionary"-slogans,
their followers clarged that growing ginger was
a manifestation of "putting money in command"
and critlcized it as a "capitalist tendency," As a
result, production teams dared not grow gingei
and uomlngne members wele not allowed to
grow lt {h their plote for personal needs. In
1978 the commune had only flve hectares under
glnger. Sald local commune members: ,,It,s

not easy to gtorr ginger; but instead of being
encouraged to grow it, we were attackedl"

During discussions, commune members
pointed out that if their commune grew 300
hectares of ginger they could supply a city of
10 million with ginger the whole year round.
Today, as they eriticized the "gang of four" they
are implementing the Party's economic policies
for the rural areas and growing ginger again
as before.

in different degrees harbotrr illusions about
"detente," have recognized the Soviet threat to
Europe as an objective reatty. Most of the
public in Western, Euiope have realized that
Soviet military strength in Europe has far sur-
passed its defence needs and that in coDV€n:
tional forces in particular, the Soviet Union has
gained superiority <iver Western countries.
llherefore, they note, it i,s entirely poesible for
Moscow to launch a surprise attack against
\festern Europe. How to cope with the threat
of such an attack has become a task of special
urgency.

Several years ago, when lllest European
countries discrrssed how to strengthen their de-
fences, they often found it hard to reach agree-
meirt. People in power in some countries even
proposed a cut in their defences on the prete:rt
of "detente." Bqt now, strengthening defences
and promoting military co-operation in Western
Europe have won increasing support from the
majority of countries there. Major West
European countrles have drawn uF short-term
and long-term strategic defence plans and dr
cided to further strengthen defences and con-
tinue to improve their arms and equipment.
Some countriec are diggtng tunnels deep,
actively building up civilian defences and
intensifying military preparatioru against
aggresslon.

Uest European Unity Against llegemonism

[aUROPE ts the focw of contention for worldU hegemony between the two superpowers,
the Soviet Union and the United States. As
their rivalry intensifies in this region and the
Soviet threat in partictrlar is growing with each
passing day, it i$ only rlatural that people are
concerning themselves with the development of
We.st European unity against hegemonism.

In recent y€ars, the .features of Soviet
hegemonism have become more exposed than
ever in Europe, the serious danger of war is
being recognized by more and more people, ap-
peasement mentality is being denounced and
rejected and the forces against appeasement are
on the increase. In short, the situation continues
to develop in a direction favourable to West
European unity against hegemonism.

It may be recalled that when the European
security conference opened, the Kremlin and
the White House made a big fanfare, boasting
that it was a i'milestone" of peace, a ,,new

stage" of co-operation. It has not been long since
then, but now the Helsinki follow-up presents
such a dpary picture that it has not attracted
much lnterest.

SeverEl years sgo, many people were often
confwed and doubtful about the Soviet threat
to Europe wheaever it was mentioned, but now,
more and more people, lncludlng those who still
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In spite of difficulties and obstacles, West
European'countries have made continuous ad-
vances in their unity against the common threat
and merirbers of the European Economic Com-
munity (E.E.C.) are co-operating more effective-
ly with each other in some siheres. Having
been. enlarged from the original six member
states to the present nine, the E.E.C. is pre-
pared to admit new members. Militarily, West
European countries have been broadening their
co-operation and co-ordination. Various forms
of alliances between nations or regions have
continued to emerge. Political and ecronomic
ties between the E.E.C. and the third world
countries have been further strengthened.

It is noteworthy that all these poeitiJe
results in lVest European unity against hege-
monism have been achieved under very difficult
conditions. In the past year, economic recovery
in $rest European countries was slow, their pro-
duction upswing was sluggish and unemploy-
ment and inflation remained serious. Besides,
on top of the existing contradictions and prob-
lerns of various kinds, disputes over this or that
issue bave cropped up among these countries.
But even in these,circumstances, they still made
progr€ss in their cause of unity against hege-
mqrism. This is convincing proof that to unite
against hegemonism is the common wish of the
West European countries and people, and that
it represents a historical trend.

An increasingly united and strong Europe
fully cpnforms with the interests of the
oountries and people there. Historically, the
major countries of Western Europe were them-
selves the imperialist powers contending for
hegemony over Europe. Consequently, West
European unity against hegemonism was out of
the question at that time. But things are dif-
ferent today. The Soviet Union and the United
States have developed into two superpowers
lording it over all other countrie. Other de-
veloped capitalist countries have found them-
selves in a changed position, subjected to bully-
ing and threat by the two superpowers, Soviet
social-imperialism in particular. It is precisely
in these historical circumstances that the West
European gountries need to unite in defenc.e of
their independence, sovereignty and nstional
suilrival. , '

For the West European countrleo, it is a
matter of cours€ to struggle against the control
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which the United States is seeking to impose,
but the greatest danger comes from. Soviet
social-imperialist aggression and expansion. In
the past few years in particular, Moscow has
kept sending reinforcements to Europe, renewing
arms end equilment, deploying the latest-type
missiles and staging large-scale military manoeu-
vres. It has gaiared military superiority in Cen-
tral Europe numerically and qualitatively, and
reinforced its Atlantic and Mediterranead
fleets, thus increasing its military threat to the
northern and southern flariks of Europe. It has
carried out wanton aggression and expansion in
Africa and the Middle East and set up strategic.
strongholds there in an effort to outflank.
Western Europe. Reeently, Moseow's large
shipments of weapons to Africa and direct
dispatch of military personnel and mer-
cenaries to interfere in the Horn of Africa's
affairs have aroused grave concern among the
West European eountries, which are left with no
choice but to unite against the threat. Unity
brings strength, while disunity would leave,
them weak. If the West European countries fail
to unite, Europe will onllz be a divided and
flabby continent and the eountrias there will
be gobbled up one after another by the polar
bear; but if they unite, they will form an anti-

, hegemonic force embracing a population of 300
million able to counter the sulryrpowers.

An 'increasingly united and powerful
Europe is also in fult conformity with the gener-
al interests of the struggle of the world's people
against hegemonism.. To dominate the world,
the Soviet Union must conquer Europe first, be-
cause finance, industry, agricultural production,
science and modern technoJogy are more con-
centrated and highly developed in the continent;
Whoever occupies Europe cin make use of its
rloDpow€f,L material wealth and financial re:
sources for a war to co4quer the world. Hitlgr
'began his wild war plan with aggression agairrst
Europe.' Ihgrefore, to foil the superpower plot
of aggression and war ln Europe is pf maJor
significance. At present, the surging struggle
against hegemonism waged by the countries and
pgople of the world, the third world in partic-
ular, is dealing. a powerful blow to superpower
heqemonism. The united itruggle against he;

. gerrnonism waged by the countrles and people
of Western Europe constltutes an important part
of tle strqggle waged by the world'B 
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against hegemonism. With thi-'stress on "speak-
ing with one voice," the West European Com-
munity has in recent years begun paying atten-
tion to improving its relations with third world
countries on the basis of mutual respect for
sovereignty and equality. It has called for "dia-
logue" in place of 'confrontation with the third
world countries and'backed the African and
Arab countries' struggle against hegemonism on
a number of issues. This attitude of the West
European countrie.s has won the appreciation of
the third world. Ttrey are playing an ever more
important role in international affairs.

In short, West European unity against
hegemonism is a historical neeessity and the
need of our time. The situation is pressing
despite the difficulties on the road of West
European countries' unity. So long as the
rivalry between the two superpowers for control
of Europe and the Soviet threat continue, it is

' an inevitable trend of history that the West
Egropean countries want unity against hege-
monism.

It should be noted that the path of West
European unity against hegemonism is by ng
rneans smooth" The Soviet Union will never
acquiesce in a powerful and united Western
trhrrope which will pose a serious obstacle to
Soviet contention for hegemony in Europe. The
more divided and weaker Western Europe is, the
more advantageous it is to the Soviet Union. Up
to now, the Soviet Union is still obstinately
refusing to extend formal recognition to thq
European Economic Community, and repeated-
ly sows discord among its members in an at-
tempt to obstruct its growth and expansion.
Moscow adopts every possible means, tough and
soft, to reach its objective - it steps up military
deployment to inenace Western Europe, while at
the same time, it perpetrates the, "detente" fraud
and spreads deceptive nonsense of all sorts to
divide the West European countries and dull
their vigilance so as to facilitate its scheme to
defeat them one by one. AII this is aimed at
breaking West European unity so that Moscow
can one day extend over all Western Europe the
"community" it has set up in Eastern Europe,
and dominate the whole continent of Europe:

In the face of the Soviet offensive, certain
people in the West favour appeasement and
concessions to the Soviet Union to gain tempor-
ary peace. This appeasement mentality, par-

ticularly pronounced on the other side of the
Atlantic, inevitably influences Western'Europe,
making the situation in the region even
morb dangerous. In the final analysis, this men-
tality stems from fear of the Soviet Union. Don't
irritate the Soviet Union, some people assert,
otherwise it will launch a third world war
which will "destroy Europe." Therefore, they
are listless about promoting West European
unity against hegemonism, claiming that only
more e@nomic benefits can "soften up the So-
viet Union," and that Europe can only be saved
through the "benevolent aspirations" of "disar-
mament" and o'detente." Of course, these are
sheer illusions. Facts have proved that for the
West to provide the Soviet Union with more
economic benefits is nothing but a policy of
"suicide," because this practice has "strength-
ened" the Soviet Union and "weakened" the
West itself. As to the fear that unity against
hegemonism could irritate the Soviet Union, it
is even more groundle.q lte [x)re you fear any
aggressor, the mone vicious he becomes,
whether you irritate him or not It is espeeially
dangerous to beg "ber-revolence" from the ag-
gressor. IIad Hitierite Germafy shown "benev-
olence" and refrained from attacking Europe in
those years because Chamberlain and Daladier
and their like grovelled at his feet? No. The case
was just the reverse. It was the appeasement
policy followed in those years that prompt-
ed Nazi Germany to overrun the whole of
Europe. On the other hand, it was precisely
the resistance forces of various countriqs which
formed an anti-fascist alliance and waged an
unrelenting armed struggle against Hitlerite
Germany that finally saved Europe and won
peace. This is a historical experience and lesson
that people will never forget.

There exist favourable conditions in the
world today for opposing superpower hegemon-
ism and postponing a new world war- A broad-
est international united front against hege-
monism is being formed. In such an excellent
situation, the West European countries can cer-
tainly win one victory after another in the
struggle against hegemonism by uniting to pro-
mote an alliance on the basis of equality and
strengthening their ties and co-operation with
the third world countries.

The Podrovka Agro-lndustriol
Complex

THE Podravka Agro-Industrial Complex inr the northern part of the Republic of Croatia
is appropriately known amorig the people as one
of the "biggest kitchens" in the country because
it turns out some 400 kinds of foodstuffs from
crops and livestock it raises. Our visit to the
complex enabled us to gain a better idea of
what Yugoslavia had accomplished in agricul-
ture and some of the features of its agricultural
dwelopm.ent.

lYlrot the Compler Encomposses

Podravka was a jam factory with about 100
workers 30 years ago. Today, it has b,300
workers and staff members, with an annual
output of nearly 4,000 million dinars in value
and branches in eight Croatian cities. The
complex has nine "united labour organizations,,,
including a farm, a food-processing plant, a
brewery, a pharmaceutical faetory, a meat-
processing plant, a sales department and a re-
search institute. Some have ,'united labour
cells" comparable to workshops or agricultural
production teams in China. In farming, the
"united labour organization" is made up of five
"united labour cells" - a farm, a bakery, a flour.
mill, a fodder-processing unit and one unit co-
operating with individual peasants. Each of
the 30 "cells" of the complex is economically
independent.

The "united Iabour organization for
farming" has 110 workers and staff members.
They work 3,300 hectares of land, 2,000 of which
are under maize and 1,200 under wheat. The
per-hectare yield of maize last year was seven
tons and that of wheat 5.5 tons. Its catile farm
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supplies the meat-processing plant of the com-
plex with 5,000 head of beef cattle a year.

One feature of current Yugoslav agri-
cultural development is the practice of
processing farm produce where it is grown. This
is done as far as possible. In Podravka, we saw
locally grown wheat ground into flour and made
into bread, pigs and beef cattle slaughtered and
canned or made into soup concentrates. The
complex also produces beer, wine, condiments
and medicine.

Production has doubled over the past six
years, mainly as a result of continually introduc-
ing up-to-date technology which quickly raised
labour productivity. The brewery, for instance,
with less than 60 workers and technicians, pro-
duces 30 million litres of beer every year. On
the cattle farm four workers are fattening
1,000 head'of beef cattle bought from individual
peasants in the neighbourhood who had raised
these from calves until they reached about 220
kilogrammes.

The compleix is continually bringing in
advanced techniques from other countries. For
example, expertise from Denmark on brewing
beer, West German knowhow on making soup
concentrates, condiment manufacture from
Japan, fruit-canning from Italy and computing
technology used in the U.S. food industry.

Owned by the Whole Society

Our hosts totd us: "Podravka, like all other
complexes in the country, is owned by the whole
society. We workers are entitled to use the
means of production available to increase and
manage production rationally. We are, of
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course, duty bound to protect the means of pro-
duction and ensure expanding reproduction."

After the workshops, we went on to visit
a number of individual peasants in their homes.
Small independent farms.occupy an important
place in Yugoslav agriculture. In Croatia, 80
per cent of the 1and. under cultivation belong
to individual peasants, with each household
owning no more than ten hectares. The rest is
owned. by agro-industrial complexes. How-
ever, . these powerful complexes produce 60
per cent of the marketable grain and other main
farm produce in the repubiic. Only 40 per cent
are supplied by individual peasants.

We learnt that there are g4 settlements,
comprising 7,500 individual peasant households
in the district where the Podravka Complex is.
Eighty-six per cen! of these households have
co-operative arrangements in some form with
Podravka. . Under these arrangements, they are
provided the necessary credits, fertilizer, in-
secticides, machinery and other means of pro-
duction. In turn, they sell tleir surplus grain,
vegetableq fruit, and livestock. products to the
complex. Of these individual households 3900
have long-term contracts with the complex. Th'e
86 per cent peasant households having ties with
PodraVka are known as 'to-olrerative peasants;"

' i.;

:

At the home of S. Cmerk, we met his family
of eight persons in four generations. Three
members are able-bodied workers. The family
cultivates iix hectares of maize and two hectares
of wheat and raises calves arid suckling pigs for
Podravka.

Cmerk told us: "Podravka supplies us with
seeds, loans, chemical fertilizer, insecticides and
cows. Its veterinarians vaccinate our pigs and
cattle and at harvest time, Podravka sends ma-
chines to help us out. But the most important
aspect of oUr relations with Podravka is the
guarantee of a fair price for our produce
irrespective oJ market fluctuations. In thls way
we are sure of a stable income."

"In 1977," he said, "we sold Podravka five
beef eattle, each over 550 kilogrammes, and 120

suckling pigs." To our question, "Who benefits
more from this relationship with Podravka?" he

answered with a smile: "Both of us."

We next visited the home of a pi.g-raiser.

The pigpen, built with Podravka's credit, houses
500 pigs all under the care of one man. The
piglets and fodder are all supplied by Podravka.
Every year about 1,000 pigs are supplied to the
complex, their individual weights ranging from
100 to 120 kilogrammes. In addition, the family,
aided by Podravka machinery, alsq grows seven
hectares of maize each year.

A leading member of the eomPlex ex-
plained, "Sure, these individual peasants still till

Podr&vka's brewery.
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their own land; but as far as production is con-
cernd, they have come to see the advantages
ind necessifir of , entering into some kind of
relationship with the socially owned agro-indus-
trial complex. This relationship has already
gone far beyond that between a buyer and
a seller."

The Orientotion
After explaining to us the state's policy for

the future development of agriculture, one of
our hosts said: "In the early postwar period,
?0 per cent of Croatia's population was peasants;
'it is now 32 per cent. This is a big achievement,
Sut we still face a lot of problems and difficul-
ties."

"Our main orientation is to ensure the
steady growth of the socially o'wned sector of

agriculture, whieh is the foundation of our
future progress," he said. "As to the individual
peasants, we shall extend and carry forward
our'ties with them, help them to raise their
labour.productivity and gradually get them to
'unite labour' with Podravka."

It was pointed out to us that "careful
adjustments are to be made this year in regard
to the scattered fields owned by individual pe?s-

a;ts, without changing the ownership of the
land. These adj'ustments will improve condi-
tions for mechanized farming and specialized
prodrtbtion by individual households and their
closer eoperation with the complex."

As we said goodbye to our hosts they in-
vited us to return some day to see the changes.

The gang's sabotaging activities seriously
damaged the encouraging situation that emerged
in the countr;r following the Fourth National
People's Congress in early 1975. This situation
was brought about by adhering to the Part5r's
basic line and .implementing Chairman Mao's
three directives on studying the theory of the
dictatorship of the proletariat, achieving stability
and unity and pushing the national economy for-
ward. At that time, many leading cadres who
firmly upheld Chairman Mao's revolutionary
line were attacked and persecuted, and confu-
sion was created in people's minds.

The "gang of four's" fallacies on the ques-
tion of the key link were to a certain extent de-
ceptive for a time. They succeeded in doing so by
distorting Chairman Mao's directive that "clais
struggle is the key link and everything else
hinges on it" and publicizing their fallacies
through the mass media under their control.

If we take into consideration the series of
statements made by Chairman Mao on the ques-
tion of the key link, it is quite clear that the real
meaning of his above-mentioned directive 'is:
in its relation to other contradictions, class
coniradiction holds the dominant position. It by
no means implies that among the contradictions
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in the various other.fields there are no princi-
pal and secondary contradictions and that there
are no other key links; nor does it mean that
class struggle as the key link cannot have con-
crete contents.

Consolidating the , army and being
ready for fighting ih a war, for in-
stance, is the embodiment of the key link
of class struggle in army work for a defi-
nite period of time. "Consolidation" means using!
Marxism-Leninism-Mao Tsetung Thought to
eliminate the poisonous influence spread by Lin
Piao and the "gang of four" in the army and
overcome bourgeois ideas and style of work so
as to ensure the better implementation of Chair-
man Mao's military line. War is the highest
form of class struggle. This is the A B C of
Marxism-Leninism. To defend our country
against imperialist and, in particular, social-

lmperialist aggression and to liberate Taiwan,
we must be prepared against war. This is pre-
cisely grasping class struggle as the key link.

All the tricks played by the "gang of four"
on the guestion bf grasping the key link show
that they were bogus Marxists and political
swindlers. They flaunted the banner "take class
struggle as the key link" not for continuing the
revolution, but for overthrowing Comrade Teng
Ilsiao-ping and a large number of other leading
cadres of the Party, government and army.

LATIN AMERICAN COUNTRIES

Settling Border Problems
Through Consultotions

Recently, some Latin Amer-
ican countries have begun nego-
tiations to eliminate disputes
and solve border problems.

Chile and Argentina on
February 20 signed summary
minutes of an agreement on
delimiting the two countries'
jurisdiction over their southern
waters.

The summary minutes stipu-
late that two bilateral commis-
sions are to be set up. One will
work out equitable principles on
delimiting the southern waters
within 45 days beginning March
1. The other will study within
six months problems concerning
the final delimitation of juris-
diction over the southern'
waters.

The Argentine-Chilean dis-
pute on the demarcation.of the
southern waters is an issue left
over from history. In 1971, the
two countries submitted to
Britain for sanction the owner-
ship of the Beagle Strait. In
May 1977, three islands south of
the strait were given to Chile
according to British sanctiott.
Chile aecepted the sanction, but
Argentina last January 25 an-
nounced it to be null and void.
Tension prevailed over the re-
lations between the two coun-
tries around that time. On
January 19 the Presidents of
the two countries met in
Argentina's western city of
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Mendoza, but no agreement was
achieved.

The Honduran-Salvadorian

boundary dispute will be solved
through negotiations, declared
the two countries' delegates
after a three-day meeting held
recently in Lima to discuss the
isque.

Peru and Ecuador reached an
understanding on the elimina-
tion of border tensions .at a

meeting held by their army
chiefs of staff on January 20.

Biologicol snd Chemicol
Weopons Developed

The Soviet Union is stepping
up research and development
of biological and chemical weap-
ons for bacteriological warfare.
This has been exposed and
confirmed by news agencies
and newspapers. of Western
Europe and the United States
with numerous facts, including
photographs taken by satel-
lites, though TASS has repeat-
edly tried to deny it.

Reuter reported on January
30 that "the Soviet Union is
believed to be breeding new
strains of killer viruses and
microbes in heavily-guarded
biological warfare factories."
Soviet armed forces regularly
train in chemical warfare and
troops dressed in protective
anti-chemical suits, sometimes

West Germany's Die Welt in
its January 31 article said that
a new generation of killer

,biological and chemical weap-
ons is being turned. out in a
heavily-guarded Soviet re-
search centre. Of these weapons,
there are lethal microbes and
viruses which can cause diseases
such as milzbrand, tub'erculosis,
smallpox, yellow fever and
dipttheria in a person not im-

- munized from them. NATO.intelligence in Brussels said
that the Soviet Union had also
conducted experiments with
tropical African viral diseases
such as Lassa fever and lethal
Marburg fever. "Mmcow had
built up huge stocks of the
nerue gasqs Tabun, Sarin and
Soman, as well as a new type of
nerve gas," it noted.

The Chicago Tri.bune in its
February 1 editorial entitled
"?he Soviet Killer Viruses"
said: "This is deplorable not
only because of the horror of
germ Warfare but also because
in 1965 the Soviet Union
signed an international conven-
tion banning the use, produc-
tion, and possession of biolog-
ical weapons."

In its February 1 and 14

commentaries, TASS claimed
that there was no existence of
threats from the Soviet Union
and that the chargas by various
countries were "fabricated
myths." But sophistry does
not alter stark facts. Fresh
evidence is making people in
various countries aware that
they are facing real Soviet
threats which must be taken
seriously.
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CUBAN PEOPLE

Refuse to Be

Connon-Fodder

Cuba's dispatch of trooPs
to Africa as cannon-fodder for
the Soviet armed intervention
there under the latter's instiga-
tion has caused discontent in
Cuba. fire Cuban authorities
are taking various measures to
draJt men for military service
and prevent the develoPment of
discontent among the Cubans.

According to Western Press
reports, under Soviet instigation,
nearly 25,000 Cuban militarY
men have been sent to Angola
and the Horn of Africa, while
several thousands are on the
way to EthioPia. It was re-
ported that "Cuban militarY
prqsence abroad is so unPoPular
that troopshiPs must leave
Havana at night."

Ttre U.S. paper Chicago
Tribune reported on February
19 that Cuban military men
were sent to Africa as "volun-
teers," but actuallY theY were
drafted "through a sYstem of
incentives and Punishments,"
that is to soy, "those who
volunteer may gain housing and

other social benefits," and those
who refuse to go "may lose good
jobs, be moved from cities into
the countryside, have automo-
biles taken away, and lose their
Communist Party cards."

Quoting U.S. official esti-
mateB, the paper said that sev-
eral thousand Cubans had been
killed in the war provoked in
Angola by the Soviet Union.
During the height of the Angola
fighting, there was reportedly a
"corpse ship" in Santiago
Harbour in eastern Cuba charg-
ed with the task of shipping
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corpses. But "bodies of combat
dead were doled out a few at
a time to grieving families, who
receivtjd military escort. directly
to cemeteries to prevent any
lengthy public lereavemsnt."
The Cuban authorities an-
nounced last summer that
henceforth Cubans who die in
Africa "will be buried where
they fall." "Meanwhile," the
paper . said, "the government-
controlled Cuban media are
showing no films and publishing
no stories about Cubans involv-
ed in combat."

The Cuban authorities are
trying their best to hide from
the Cuban people the facts
of Cuban armed intervention
in Africa, claiming that the
dispatch of Cubans to Africa is
fulfilling an "internationalist"
duty,' , and "helping" . the
African liberation movement.
But the Chtcago Tribune
revealed that "signs of domestic
strains still have cropped up
[in Cuba]." Cases of Cuban
youths tryrng to escape military
service have repeatedly taken
place. To prevent discontent
from growing, a new prison has
been built in Havana Province
ior military cases from Africa,
including "deserters."

TANZANIA

More Groin

In recent years, the Tanzanian
Government has taken measures
to promote agriculture, includ-
ing bringing more land under
cultivation, using improved
seeds and modern farming
methods as well as facilitating
the import of fertilizers, insec-
ticides and spare parts for
agricultural machines. This has

Ied to a steady rise in grain
production. The state milling
co4>oration bought from the
peasants nearly 330,000 tons
of grain in June-November 1977,
about 60 per cent more .than
the same 1976 period.

The crop failures caused by
severe droughts in 1973-74
forced Tanzania to import large
quantities of grain at prices
inflated by the Soviet rush'for
grain on the world market.
Having suffered a lot from this,
the Tanzanian Government and
people were determined to
develop agriculture self-reliantly
so.as to achieve grain self:suf-
ficiency. A nationwide agricul-
tural production campaign was
therefore launched to boost
grain output. Grain output has
since then gone up each year.

In the six-month 1977-78
purchasing season, purchase of
maize, the Tanzanians' staple
food, reached 167,700 tons as.

against 148,700 tons in the
7976-77 season, 92,600 tons in
the 1975-76 season and 24,200
tons in the 1974-75 season.
Grain imports dropped from
320,000 tons in 1974 to about
60,000 tons in 1977.

Since 1976, the government
has implemented a national
grain reserve programme .to
guard against droughts and
higher grain prices caused by
the two superpowers. Some 13.5

million Tanzanian shillings are
earmarked for building 22
granaries in the country and
every region, district, village
and family is asked to put up
grain-storage facilities accord-
ing to local conditions. Junior
Minister for Agriculture Edward
Barongo said recently that the
country had built up a current
grain reserve of 280,000 tons.
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Tealllc Order
frnltrooe* in Peking

f N the last year or so Peking
r built and widened many
streets, including tri,o new
thoroughfares, a broadened
major street and three new
overpasses. The masses have
been organized to help police-
men regulate traffic.

Starting January 10, a new
regulation bars lorries without
special passes from entering
the city prop'er in the daytime.
All this has improved traffic
drder.

According -to statistics, the
number of motor vehicles in
the city in 1977 was five times
that of 1965, and the number
of bicycles reached 2.5 million
last year, having increased at an
annual rate of 120,000. The
heavy traffic, especially at peak
hours, often caused slow-downs
and jams.

At present, great efforts are
being made to further improve
traffic oider. A new belt road
is being constructed as quickly
as possible along the site of the
demolished city wall. Four
large lorry parking lots with
hostels for the drivers are to be
constructed in the suburbs.

.sSeleeted Poents of
Tang Pl-tDuee

A SELECTION of poems by
r r Tung Pi-wu, one of the
founders of the Communist Par-
ty of China and late Acting
Chairman of the People's Re-
public of China, came off the
press following publication of
the selected poems of Chen Yi
and Chu Teh. Comrade Tung Pi-
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wu was well versed in classical
Chinese'poetry with its strict
tonal patterns and rhyme
schemes, especially in the five-
character lu shih. Through the
selectron which contains 300 of
his morej than 1,000 poems,
people are enabled to get a
glimpse of the author's life as a
revolutionary; they can also
learn how the poet eulogizeil
and cherished the memory of
his comrades-in-arms, the depth
of his revolutionary feelings and
how he praised the mother-
land's landscape.

The last poem in the selection
marked the author's 9-0th

birthday on March 5, 19?5,

which was 28 days before his
death. .In succinct lines the
poem summed up the author's
life through what he called five
periods - the Ching Dynasty,
the early days after the Revolu-
tion of 1911, the years when
Yuan Shih-kai usurped state
power, the period in which the
northern warlords controlled
separationist areas and the years
when Chiang Kai-shek usurped
power. In it he voiced his
conviction that the revolution
will be ever.victorious so long as
it follows the truth of Marxism-
Leninism.

Another poem was written in
1972 for one of his grandsons,
then two years old. With
fervent feelings, the poet hoped
that the child, on growing up,
would follow his father's ex-
a,mple and become a peasant.

In 1969, at'the advanced age of
84, the then Vice-Chairman of
the People's Republic of China
answered Chairman Mao's call
for school graduates to go to

the countryside and sent his
youngest son, who had gradu-
ated from middle school, to
settle in a north China village.

More Aneals Sor;n to
ilgbrtd friee

l-\ HINA has achieved new
\-r results in the research of
hybrid paddy rice and enlarged
the areas sown to its ditferent
varieties.

Bumper harvests have been
reaped over large tracts. In 19?7

hybrid rice acreage exceeded 2
million.hectares, or 17 times
that of the previous year, and
most of it gave high Yields.
Output of hybrid rice is
generally 20-30 per cent heavier
than that of ordinar5z strains
grown unden the same condi-
tions. Hibrid rice is cultivated
in tlre Yangtze River basin, the
Yunnan-Kweichoril Plateau in
southwest China and some of
the mountainous areas where
the temperature is low.

China began hybridizing
paddy rice in 1964. On visiting
an exhibition on this subject
held in Hunan Province in 1970,

Comrade Hua Kuo-feng gave
the instruction that research
work in this field should be
done on a mass basis. Two
years later, at his sugges-
tion, this research was placed
on the nation's list of key
research projects. Since then
dozens of units in l9 provinces
and municipalities have worked
in close co-ordination to make
a breakthrough.. Through five
national conferences' and on-
the-spot meetings to swap ex-
perience they finally succeeded
in breeding the hsien-tyPe
(Oryza satitsa var. brd.ico) hybrid
paddy rice.

The sown area of hybrid rice
has been gradually expanded,
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and new advances have been
reported over recent years in
the research and cultivation
work. Many institutions of
higher learning 'and sciotific
research institutes have done
extensive work in this field.

\trith a developed. root system
and big eqrs bearing more grains
than ordinary strains, cross-
bred paddt' rice produces high
yields of good quality grain.

' Because of its high tillering
capacity,,it can be transplanted
in single- or two - seedling
units. Only 7.5-15 kilogrammes
of seed is enough for breeding
the seedlings to be transplanted
on one hectare of paddy field.

Plqabtct Chcn Chth

I T the Fourth International
rr Conference on Fracture

' held in Canada in July 1977,

two papers of .advanced world
lelvel were read by the Chinese
delegation and attracted the at-
tention of other delegates. En-
titled "On Some Problems in
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Jic Determination \trith a Single
Specimen;' and "On .the Cri-
terion for Crack Extension,"
both papers were written by the
50-year-old physicist Chen Chih,
director of the physics depart-
ment of the Iron and Stebl
Research Institute under the
Ministry of Metallurgy.

In the autumn of 1975 Chen
Chih yas found to be quffering
from metastasized thyroid me-
dullary cancer. He underwent
three operations in one Year, but
he continued to work indefat-
igably with his slide rule and
pen even when he wai receiving
medical treatment in the
hospital. In 1976 alone, Chen
aicomplished nine items in his
research work - more than he
had done the year before.

His condition kept deteriorat-
ing when the 'notice came in
March 19??' that the interna-
tional conference on fracture
was to be held. While receiv-
ing medical treatment, Chen
over@me great pains to cqn-
tinue his work. He finally wrote
the above-mentioned papers

after achieving excellent results
in research through hard work

and close co-ordination with his
colleagues.

What, then, accounts for the
indomitable willpower disPlaY-
ed by Chen Chih, so seriouslY
strlcken by cancer? The answer
can be found in his letter to the
Party organization: "EverYone
must die some day. In judging
a man's life, one should see

whether he has done his best to
promote the progress oI societY.
Many heroes were short-Iived,
some lasting no rnore than twc
decades, but they were worthY
ones. I think I should fight to
my last breath and do as much
as possible for my motherland
and people in my remaining
years."

A i948 graduate from Tsing-
hua University, Chen Chih took
an active part in socialist
construction after the founding
of New China. In 1950 he
became a Communist PartY
member determined to fight for
the cause of communism.

IIe began his research on
super alloys in the earlY 60s and
was determined to make a

breakthrough in this difficult
subject. He said: "If we cannot
push our scientific research
forward, it wili be a discredit
to the Chinese nation known
for its diligence and wisdom!"
Throughout his strenuous work
he was supported bY the PartY
and provided with all Possible
conditions for carrYing on his
research.

In the last two decades or
so, he wrote over 30 PaPers,
thus.adding valuable contribu-
tions to China's research on

super alloys and crack
mechanics.'

Now the physicist Chen Chih
is still receiving medical treat-
ment while continuing scientific
research.
